.48 -01 lakhs by way of Loans were released 
to the Government of Mysore during the 
period 1962-63 to 1972-73. 1,311 industrial 
units were assisted financially or otherwise 
for starting new ventures and for expanding 
the capacities and production in the existing 
Rural Industries Projects in the State by the 
end of   March, 1972. 

For the year 1973-74 a provision of Rs. 1 
-75 crores as loan and Rs. 1 -00 crores as 
Grant for Rural Industries Project 
Programme for the entire country has been 
made. 

The allocation of funds for 1973-74 to the 
State is under consideration. Number of 
units to be assisted under the programme 
during 1973-74 will depend on the quantum 
of loan assistance to be provided by the 
Central Government to that State, credit 
facilities to be available from financial 
institutions and the entrepreneurs own funds 
available for investment.
