Government have seen reports of the Sind
Chief Minister's statement to this effect.

(b) to (e) Following the Simla Agreement
there have been several exchanges with
Pakistan Government on this problem. As a
result while Pakistan Government sent some
political leaders from Sind to meet the
displaced persons, they were unable to
convince the latter that the requisite condi-
tions prevailed in Pakistan for their safe
return.

Government regard this as essentially a
human problem and trust that Pakistan
Government will take appropriate measures
to create the necessary conditions to enable
the affected persons to return to their homes
in Pakistan in safety and honour.
