(a) The extent of power cut imposed in
the various States varied in diflerent months
and the extent of Power Cut during March,
1973 is given in the Statement enclosed.

(b) Information is not available regard-
ing the detdlls of the losses suffered by
the different industrial units in the various
States on account of power cuts.

(¢) The following steps have been taken
in this regards :(—

(i) Available surplus power in some
States is being used fully to meet the
shortage in the deficit States.

(ii) Repairs to some of the thermal
generating units which are out of service
are being expedited so that the units
could be brought back into commission
at the earliest.

(iii) Better quality of coal is being
arranged for the thermal power stations
in the Eastern Regions where units are
facing operational and other difficulties
due to use of inferior quality of coal
till such time as the three stage washerics
are set up.

(iv) Completion of Power generation
projects under construction and important
transmission lines are being expedited fo
yield benefits as quickly us  possible.
in furtherance of this objective, the
States have been requested to set up Im-
plementation Cell to monitor the progress
of projects and overcome the bottlenecks
effectively, and promptly.

(v) The manner of introducing load
staggering and Power Cuts is being
reviewed and rationalised for each State
so as to minimise their cflect on the
National economy.
