SHRI SASANKASEKHAR SANYAL:
That is what we have to understand
and that is what I am trying to make
out. Therefore we need the following
information:

Firstly, who is the person who gave
the information on the 18 of March:
who received the information and to
whom the information was passed on?

Secondly, an  enquiry has to be
made as to whether it is not a fact
that these supervising emngineers were
asked to connive over the degraded
construction in the bridge because
this  contractor was obliging the
Maruti contractors at obliging rates
and when some cross-litigation came
up beween the two, on the 18th of
March, in order to put pressure upon
this contractor, the Marutis passed on
the information. That is the matter
to be enquired into. Then I demand:
Why is it what the Engineer who
gave the completion certificate has
not been arrested for conspiracy?
Suspension is one  thing, These
junior engmeers have been arrested,
some other persons have been
arrested but why the engineer who has
given the completion certificate has
not been arrested, I want to know.

SHRI OM MEHTA: I strongly

deny all the insinuations made by
the hon. Member.
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SHRI SASANKASEKHAR SANYAL:
These are not insinuations, these are
allegations.

SHRI OM MEHTA: 1 deny all
these allegations also because nobody
from the Maruti Company has infor-
med us. I have already told them ., .

SHR M., R. KRISHNA (Andhra
Pradesh): Even if they have given
the information, what is wrong with
it?™ It is not a crime that the Maruti
people have informeqd the Govern-
ment. The only thing is that we will
have to find out whether the infor-
mation that has been given is correct
or not, The Government has to veri-
fy this,

SHRI OM MEHTA: They have not
done it. We do not want to protect
anybody.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Sir, we

would like to lhave a little more
facts about this case. I do not know
as to why we should not welcome
the action which has been taken
againt the contractor. Now that we
have got one contractor in jail we
should be happy. But somehow 1
find it is not being welcomed. I have
not seen the Maruti car either or its
design or quality. But the  very
mention of this car generates t00
much horse power on both sides of
the House. That is the problem, But
leave that aside for the time being.
We are not on that subject at the
moment. May I know how it is that
there was mo inspection during the
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construction of this thing by the
N.D.M.C, or certain other official
agency? Do I take it, Sir, that after

the contract is given neither the
Government nor the local bodies
should be interested in carrying out
1egular inspections as to whether the
terms of the contract are being fulfil-
led, otherwise, we would not have
waited till the information came from
the two people who should be kept
under police protection because there
is danger to their life? That point
should be clarified, and whether in
the light of this thing the Ministry
will consider the advisability of
ensuring that whenever such contract
is given to the private parties there
is arrangement for regular inspection
by competent engineers of proven
integrity by the Government or other
bodies who may be appointing autho-
rities? .

Secondly, Sir, I shoul like to
know the value of the contract. What
was the value of the three contracts
and what are the antecedents of this
gentleman who has been jailed now,
who has been arrested? Wag he
given other government contracts of
this type and whether he is still
enjoying certain contracts which are
still to be commissioned?

In this connecfion I should also like
to know from the Government whe-
ther instruction has been issued that
all contracts given to him by the New
Delhi Municipal authorities or by the
Central Government and other agen-
cies to which the Government’s juri-
sdiction extends to these  contracts
should be kept in abeyance or suspen-
sion till proper checking has been
made and ng payment should be
made. I should like to have clarifi-
cation of this thing.

Then, may I know who is the per-
son who recommended him? It is not
merely the engineer. Will you kindly
enlighten of this gentleman’s access
to the authorities of the New Delhi
Municipal Committee where he could
get this contract? '
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SHR1 OM MEHTA: Many points
have been raised by hon’ble Bhupesh
Guptaji. I am very thankful to him
for the good word he has spoken
that we have done something good. I
must tell him that I have been in this
department only for the last one mon-
th. In one month we have done some
work. In the rest of the time we
will do something more.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA:  There
you are. Your Department is the
construction department, It is not a
Police department. Why are you say-
ing that? It is somebody in your
Department who hag bungled and the
police bhas come to your rescue.
How have you done this? It is like
somebody killing me and the police
arresting that person. o

SHRI OM MEHTA: Unless we br-
ing to the motice of the police how
will the police act? About ins-
pection, regular inspection was being
done from time to time, many defects
were discovered, and we had brought
it to the notice of the contractors....

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Then
why no action was taken? Thigis a
very serious thing. If from time to
time you were getting reports of the
defects and you had brought it to the
notice of the NDMC, how is it that no
action was taken? Now this should
be a subject-matfer of enquiry. I
demand that this should be a gpecific
case for enquiry as to who were res-
ponsible for sitting over whatever
you might have sent to the New Delh1
municipal authority,

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SHRI OM MEHTA: Actions were
being taken. His payment was with-
held. He was askeq to rectify Vigi-
defects. And unless the Central Vigi-
lance Commission and the Chief Te-
chnical Examiner’s organisation gives
clearance, we are not going to release
the payment to him which has been
withheld.

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As far as responsibility is concern-
ed, there has been laxity on the part
of the engineers who were responsi-
ble for this work because they did not
do the work in the way we expected
them to do. The inspection wag to be
done by them, and they were lax in
that, So for that reason, they have
been put under suspension and a case
has been registered against him.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Mr. Om
Mehta, the accounts of those who
are very closely connected with that
particular contractor  should be
frozen. Instructions should go to
the banks that they should not be al-
lowed fo operate their accounts.

SHRI OM MEHTA: Sir, the whole
estimate for this bridge was Rs. 1.23
crores.

SHRI OM MEHTA: I have got the
figures for only two, and for Simplex
it was Rs. 60,18,850, For the third,
I do not have the figure, but if the
hon., Member is interested, I can get
it.

I am interested in the
contractor being in jail. The only
point is, you find out who were these
contractors because they have their
lobbies, Each contractor has a lobby,
has his knobs in the administration.
Each contractor has his source of
influence. Therefore you find out.

DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Yesg,
he will find out all about the contrac-
tors. Now, messages from the Lok
Sabha.
