RESOLUTION RE THE APPOINTMENT 
OF A HIGH-POWERED COMMISSION TO 

INQUIRE INTO THE ACTIVITIES OF 
FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE AGENCIES IN 

INDIA—C ontinued 

SHRI K. P. SUBRAMANIA MENON 
(Kerala) : Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir. Mr. 
Gupta's Resolution is a timely one and I stand 
here to support the Resolution moved by him. 
Now, Sir I do not want to go into the cloak and 
dagger stunts of the CIA which almost every-
body in this world knows. The activities of 
the CIA arc well-known not only in different 
parts of the   country   but   in   different parts  
of the 

world. We know how the CTA had managed to 
overthrow President Seokarno of Indonesia, 
how the CIA had managed the affairs in Phnom 
Penh, Cambodia, overthrew Prince Sihanouk 
and all sorts of things. We know the CIA has 
been an instrument of the U. S. foreign policy. 
It is an instrument of its neo-colonialist policv 
of enforcing the domination of American 
imperialism over thp countries of the world and 
the CIA has not spared to do anvthing, the 
dirtiest of the di r ty  thines in order to achieve 
the aims of American imperialism by 
subversion by outright assassinations, by 
bribery, by corruption and all sorts of things. 
But. Sir, there is one sphere of activity where 
the CTA works in a most concealed manner, 
where its activities are not always obvious but 
which is much more deadly, much more lethal 
than the known methods of the CIA. Here I 
come to the problem of the economic 
subversion of the under-developed and 
developing countries. As you know, recently 
Tack Anderson, gave horrifying stories of the 
activities of the CIA against President Allende 
of Chile on the eve of his election, how the CIA 
in collusion with one of the world's biggest 
inter national conglomerate known as the ITT 
conspired'to block his election in Chile and 
prevent Allende from coming to power. Here 
are some extracts from the Newsweek 
magazine. This is what they say : 

"Anderson released a set of purported 
corporate documents indicating that the huge 
International Telephone and Telegraph 
conglomerate had manoeuvred possibly with 
some connivance by U. S. officials, to try to 
block the 1970 election of Marxist President 
Salvador Allende Gossens in Chile. Though 
evidence of high-level government compli 
city was slight, the new revelations again 
pointed up IIT's entry to higher echelons of 
Government that has been a key feature of 
the story from the start. 

Now, Sir it is not uncommon and it is always 
the case that the American Government always 
stands and works in collusion with the 
American Bis Business.   For example it is 
slated here : 

"Such business-government liaisons, 
real or imagined, often wind up bolstaring 
the 'neo-colonialist' rhetoric so often levelled 
at the U. S. abroad." 

Again it goes on to say : 

"Unless some wholesale fabrication was 
involved, the documents also opened a win-
dow on   the  extra-ordinarily  close  
relations 
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between a private company and the CIA, 
facilitated no doubt by McCone's presence 
on the company's board." 

Why I have brought this ITT affair into the 
present issue is because we are also concerned 
with ITT. How the CIA or whatever agency 
through which the American Government is 
acting and the ITT have been sabotaging our 
efforts at self-sufficiency in the matter of 
telephone communication equipment is borne 
out by some of these facts. For example, the 
Union Minister of Communications, Mr. H. N. 
Bahuguna has charged the Beleian Bell Tele-
phone Company (a subsidiary of ITT) neglected 
proper implementation of ils collaboration 
agreement with the Bangalore factory, that is, 
the Indian Telephone Industries. Talking to 
newsmer—he was talking to them on the 19th 
July 1971—he said that because of this lapse the 
factory was able to utilise only 40 per eent of its 
installed production capacity. About 7 million 
applications for telephone connections wpre 
pending. He said that the Government had 
extended the contract of the collaboration for 
another year after the expiry of the contract in 
May 1971. This is ihe fact. After the ITT had 
failed to carry out its obligations to the 
Bangalore factory. We still extend their 
contract. And what are the losses which we have 
incurred because of this ? The B. T. M.— that is 
the Belgian Telephonic Company—did not even 
provide complete information on the A-1000 
model of the cross bar exchange that it supplied 
to the ITI so that the operational and cost 
perameters were beyond all estimates. The 
Ministry sources sadly point out that not a single 
one of the Penta Costa cross bar exchanges is 
running smoothly or without interruption The 
cost of operation and maintenance has been as 
much as eight times the estimated cost levels. 
Willi the basic design of the A-1000 revealed as 
defective each future cross bar exchange to roll 
out of ITI seems doomed to be a sticky one. 
Here, Sir, is on: of the most sorry tales of the 
ClA and through the ITT's operations in India it 
has crippled our telephone industry. Not only 
the present cross-bar exchanges are not going to 
function properly, but all the crossbar 
exchanges, which are going to role out of the 
ITI, will always be defective because the entire 
thing was defective. It was meant to be 
defective because it was deliberately done in 
order to economically cripple us, in order io put 
a lot of burden on our economy and subvert our 
economy. 

Then, Sir, there is another organisation here and that is the 
IBM. Now, you will be surprised to note that the IBM is 
another of CI.Vs media of operation. According to 
information available with me the IBM is the CIA's premier 
outfit in India and it is through the IBM and its highly paid 
officers that the CIA operates in collecting Information, in 
subverting our economy, in bribing peoole, in sending messa-
ges, etc. Now. Sir. the IBM has its headquar-ters in the 
Herald buildings owned by a company in which the Prime 
Minister has got big shares and that is the National Herald. 
The IBM pavs a huge sum. Then, it has taken a part of the 
Nehru building in which the Children's Book Trust is 
situated. Now, Sir, it may look just a simple commercial 
transaction, but the thing is that when we deal with com-
panies like the IBM and as we know its connections with the 
CIA, nothing becomes ordinary and simple. Nothing is just a 
commercial transaction. Behind it will always be certain very 
important links with the dreaded CIA. Now, I do not want to 
go into that question. It is for the Government, the Congress 
party, its paper and management to find out what are the 
matters, but now it is known that the IBM has been using ils 
headquarters in Calcutta to relay coded messages to the CIA 
in Washington and also receive and decode messages from 
the CIA in Washington in India and distribute them among 
the CIA's people in India. It has been the practice of highly 
paid officials of the IBM to fly too often to America and 
back. If you, look into the records you will find that a set of 
officers, two or three only, have been almost every month 
flying to America and coming back. What are these people 
doing every month in America ? The fact is that these 
officers, who are highly paid and who have got all sorts of 
dubious connections, have been carrying messages, coded 
messages, and also information, particulars to Washington 
and to the CIA headquarters. It will also be noticed thai 
during and immediately prior to the Bangladesh war, the IBM 
office in Calcutta had sent an extraordinarily large number of 
messages to Washington. It would be worthwhile to enquire 
what these messages were, but according to certain 
information which has come to me they were sending away 
information, classified information, about troop movements, 
about other intelligence reports to the CIA headquarters in 
Washington. Then, Sir, the worst part of it is not only the 
IBM has been doing espionage in our country, but it has been 
subverting our foreign exchange laws. For  instance,    a    
large    amount    of   foreign 
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exchange granted to the IBM for the import of 
spares has been used, as a matter of fact, to 
import full computers. That will be clear if we 
check up ihe number of the licences issued to 
the IBM for the import of compuiers and the 
number actually installed by the IBM in India. 
And you will find ihat it is almost double. It is 
another important factor—that the Government 
of India gives licences to the IBM for 
components but the IBM imports whole 
machines, whole computers, and installs them 
and makes un-cunscionable profiis out of it. Not 
only do they do espionage work in India but do 
this kind of thing also. 

I will come to another important thing. Even 
in our steel industry, the American imperialism 
has been working to subvert the efficiency of its 
production, etc. In this connection, I have got 
my own doubt about the credibility of Messrs. 
M. N. Dastur and Co.You will realise why I 
mention this. Dr. M. N. Dastur in his evidence 
before the Committee on PublicUndertakings 
said— 

"When I was in the Stales in 1954—I 
said I was an American citizen then"— . . . 

Mind you. I his Dr. Dastur was an American 
citizen. 

"I was sent to India on a TCM assign-
ment to help the Mysore lion and Steel 
Company, Bhadravati.'' 

Now, we know what TCM is ; it is one of the 
most discredited international services, and 
Technical Cooperation Mission of America is 
another name for espionage and subversion in 
the country. To me if a person has to be sent on 
a TCM assignment, an American then, he must   
be   surely    one    of   their   confidants . . 

"In that connection, I came to Delhi and 
I happened to meet Shri T. T. Krishna-
machari. When he found that I was an Indian 
working in the State*. . . 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : What are you 
reading from i 

SHRI K. P. SUBRAMANIA MENON : I am 
reading a quotation. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : From what ? 

SHRI K. P. SUBRAMANIA MENON : From 
the evidence given by Dr. Dastur before the 
Committee on Public'Undertakings. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : Is the Report 
out ? 

SHRI K. P. SUBRAMANIA MENON : The 
Report was published long ago. Sir, what I was 
trying to point out was that this Dr. Dastur was 
trying to delay our project for his own personal 
profit. And mind you the moment of time when 
he tame here. He came precisely at thai time 
when the Government of India was thinking of 
setting up a public sector steel industry in the 
country and the Americans and the British, 
everyone, was against it. It was at that time 
when the negotiations for setting up the Bhilai 
Steel Plant was in progress that this Dr. Dastur 
was sent to India to infiltrate into the steel plant 
and to create troubles. This is exactly what he 
has done. If you go through the record of 
Messrs. Dastur and Co. it) Its dealings here in 
regard to the Bokaro Steel Plant, you will come 
to the conclusion that it was trying to sabotage 
the construction of the plant and delay it. And 
not only that, he tried to get the Americans to 
collaborate but the Americans were not willing 
because they did not want this sort of thing in 
the public sector unless they themselves were in 
full control of it. And when the Soviet Union 
came, he tried all sorts of tricks. 

1 do not want to give any more examples, 
but I have get enough to show how the Ameri-
cans have tried to subvert our economy, have 
tried to subvert our public sector industries and 
to cripple our economy and create difficulties 
for us. Sir, therefore, if we consider that the CIA 
works only in the political field, it will be a big 
mistake, it works at different levels in different 
ways. And unless we are vigilant about these 
things, our economy will be completely ruined 
by the machinations of the American 
imperialists and the neo-colonialists. 

SHRI JOACHIM ALVA ^Nominated) : Si*, 
1 remember about 1944-45 when 1 was staying 
in Hotel Imperial. At that time I could afford it. 
But after 1 became a Member of Parliament I 
could not afford to give even a cup of tea there. 
It is a very hard life new. Then I remember 
having met two American young ladies in a 
group. I was introduced to them. They were 
very unostentatious, simple looking young 
ladies. Later on 1 was told that they belonged to 
the O. S. S., the Organisation of Strategic 
Services. It was an organisation of espionage. 
To tell you frankly, I myself did not know  what  
was  then  this  O. S.  S.   We  are 
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learning it now at our expense because the O. S. 
S. has been the b^sis if the C. I.-A. because it is 
stifling us, stifling our economy and stilling the 
freedom of the East. Thereafter I found that 
these two young girls and others were in the 
charge of an elderly American lady who was the 
Principal of a College in Lucknow, well known 
to students. She is dead. She was then head of 
the institution. Later on I came to know who she 
was and what hand she had in the O. S. S. She 
used to send groups of students from India 
abroad and arranged lot of things. The O. S. S. 
had its office in Ferozeshah Road which I saw 
from outside only. That became later on the 
office of the Ford Foundation. What has 
happened to it I cannot tell you. I do not know 
how they penetrated into our system. This nice 
voung, old lady fulfilled afterwards the Princi-
palship of colleges. I remember she used to fool 
my wife but 1 was not fooled by her. I am 
mentioning the early background of its work in 
India during the last war. I would give you the 
background of how the C. I. A. works. In his 
book "The World the Dollar Built" written by 
Gunther Stein and published by Denis Dobson, 
London, in 1952, the author has given away 
whole thing. I have got the book. Anybody 
interested in it can come to me and read it. On 
page 11 he has mentioned how (1) a mere six 
and half per cent, of mankind came to have 
virtually half of the world's economy within 
their borders, (2) enjoyed forty-five per cent of 
entire annual income of humanity, and (3) "U. S. 
equals the combined national wealth of 15 
members of the U. N." 

Then there are 48 billionaire Corporations 
there, few among them being the Standard Oil 
or ESSO, the General Motors, the U. S. Steel, 
Du Pont, the General Electric etc. This is how 
the Americans want to keep their money going. 
This is what they want to keep at any cost in 
other parts of the world. Ar.d their counterparts 
here are the Swatantrites, all the so-called 
Independents and all the Ites who can flourish 
all kinds of things about them. They want to 
keep up the monopolistic order—counterparts 
of American monopolists. 

Sir, we had very fine relationship when 
Roosevelt was the President of the United States 
of America. President Roosevelt interfered 
against the rigours of British rule in India and 
Churchil resented it. That was the lime when 
American democracy was somewhat akin to our 

real democracy here now. But there is no such 
u n i t y  now. There is no such unity of hearts at 
present at all. There cannot be peace because 
one-third of the population of America is Negro, 
black. Mrs. Martin Luther King told me when 
she was here that the blacks, the Negroes were 
suddenly arrested in the night and asked to 
produce bail of $.3,000-4000. From where were 
they to produce this money? Thus they would 
be put in jail on false charges put up bv the 
whites ! Sir, not one Negro, to my knowledge, 
has been a Cabinet Minister < f the United 
States of America. There are not enough black 
or Negro Members of the US Senate, or House 
of Representatives hardly two or three, whereas 
India a Harijan c»n become the President of 
India and hold the highest office. 

So, President Roosevelt wrote to Churchill 
that he could look after Stalin better than all of 
theirr could and that Churchil should not worry. 
The trouble arose when Roosevelt died and 
Truman came to power. The Whites of America 
wanted to teach the blacks of the East a lesson 
for life. They bombed Hiroshima and Nagasaki. 
They did a thing which is unheard of in the 
history of the world. They said, "We will teach 
the Japanese a mighty lesson". Thereafter they 
wanted to keep their whole empire going. The 
empire came about, with their bases, with the 
Pentagon, with the CIA and wi-h Western 
supremacy in the Persian Gulf through the Shah 
of Iran. Then it was Africa, Indian Ocean and 
South Africa, which Britain again supports. 
Then again America recently gave 400 million 
dollars to a third-class or fourth-class rotten 
power, Portugal, a bloody Christian power to put 
down the people of Angola. They are repressing 
the poor people of Angola. And we are not even 
prepared to shed tears ! The largest part of 
Africa is in the hands of the Portuguese and the 
Americans are giving them money to support 
them. They have been giving money all these 
years to keep Portugal in Africa. Now they have 
gone to Vietnam. They have not gone to 
Vietnam in order to keep Communism away. \ 
ictnam. is also full of minerals and other things; 
that is why they went there, and hence all these 
things have come. Remember, not one bomb has 
fallen on the heads of Americans. But how many 
bombs fell on the Russians during the last war ? 
Twenty-five million people died in the last war 
and 7,000 towns were destroyed. Ami how 
many bombs fell on the heads of Americans ?  
You should  have been in Stalin- 
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grad at that time. I have been there and when I 
I reached there very early morning I felt then 
sepulchre of the dead Russian heroes. The 
whole earth was shaking, and Stalingrad was ! 
razed to the ground by the Hitlerites. And 
Stalingrad crushed Hitlerism and finally saved 
even India ! The Americans wanted later the 
Neo Nazis to keep them going. Here is a book, 
"Lenin's Cornrades-in-Arms" which you 
should read. It is a very simple book costing 
only Rs. 3.50. They do not want to make huge 
profits through books like the Americans In 
this book  Lenin   says :— 

"Twenty millions—is that a lot or just 
a little ? Do you know how much Britain 
alone has spent on military intervention ? 
Over £ 100,000,000, that is, over a 
thousand million gold roubles. The Entente 
powers spent over three thousand millions 
in all, according to official sources, mark 
you. What a sum ! We could well do with 
a fraction of these millions." 

Lenin has said that a fraction of these millions 
would have been enough to keep them going. 
But Britain and the Whites of America wanted 
to keep Russia down under the boot. The 
British and the Americans wanted to crush all 
the Socialist powers. That is why we cannot 
have anything to do with America when they 
are bombing Vietnam like this. And the CIA 
activities are going on. Now, how did the 
French get out of Indo-China in 1954 ? It was 
because at Dien Bien Phu, the great military 
battle, taught them a lesson and drove the 
French out. And now they are saying that they 
are a friend of Vietnam. And how do the 
Americans behave there ? About 700 tonnes of 
heroin are coming from Laos, Thailand and 
Cambodia. And half of it comes from the 
Golden Triangle of Thailand, Laos and Burma. 
And they are brought to help the Americans 
fight. Otherwise the American soldiers cannot 
fight because they have chewing gum and they 
run away from battle. So they have to be given 
heroin. We have to be careful ; otherwise we 
will also be in a similar position. CIA drove. 3 
P.M. Mossadigue. .out of Iran. He was a great 
man. CIA is connected with military dictator-
ship so tyrannical is Greece right today. CIA 
and the Americans plus the British want to cut 
Cyprus into two parts. President Makarios is a 
great admirer of Mahalma Gandhi. Tnen, about 
Indonesia. Over a million people perished 
there. How did they perish ? Because the 
Americans supplied arms to the Indonesian 
Government.   And that was how they 
perished.   [ 

America is strong there. Then, India. What 
should I say about India ? They should have 
k-arnt a lot of things. CIA wanted to take 
Nehru out if they could do so, but they could 
not. So we are going on that way. We cannot 
be in that way. Now I want to ask you : How 
can we get along this way ? I must quote from 
an article wiinen in my own paper, a very 
powerful article, written by Mr. Harsh Deo 
Malaviya. I think he did not quote it. So I 
want to quote it here. Formn 1972........ 

SHRI C. D. PANDE (Uttar Pradesh) : Mr. 
Harsh Deo Malaviya spoke for two hours. Why 
do you waste your time ? 

SHRI JOACHIM ALVA : Why ? Are you a 
CIA man ? Why are you worried about it ? 

Mr. Malaviya wrote a very powerful article 
in my paper—the Forum, July 1972.  He wrote 
: 

•'U. S. monstrosity, heartlessness and 
barbarity over Lao3 beggars description. This 
writer had the privilege of visiting Laos in a 
delegation of the World Peace Council. As 
one moves in Laos, one sees bomb craters 
everywhere. There are no towns, no houses, 
no villages left in liberated Laos, controlled 
by the Laos Patriotic Front, the Neo Lao 
Haksat. People live in caves. Villages have 
been bombed out and villagers have shifted 
to dense forests. U. S. planes have no targets 
left. They fly over road routes and bomb and 
strafe any moving thing they see." 

These are facts. These are not things inven-
ted.   Then he says : 

"By the middle of 1968, the Indonesian 
Government had approved foreign invest-
ment projects totalling over $ 300 million 
with a five-year goal of $ 2.5 billion. About 
two-thirds of this is expected to be 
American-owned." 

Why should the Americans loan the world ? In 
the name of their counterparts there are mono-
polists here who have grown fatter and fatter. 
Why do we go on allowing them increase their 
wealth this way ? Then there is another article 
in my own paper. I would like to quote another 
one from own paper about Vietnam. And it is 
this :   "President   RoosevelTsaid long, 
long, ago in   1923  that"___ North   Pacific and 
South Pacific oceans, there would seem to be 
enough commercial room and to spare for both 
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into  the   indefinite    future. ."    Then the   
"New York Times" of July 4, 1954 reported : 

"In the current year the United States is 
paying 78 per cent of the French Union costs 
in the Indo-Chinese war." 

"There are also indications that the then 
U. S. Secretary of State, John Foster Dulles, 
offered the French the use of nuclear 
weapons at Dien Bien Phu." 

"The U. S. Defence Department is the 
world's largest organisation, owning millions 
ol arcres of land, including 32 million acres 
in the U. S. and over three million acres in 
foreign countries. The property it owns was 
valued in 1954 at 160 billion dollars. This 
value has by now certainly more than 
doubled. The Pentagon building, in which it 
is housed, is larger than the Capital, which 
contains the U. S. Government. Four million 
people work for the Defence Department 
alone and a further four million are 
employed in the arms industries," 

"By 1962, 69 cents in every dollar were 
being spent on the armaments and related 
industries. In 1960, 15 corporations received 
12.i> billion dollars worth of contracts from 
the Pentagon. .. ." 

This is an article written in the Forum (Septem-
ber, 1972) on Vietnam by a young man called 
Chittaranjan Alva. He is my son ; whilst 
studying at Heidelberg led anti-Vietnam 
bombing students group. I only wanted to give 
the name of the writer also. This CIA is a 
terrible, terrible mystery existing. We are 
keeping quiet about it because there are lots of 
invisible agents. Money is very quick and 
foreign trips are also very quick. Hong Kong 
trips are also very quick. They put up candidates 
for Parliament and work for them inside and 
outside. Whatever my friends on the other side 
may say, this Js correct. The other day I put a 
question to the Minister of Education as to how 
much money the Americans are giving from PL-
-180 to our booksellers so that they can import 
and sell to our people the most rotten books on 
sex and other things. I tell you that our future 
generations are going to be bastardised by the 
American literature with pictures of open, naked 
women. These are things which we have to 
guard against. But we are not taking care of our 
culture. This CA and all its ramifications have 
done  enough 

damage and enormous damage to our culture. 
These PL-480 funds are being distributed 
through booksellers and publishers. My friend, 
Shri Shyam Lai Gupta, the mover of this Motion 
and other booksellers have got lot of money from 
America. To my question the Minister of Edu-
cation said he could not answer and he wanted 
notice. I said all this to indicate how they get into 
our literature and how ' they influence our 
intellectual life. This is something which is more 
dangerous than the open CIA activities. They 
have already invaded our culture and the great 
traditions of this ancient land of ours. Our 
culture and our traditions are in danger. I want 
the House to know that these dangers are 
becoming stronger and stronger. 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI (Uttar Pradesh); 
What have the Government done to counteract 
these dangers ? 
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SHRI BIPINPAL DAS (Assam) : Sir, this is 
a very serious charge against a very important 
personality of this country. Unless Dr. lihai 
Mahavir lias evidence in his pocket he should 
not say thai and if he cannot produce the 
evidence, ii should be expunged.

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DR. BHAI MAHAVIR : I have the evidence. 
I have got the "evidence and I can produce it. . 
.(Interruptions). You appoint a committee and I 
will prove it. 

SHRI BIPINPAL DAS : Either you prove it 
or withdraw it. 

SHRI PITAMBER DAS (Uttar Pradesh) : 
Sir, I want to make a submission. 
(Interruptions) If somebody reallv feels that a 
statement is untrue and misleading, the 
Committee of Privileges is there. If a request is 
made for sending this matter to the Privileges 
Committee, I will support it. Let the Committee 
inquire into this matter. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : Yes, Mr. 
Mahavir, please continue. 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI K. C. 
PANT) : Sir, with reference to what Pitamber 
Dasji said, I want to point out that it would be a 
very dangerous precedent if anybody in the 
House can get up and say something about a 
person who is not a Member of this House and 
who is an important person in our political life 
and then say, "Well, if you want, refer it to the 
Privileges Committee". I would only request 
him to consider this, because this can be done 
by Members from all sides of the House and we 
are all members of some party or other and 
every party has its own leaders. Therefore, I 
would request him to consider whelher it would 
be a good precedent to do so and whether Dr. 
Mahavir could not have been more careful in 
making references to the leaders of othsr  
parties. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : Dr. Mahavir, I 
think bofore you make such charges, if you 
have any evidence, you should bring it to the 
notice of the Chairman and you should show it 
to him. 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR : I have the eviden-
ce, Sir. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : That is all 
right. Even according to our Rules, when we 
want to make a charge, we should go to the 
Chairman and show him the evidence. In 
future, I think, this is what you   should do. 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR :   All right, Sir. 

SHRI HARSH DEO MALAVIYA (Uttar 
Pradesh) :   Sir, this is a very serious charge.. . 

(Interruptions) 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR : Mr, Malaviya, there 
are worse charges in store. 

SHRI HARSH DEO MALAVIYA: Sir, 
these are very serious charges coming from 
him. It is a serious charge to say that he tried to 
tamper with the record. 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR : I am prepared to 
show the evidence to the Chair at any time you 
decide. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : You continue 
your speech. 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR : 5%   SPFHTK q^T 

"Question : Did you pass a Resolution in 
Bombay for nationalization of 
sugar industry ? 

Answer :   Yes. 

Question : Is the Government in UP headed 
by your party ? 

Answer :   Yes. 

Question : Have you acted on the Resolution 
? 

Answer:   No. 

Question :  Why ? 

Answer :  The Syndicate is sabotaging. 

Question : Do you take it that they are bri-
bing your members and making 
them corrupt ? 

Answer :   It could be." 
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SHRI BHUPES GUPTA ( West Bengal ) : 
Sir, on a personal explanation. I never said 
matlab. My friend mentioned KGB and I asked 
what these letters stand for. He could not give 
any reply. 
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MR.  DEPUTY  CHAIRMAN :   Mr.   D. P. 
Singh. 

SHRI  HARSH    DEO  MALAVIYA : Just 
one minule. . . 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : No, no. 

SHRI HARSH DEO MALAVIYA :   It is a 
question of language. 

MR.  DEPUTY  CHAIRMAN :   I   am not 
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MR.   DEPUTY  CHAIRMAN :   No,   I   arr 
not allowing you.   It will go off (he record. 

(SHRI HARSH DEO MALA VltA :   O nlinued U 
speak) 

 

SHRI D. P. SINGH (Bihar) : Mr. Deputy 
Chairman, Sir, we have heard with interest the 
stout defence by our friend, Dr. Bhai Mahavir, 
of the CIA system in  India . . . 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR :   What   nonsense. 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : I repeat what you say. 

DR. BHAI MAHAVIR : It only shows that 
you have not understood  what I have said. 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : I understood you and I 
understand your policies. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : Dr. Mahavir, 
please listen to him. 

SHRI D. P. SINGH: It shall not be my 
endeavour to go into the policies obtaining in 
the various parties here, including the Jan 
Sangh, and how the policy of liquidation of 
various Members and so on is operating. After 
the massive learning displayed by Mr. H. D. 
Malaviya and the voluminous material placed 
on the subject, it would be enough for me to say 
that in the past decade particularly, the activities 
of the CIA in this country have been such that 
they could be supported only by Morarjibhai or 
by Dr. Bhai Mahavir of the Jana Sangh. Merely 
by condemning the Soviet Union or other 
parties, he has not been able to succeed in 
diverting the attention and diverting the focus 
from  the main . . . 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI : You have used 
the name of Morarjibbai. Has he supported the 
CIA activities ? 

SHRI D. P. SINGH r  He has defended it. 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI : Did he defend it 
anywhere ? 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : Well, it is up to you, 
but I have the material before me. I will give 
you. 

Therefore today the alarming situation that 
has come to the notice of everybody is this : 
How is it that there are rsuptions in the student 
community, sometimes in Assam, sometimes in 
Punjab, sometimes in Bihar ? 

SHRI BANARSI DAS (Uttar Pradesh) : 
Why don't you address your own party ? Is 
your party impotent and the Government im-
potent that you are weeping like a widow and 
the Government cannot take any step ? 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : For your information, 
my party is potent and vigorous and has all the 
fertility. 

Therefore, when we see their activities all 
round and we see a method in madness, a kind 
of systematic operation, a systematic method 
obtaining, then there is really something that 
makes one think. After "all, in these conspira-
cies which are conceived in the dark corners, 
away from people, in these matters, normally it 
is extremely difficult to get positive evidence. 
But the circumstances ^may be such that they 
leave no option and they can lead to one and 
only irresistible conclusion that the sinister 
hand of the CIA is playing its part. 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI : If the Govern-
ment are aware of the activities of the CIA, 
why is not action taken ?   What is there ? 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : For this, Sir, it is not 
only here that we have to rely on the cir-
cumstances and instances. 

Now, some of the very important events that 
have taken place in the last two decades outside 
this country are witness to the fact how sinister, 
how deadly, how incisive and how ruthless has 
been the hand of CIA. It was only the other day 
that  they were   able, to set up a, 
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regime in South   Vietnam and   the   moment 
it was found to outlive its  purpose,   they   
did not take   two  minutes  lo  liquidate  it  
completely. And the same pattern  has  been 
visible everywhere^—in   Pakistan  where    
Mr.  Liaquat  Ali Khan  was  liquidated,    in  
Cylon  where   Mr. Bkandaranaike was 
liquidated, in Burma where Aung Sang and 
his entire   troupe were liquidated.   If one 
looks back as to  what  was the objective, 
then naturally   one   starts  thinking.   It is   
not  motiveless  malignity that   impels  these 
people  into  activity.   No  less  a  person  
than President John   Kennedy    had   
ultimately  to suffer at the hands of the CIA.   
It is a positive theory going in the United   
States  itself that it is the hand of the CIA  
which  was  responsible in ultimately   
removing  him   from the scene of the 
American politics.   I  will   quote  from  the 
American   magazine   to    show    what   
Arthur Schlesinger, one person who   
accompanied John Kennedy all the time,   had 
to say.   Although in the beginning the  
moment   Kennedy   went, he said, "let  us  
not  keep  any  note  of what the CIA is doing 
even in our meetings."   But seven days after 
that great man   realised   the  sinister motive 
and he asked him  specifically   and said, "No.   
I change my   mind.   A   stage   has  come 
when you must keep a note   of everything 
that these  people  do".   And    ultimately   
what   he told him was   this.   I   am  quoting   
from   "One Thousand Days" by  Arthur   M.   
Schlesinger : 

"I made a mistake in putting Bobby 
in the Justice Department. He is wasted 
there. Byron  White  could  do   that job  
perfectly 
well.   Bobby   should   U   in   the  CIA _ It 
is a hell of a way to learn things, but I 
have learned one thing from this 
business—that is, that we will have to 
deal with CIA." 

The tragedy in which it drew the whole of 
the American nation, which were most 
reluctant to do, in which there were specific 
orders of Kennedy that the troops should not 
be involved in spite of his orders they did 
this. And there are regrets and all the 
sufferings of that man. He said : 

"he could not understand how men 
like Dulles and Bissell, so intelligent and 
so experienced could have been so 
wrong, but added that nothing could be 
done about CIA...." 

Later on he regretted how they could have 
dragged the nation into a tragedy and spoil 
all  their image.   Now  this     event was 

followed'by the event in Indonesia in what is 
called. The Berkeley Mafia and the Indonesian 
Massacre, Normally the question is asked : 
After all, no one knows what they are doing, 
why they are killing people, why they are 
eliminating poople from the scene. Toe 
objective is always to achieve certain ends, and 
that is the aim of American imperialism. They 
are the spear-head ; they create the occasion and 
they bring about a situation therein, later on, the 
American monopolists, the big business, the oil 
cartels and monoplists, can move in and get 
hold of the situation and bring prosperity and 
add to the prosperity already existing. I am 
quoting from the magazine Rampart about that 
incident. : 

"About a year ago, Ramparts sent David 
Ransom lo investigate the slorv of the "Ber-
keley Mafia" and its role in the Indonesian 
Massacre in I96r>. In this issue, we are prin-
ting his story. It is a tale of international 
subversion and academic complicity that 
should give sleepless nights to everyone in-
volved in the American university system, 
especially to every recepient of Foundation 
money and to every "scholarly" ambassador 
doing research in the Third World. 

Ransom's story is a parable of the 
modern American empire. It shows how the 
Ford Foundation and its high class academic 
"advisory" teams have supplanted old empires 
and subverted new nationalisms. It is a vivid 
account of the costs of this process which in 
Indonesia brought on a bloodbath 
unparalleled in our times. The death cf from 
3-500,000 Indonesians, however, did not 
particularly bother the Slate Department, Ford 
Foundation and American university 
diplomats. They practically tripped over the 
corpses in their haste to open up the 
archipelago to United States corporate pros-
pectors, searching for the Indies' fabulous 
wealth in minerals and oil. The university 
community was involved in the Indonesian 
events to an extraordinary degree. But the 
most salient lesson of the episode is thai the 
university system in this country is corrupt, 
not just at its Pentagon—and CIA-infested 
extremities, but also at its professional heart. 
Every week we are told by some "i geous" 
administrator that (he univers i ty  system 
must not allow itself to become politicized 
by radical students. But it is clear that 
institutions  like   the  Ford Foundation 
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and the Pentagon politicized it long ago. The 
"scientific" intellectual doctrines it promotes 
as objective and neutral are, in fact, political 
dogmas with which the U. S. agencies and 
interests dominated people in the Third 
World. And behind the facade of its abstract 
models lie the techniques and personnel for 
the management of a modern empire." 

Sir, later on the same magazine says : 

"But Ransom's story shows that the 
radicals who have assaulted the enemy 
within the universities have been right all 
along ; higher education, as now constituted, 
is an integral part of the system of war and 
oppression by which this country exercises 
its will abroad." 

SHRI C. D.; PANDE : You  better speak, 
don't read out. 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : "Perhaps the most 
striking aspect of Ransom's account of the 
academic take-over of Indonesia is that Ford 
and the universities made the CIA and 
Pentagon presence virtually irrelevant, a 
striking indication of how deeply involved 
the university has become." 

Sir, this is what I was submitting in the 
context of what is happening to our universities. 
Our sensitive intellectuals, professors, young 
men and 'students are at the moment unwittingly 
or unknowingly playing into the hands of the 
enemy, playing into the hands of these arch-
villains who are out to subvert and corrupt 
people. It is in this context, Sir, that I am 
reminded of an incident of three or four years 
ago. I was at the Palam Airport and I saw about 
50 to 60 professors of English Literature, some 
of whom I knew. I asked them, "What are you 
doing at the Palam Airport ?" They said, they 
had a conference in Srinagar. I asked, "What is 
this conference about?" They said, "It is a 
conference of professors leaching American 
Literature". Sir, I do not know what American 
Literature is. I know there are so many people 
who arc writing in English and there may be 
American authors of English Literature. That I 
know. But what i:; American literature? Sir, this 
is what is happening to our professors. They are 
all given air laves, return fares, a week's holiday 
in Srinagar or in some distant places, with all 
the hospitality and so on.  They  would not 
know, 

they would not understand, what the underlying 
policies are, what the underlying method of corruption 
and subversion is. Sir, once they are told about this, 
once we are able to bring this to their knowledge, then 
probably things may be different. And the stage to-day 
is that by dissemination of knowledge, by warning 
people of the danger ahead, a lot can be done. 

I heard Dr. Bhai Mabavir saying that the moment 
you say "Be awake", it implies that the Government 
must be sleeping. I have heard dozens of lectures by his 
leaders and by himself. Nobody implies, when he says 
"Be awake", that "Ail right, be awake ; but otherwise 
be dormant or be sleeping". That is not the purpose. 
We have seen that in various parts of the country, in 
various institutions, all this is corrupting our lives and 
we must guard against this possibility. I have also an 
article by a Pakistani author who wrote an article, 
"Behind the Plastic Curtain". These are only four lines 
and it is very interesting to read the article.   The author 
is Dr. Tuli.   He says : 

"These missions are imperialist rather than 
spiritual. Their schools and hospitals, which are 
supported by unlimited financial resources, 
exploiting the "various sections, ostensibly dealing 
with humanitarian purposes of relieving the 
suffering, do in reality pry on the sick and innocent 
people." 

Dealing with India he says : 

"India is dreaming of a honeymoon with 
America. But that dream may nor come true. Poor 
India has gone right into the spider's web and she 
may never be able to extricate herself." 

Dr. Bhai Mahavir knew very little. He thought he knew 
much. Be he knew "very little about that book, "I was a 
CIA Agent?'. If he had cared to read that book, that is a 
book in which Mr. Bhupesh Gupta had to apologise.. . 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : No, no, I have nothing 
to do with it. Only he mentioned my name.   I have 
nothing to do with it. 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : The author had to apologise 
only because proof was not forthcoming. It was a case 
for slander and libel in which case they were not able 
to establish in the absence of evidence and the book 
was printed here. Applications were filed to send 
lawyers to Moscow and  they were  refused.   It 
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is in these circumstances that fines were im-
posed. But actually this does not prove that 
everything that is written in that hook is wrong. 
The hook has been published elsewhere. It is 
selling in the market elsewhere. It has currency. 
It has credibility. It has acceptability. And the 
fact that nobody could go to Moscow due to the 
difficulty of foreign exchange would not 
establish that the book is not authentic. 
Therefore, relying on all this material Mr. 
Marsh Deo Malaviya has done theoretically a 
good job and he has brought home the fact that 
this agency is operating in this country and it is 
operating to the detriment of the national-
interests of this country.. . 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI : Is the Govern-
ment aware of it ? 

SHRI D. P. SINGH : And everything is so 
obvious. Brutalities are taking place. Exter-
minations are taking place. Even the President 
oT the United States was a victim. Then what is 
there to investigate ? Therefore, I say in that 
event there is no question of investigation by a 
commission. The facts are known to the people. 
People have to be vigilant. People have to take 
care of this situation. 

[ THE VICE CHAIRMAN   (SUM RAM SAIIAI) in 
the Chair] 
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"Construction of a bridge, even a single 
basket ball with natives (natives, mind you 
we are the natives) may help build up an 
atmosphere of local acceptance of the United 
States military men who might some day 
have to organise guerillas or gather intellig-
ence in the same land." 

SHRI MAHAVIR TYAGI : And the Gover-
nment has permitted it. Why should they allow 
it ? I agree with you. 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : That Govern-
ment does so many things. They suffered even 
a Minister who resigned when the Taskent 
Agreement was signed. 

DR. Z. A.  AHMAD : Very well.    You  are 

 
SHRI MAHAVIR  'IYAGI   :I   think   ymi 

don't mean that I was inspired by the U. S. A. 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : I do  not know.   I am 
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SHRI C. D. PANDE : Mr. Vice-Chairman, 
Sir, I have heard with great attention the speech 
of Dr. Z. A. Ahmad. I have no desire to defend 
the CIA. In fact they do not deserve any defence 
because they behaved in such a way as Dr. 
Ahmad has described. The whole American 
attitude, at least that of the Government of the 
United Slates, during the last two or three years 
has been such that there is hard!) anyone who 
can say a good word about them. But that does 
not mean that w,: should blindly condemn them 
accepting everything that comes from the other 
side. 

My grievance is that we have got double 
standards. First of all, if there is CIA activity in 
the country—and even the Prime Minister says 
there is CIA activity in this country-what come 
in the way to  stop  it ? The Government 

has got a massive mandate to rule this country. 
Have they not got the power to curb the activi-
ties of the CIA in this country ? I put it to the 
Home Minister. Why is there such a silence ? 
Why is there such a vailing that there is a great 
danger but wc are helpless ? I think the Home 
Minister should inform the House about I he 
steps the Government has taken so far and the 
steps they propose to take in future. 

Now, Dr. Z. A. Ahmad also said something 
that whatever they are doing in the open. I say, 
this is a great danger to the country. There are 
two stalwarts of the Communist Parly in this 
House and there are others in the I.ok Sabha. 
There are a large number of eminent publicmen 
in the country who have taken to Communism. 
Now they say that they are doing everything in 
public. I tell you and it should occur to the 
Government of India and the Home Minister 
when delegations after delegations of the Union 
Communist leaders go to Moscow : What is the 
purpose of their visit, what is there in their brief 
cases, what is there in the brief case of Mr. 
Bhupesh Gupta ? Mr. Bhupesh Gupta Mr. 
Dange, Mr. Indrajit Gupta and Dr. Z. A. Ahmad 
go there at least twice a year. 

SHRI K. CHANDRASEKHARAN (Kerala): 
They are going there for medical treatment. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE: No politics please. 
They will never talk politics there. I havi the 
outside description of their briefcases. When 
Comrade Suslov meets Mr. Bhupesh Gupta he 
asks him : What is the state of your country ? 
He says : Excellent. Now things are mc\ing in 
the right direction. The Communist IVrty has 
infiltrated in the ruling group.' (Inte-ruptx ns) 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : He is going to do a 
drama. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : Let it be a drama. 

They say : We have got so many friends; we 
have got 40 lo 50 organisations in his country 
working on behalf of the Commuiist Party of 
India. There are so many friendship societies, 
15 youth and women and children 
organisations, 15 educational and cultural 
associations, women associations, students 
associations and so many other organisations 
working for the Communist Party of India. 
Who is financing them ? Everything is being 
financed by Russia. The entire big trade is 
carried on in the interest of the Communist 
Party.   All   the 
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import and export trade of this country with 
Russia is localised and channelised through 
their appointed agencies. In fact, the State 
Trading Corporation had wanted to distribute 
the tractors imported from Czechoslovakia. 
They said 'no', you can import but the distri-
bution will be through the agency appointed by 
us. 

DR.Z. A. AHMAD: Not at all. It is an 
absolute lie. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : The fact is (hat all the 
agents appointed by the Communist Party for 
trade and commerce are . . . 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : Sir, on a point 
of order. He can say whatever he likes. lam not 
Objecting to that. After all, he has spent a lot of 
time in Paris. He has been specially liked by 
them, I never thought that way. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : You have been ridi-
culed for a long time. There is nothing like that. 
But what I am telling you is about the activities 
of the Communist Party in the open. That is 
why Mrs. Gandhi in 1959 once said, when she 
was Congress President, that we have got very 
aotive agents in this country. Anyway, I put it 
to Mr. Bhupesh Gupta, do you not say to 
Comrade Suslov that the situation in the 
country is not under control, that the students 
have been incited, the labour has been fighting, 
the bullocks are fighting . . . 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : I would like to know as 
to what talk you have with the American 
Embassy.   You need not go there. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : Why do you interrupt 
if I say anything ? 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : All I say, when 
I go to Russ;a ; is that we have, the biggest 
tourist centre in Delhi, you come and see our 
friends and Mr. Pande. 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : Why do you go to the 
American Embassy ? 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : If you see me any-
where near the Embassy . . . 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : You go there in nights. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : That way, I sleep at 9 
P. M. These things you do not know. Now they 
ask, what is the situation in political affairs ; in 
the Government who are the Ministers and he 
replies, we are doing well, comrade so and so 
has become the Minister ; comrade so and so 
has also come. Only Jagjivan Ram and a few 
others are there. Now, Mr. Bhupesh Gupta, you 
have made a tirade agaist Jagjivan Ram in your 
New Age only last week. What is happening 
here ? There are a large number of people like 
me there but they are all quiet, they are 
submissive. Let me make it clear ; we want the 
friendship oi Russia but not on the basis of 
subservience. Simply because they are defend-
ing our policies we do not want the friendship 
of Russia at the level or Czechoslovakia, 
Hungary or Poland. 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : Where is it ? 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : It is there, it is going 
to be much worse. In a way the Government 
stands for the Brezhnev Doctrine. I want that 
this country should realise the dangers of the 
Brezhnev Doctrine. What is Brezhnev Doctrine 
? It says that if a country accepts socialism it is 
the duty of Russia to interfere in the affairs of 
that country ; if any reactionary element raises 
its head it is the duty of the Russian 
Government to quell that. In the beginning you 
were a little quiet but today you are shamelessly 
behind, that. In fact the French Communist 
Party and the Italian Communist Parly raised its 
head but what do we see today ? That is why I 
say we do not want the help of Russia as they 
are giving to Czechslovakia, as they are giving 
to Hungary after that massacre. How many 
massacres have they committed ? How many 
millions of people were sent to Siberia ? Are 
you aware of that ? 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : You know. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : I know. Now what 
happens ? You openly go twice a year to Russia 
and explain to them the state of affairs iu this 
country, how things are going on in the army, 
on the students front, on the labour front, in the 
youth forums and also in Parliament. You report 
every kind of activity, what greater espionage 
could there be than Mr. Bhupesh Gupta's visit to 
Mascow twice a year ? Even 100 agents of the 
CIA could not do that much harm as you would   
by going to Moscow 
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twice a year. I am not at all worried what 
happens to CIA and other things. In fact I am 
really against America for the last two years 
now because we were thinking or perhaps we 
were wrong in thinking that the Americans are 
the friends of the free world. After a!), every 
country whether it is Russia or China has got its 
intelligence service. 

SHRI BHUPESH CUPTA : Mr. K. C. Pant 
is your relative.   How would .. . 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : I know he is a very 
honest man but he is in the Establishment but he 
has got the sense enough to understand what 
you are doing. He may not put a stop to your 
activities but he knows them. I implore that if a 
Commission is appointed both sides should be 
equally treated. If our men, our very respected 
public men, go and do such things what can be 
worse than that ? Can Mr. Bhupesh Gupta 
assure this House . . . 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : It must be 
entertaining to have such a brother-in-law. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : Can you give to this 
House at least your one minute's talk with your 
Russian leaders ? You are always telling them 
on how many fronts you have won and how 
many fronts are still to be won and you are the 
people who are talking of espionage. We want 
Russia's friendship but not on terms of sub-
servience. We are signing many treaties with 
them. There was Mr. K. K. Shah who came and 
said, we have signed a very nice treaty with 
Russia by which we will have the liberty to do 
propaganda in Russia, we will send our 
literature and they will also send their literature 
to this country. Now I want to know from the 
Home Minister what all we have dene so far to 
do propaganda for democracy in R issia. What 
literature have you sent ? Are you really 
authorised to do propaganda there ? On the 
contrary we all know the flood of literature that 
is coming into this country, how they are 
financing papers like the Link  and the Pa;riot. 

DR.   Z.  A.   AHMAD :   Wt:  know  how the 
monopoly press here is behaving. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : Yours is the biggest 
monopoly in the country. 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : The monopoly press 
have been ridiculing the Prime Minister for 
having exposed the CIA activities. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : There is nothing 
wrong if we write against the Government.. . 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : That is not an offence, 
but it is a matter of policy. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : If I say anything 
against Russia, why do you stand up ? Do you 
th ink  Russia is your mother-country and India 
is not your mother-country ? My grievance is 
that once there is. . . 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : After Pantji is 
dead nobody can control you. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : Can you be controlled 
by anybody ? Sir, my submission is that there 
should be a commission. It should go into 
details, very minute details of subversion from 
all sides, whether it is CIA or KGB. They 
should be put on an equal footing. The danger 
today seems to be this. We have won the war 
through Russian help. We are very happy and I 
am also happy, but if this friendship goes on 
further and further, we will come under the 
clutches of Russian domination. We will 
become a province like Tashkent, Kazhagistan 
or Kirkistan and this is what we do not want. . . 

DR. Z. A. AHMAD : You have no faith in 
your people. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : Because of you. Faith 
we have, but we see that your people are 
flocking there. Half the Cabinat is made up of 
these people whom Mr. Bhupesh Gupta, if they 
had gone out of your party, would have termed 
as renegades. Now, they are not renegades. One 
Mr. Raghunatha Reddy is there and Mr. 
Kumaramangalam is there . . . 

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA i When you 
speak, we are very happy. This is a reflection, 
because this is the biggest entertainment we arc 
having now. None of us will go to a cinema if 
only Mr. Pande speaks. 

SHRI C. D. PANDE : When Mr. Jagjivan 
Ram speaks,   Mr.  Bhupesh  Gupta  is not very 
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happy. Now, you are just going to see how 
things remain. I sympathise with my friends 
there. Most of them are patriotic. They want 
India to be free of any bloc which will be 
against India. We should have real freedom, 
unblemished by any foreign power 
whatsoever, whether it is Russia today or 
America tomorrow. 

SHRI  BHUPESH GUPTA:    May   I  ask 
from the Union  Home   Minister,  whether   
his 
brother-in-law . . .   (Interruption) May I ask 
thehon.    Minister    whether    his   brother-
in-lawreads any books these days ? 

SHRI PITAMBER DAS: Mr. C. D. Pande 
has no grievance against his brother-in-law. 
He has a grievance against the company in 
which he is. 

SHRI    ABU     ABRAHAM    (Nominated) : 
Mr. Vice-Chairman,   Sir,   I  am   not 
speaking in this debate as   an  expert on the 
CIA, nor as one with any personal  experience  
of  this vast and powerful  secret  service  
empire.    Nor,   I assure you, do I belong  to  
that mythical body referred to recently   by   
one  of  our influential national  weeklies as  
the    Grand   Alliance  of CIA   lovers.     In   
fact,   I    do  not  recall   ever having been a  
lover  of the CIA, or ever being seduced   by    
a    secret  services agent.    I   am speaking 
today  as  an  ordinary  citizen,   who, like 
many other ordinary citizens, is somewhat 
mystified    and    bewildered    by  this    
sudden noise  about   the  CIA.    One    of our   
former Home  Ministers  described    the   
CIA,   a   few years ago ; as ''a  fact of  life".    
That  remaik means,   I    suppose,     that    we    
have   got   to recognise its existence.     It   
can  also mean, in another sense, that  the  
CIA's resources are so vast and their  
operations  so  complex  that  it is difficult in 
one's  day-to-day   life not  to be touched  by   
some    part  uf its  activity,    lor instance, 
next time   we   read  an Amercan book or  
read about  a  piece  of new  scientific  re-
search, we should   wonder whether the author 
of the  book  or  the   scientist   who   did the 
research, had received   any  funds   from the 
CIA either   directly    or    through    other    
sources. There is  always   the  danger,   of 
course,   that we worry  too   much about  the 
CIA, we may all become neurotic,   and   like 
hypochondriacs who  imagine   all    sorts     of    
illnesses,    start taking   all  sorts of medicines   
and  ruin     the health or our society. 

Nobody is denying that the CIA is capable, of 
subversion or of overthrowing legitimate 
governments. They have done that and much 
worse in many countries particulaaly in Asia and 
South America. But let us also remember that 
the CIA is not omnipotent as some people think. 
We know what happened in the Bay of Pigs. 
Although it showed the CIA in a sinister role, it 
also showed that the CIA was not only ill-
informed, but completely stupid. Of course, a 
great deal of the credit for the Bay of Pigs 
disaster must also go to the Cubans. The way 
they have stood up to the Great Power only 
eighty miles away from their little island is a 
remarkable- story of our time. 

Therefore, what I am saying is this Very 
much depends on us, how united we are, how 
strong we are both physically and morally, how 
self-reliant we are, how determined we are on 
how much pride we have in our country and in 
our freedom. 

In the last few years wc have been for too 
dependent on certain big powers for all kinds of 
assistance. Willi the result that their influence 
has permeated various institutions in India, and 
their capacity for mischief is that much greater. 
We are now making an effort to be more self-
reliand, but even today just look around and you 
see hundreds of simple articles which are made 
here either by foreign firms or with foreign 
collaboration. I have never understood the need 
for this. Why do we need foreign soft drinks, 
foreign toothpastes and foreign soaps, to 
mention just a few examples from our day-to-
day life ? Then again we still have hundreds of 
so-called experts in various fields— experts in 
family planning, experts in village development. 
Why do we need them ? Can't We do these 
things ourselves ? 

This kind of dependence on foreign countries 
weakens our will, it breeds all manner of 
corruption. The corruption in our own society 
makes our country a good breeding ground for 
foreign espionage and subversion. There is a 
vast amount uf money involved in the spy 
business. And when this vast river of money 
flows across the surface of our society, our nati-
onal life, it seeps into all the cracks and crevi-
ces. So wc have got to close these cracks. 

Many people in this country still seem to 
suiter from an inferiority complex in relation 
to the  white man.    Indian journalists  have 
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constantly complained that some ol our civil 
Servants are only to willing to show foreign 
journalists secret document which they would 
not dream of sharing with Indian journalists. 
We all know the case of Neville Maxwell's 
book 'India's China war." I need not go into the 
details here. 

There is one other thing I would like to 
mention. I have noticed that certain privileges 
are often given to scholars who come from 
Oxford and Cambiidge. I would like to urge the 
Government to see that a careful check is made 
of the sources of their grants. I know that some 
of these Oxford and Cambridgt scholars receive 
grants from American foundations to do 
research on defence and other "subjects in the 
under-developed countries, and we simply do 
not know where these works on research go or 
what use they are put   to ultimately. 

But whatever wo do, let us not overdo things. 
Let us not create a scare or panic. An excited 
atmosphere is least conducive to dealing with 
the problem of spies. Let us not create an 
atmosphere which can start smear campaigns 
and which-hunts like during the Mc Carthy 
period in the United States. If the Government 
has information, that they can share with the 
public, let them publish the facts so that the 
people will be warned. If that is not possible, let 
us not indulge in the kind of luxury that the 
famous national weekly j referred to earlier did 
when it wrote about the Grand Alliance of CIA 
lovers. And AIIO do you think are the CIA lovers 
according to this weekly ? There is quite a list, 
including Moratji Desai, Acharya Kripalani, 
Jayaprakash Narayan, Jyotirmoy Basu, G. L. 
Mehta, and a couple of journalists also thrown 
in. I must say the CIA seems to have very varied 
tastes. In fact any one who has been associated 
with an association that was at any lime getting 
money from an association associated with the 
CIA becomes eligible for the title of CIA lover. 
So I say, let us not throw names about in this 
light manner. 

I only wish to conclude by saying : Our is a 
liberal and tolerant society : let us keep it that 
way.
