Bengal) : Sir, in & democracy eclection
is a necessary evil. In the present century
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il we look into the functioning of all the
democratic countries of the world we find
that the election expenses have gone up by
leaps and bounds. In the election, we find,
there arc basic things. To propagate his
ideas the candidate has to reach each indi-
vidual voter. In the developed countries
they have so many mass media, radio,
television and other opportunities, poster-
ing and so0 on. The cost of each of these

' media for propagating their ideas or to

reach the individual voter has gone up
very rapidly. It 1s specially 5o in our coun-
try where the clectorate is very large. The
places are far off from city centres. Some-
time to reach one village only it takes about
a day., There atec communication and trans-
port difficultics. And 1 order o stand
for an election, cach candidate will have to
spond 2 huge amount of money. This
has become a problem all over the demo-
cratic world, Everywhere the dcbate 1s
going on as to how to mect these huge
election expenscs which each candidate or
individual has to incur in order to stand for
an election. In our country especially, we
find that we are catering to a large popu-
lation, most of whom are illiterate. So we
will have to take the help of posters and
we will have to try to reach them indiv-
dually and personally to propagate our
ideas and programme to the people. In
order to do so, we will have to have re-
sources, resources for communication,
resources for transport, resources for
posters, and so on. Also we find that there
are certain drawbacks in conducting such
clections because if the people are not
litcrate, if they do not understand the
ideals of the parties or of the candidates
who arce propagatng, if they do not folow
the language and their ideas, and also when
such a large percentage of our people are
living below the poverty line, it is very easy
to buy votes from them by giving them
some money which may be cquivalent to
their one month’s or two months’ carning.

‘ This way also election expenses have gone

up rapidly.

Now, wherefrom will this money come?
That is the big question. Wherefrom will
the parties or the candidates get money?

| If we just attempt to collect one rupee or

make a door-to-door collection, the condi-
tion of most of our people is such that they
can hardly contribute any amount to the
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party or the candidate whom they want to

support  Naturafly recourse 1~ bewng taken |
to find money from some other sources, |
And when they get into the gitp of some |
other sources who are contributing funds

for the electioneering, then we find that

there 1s a kind of agreement or obligation

between the candidate and th. donor

Now this 1s such an evil thing that a4 debate

is now going on about the recent election

1n the Umted States We find that unless

a person 1s very rich, a mult-millionaue,

hke the Kennedy family or the Nixon

family o1 the Johnson famuly, 1t 15 practi

vally impossible for anybody to stand tor

an election

Now I would ke to tike a few mnutes
to speak about defections from the di-
flerent parties In most ot the democratic
countries, 1t 1S an unwritten convention
that if a person wants to defect from the
party on behalf of which he has been elected,
he should resign his seat first and then seek
re-clection on behalf of the other party or |
as an independent  But in our country we
find that people stmply cross the floor to
go to another party or just change their
seats from one place to another, and 1t 15
being accepted according to our regula-
tions 1 prefer that there should be a sysiem
where 1if anybody wants to defect from the
party on whose ticket he has been elected,
he should resign his seat first and then
seek re-election for coming back to the |
Parliament or the Assembly |

I have a4 suggestton to make regarding
funds for fighting an elecion  Personally
I would prefer that there should be some
sort of a federal fund for elections and
from this federal fund, help should be given
to the parties or the individual candidates
according to ther representation in the
Parliament and in the Assembhes The col-
lection can only be made through ther
own primary members I think all the
parties have got Lists of thewr primary mem-
bers  So it will be very casy. If there are
one lakh of primaiy members, there will be
Rs. I lakh  The rest of the money must go #
to the parties or individuals from the Gov-
ernment election fund  Thank you.

SHRI BALACHANDRA MENON
(Kerala)  Sir, as our eclecuons go by, the
€Xpenses increase, and I think the time will
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not be lar off when most of these who wre
honest enough to become public workers
wilf find 1t difficult to come and stand for
anv election  This has come to that siage
Everywhere there 1s corruption  In election

all that is required is that the candidate
must submit the accounts. Now, we shall
say let the party submit its accounts. If it
has put up so many candidates, let us see
how much money it has spent. }If that is
clear, at least the people will know that for
such and such an election so much money
has been spent by such and such party.
They will come to know the reality. And
the reaction will be at least ultimately they
will know that this party is tellinga lie.
Every party must be doing it. But the
maximum lie that a party places before
the people will be revealed. The people at
Teast will come to know what is happening.
I would, therefore, think that some attempt
must be made. It may not be successful.
It may not be complete. [t may not also be
-completely got implemented. But one thing
is there. The Election Commissioner wil at
Jeast know what the party has spent. If he
knows it and he accepts it, the newspapers
‘will publish it and the people will come to
know of it. That at least will be done.
Finally it is the people who will decide it
and the people will find that here is a party
‘which has spent so much. Then they will
know how this party got so much money.
“They will know that all this money must be
from those people, from the blackmarke-
teers, that this money must be coming only
from those who are not prepared to prepare
their accounts, that so much illegal money
is there in this country. It is a good thing.
During cvery election period, every one
feels happy because some hidden money is
coming out. 1 would, therefore, suggest
that as a first step, this measure should be
welcome to all, though this is not complete.
We are at least able to exercise some sort of
-check somewhere by forcing the politica]
parties to publish their accounts. That is
good. Apart from this, I would request
Shri Pitamber Das to keep one more thing
in mind.

SHRI SARDAR AMJAD ALT (West
Bengal) : Mr. Deputy Chairman, I would
have been very glad if 1 could extend my
support to the Bill brought forward by my
friend Shri Pitamber Das. But I cannot be
one with him in so far as he wants to give
certain powers to the Election Commission
of India in regard to recogntion and with-
holding of recognition of political Parties.
My reason is very clear. T do not think that
the Election Comnussion of India which
is a Constitutional body can easily be con-
veried into an imstitution of auditing firm.
Election Commission of India is meant to
conduct the elections of the country and
to see that the constitutional right of fran-
chise given to the people is being exercised
in the way as the Constitution wants and to
sit as the highest supervising authority
over elections. By this Bill Shri Das is
trying to convert the entire Election Com-
mission into an auditing firm. We know that
as a matter of course recognition to a
political Party is being given by the Elect-
ion Commission according to the provisions
of the Representation of the People's Act.
But the criterion of giving political recog-
nition to a political Party under the Repre-
sentation of the People’s Act is the extent
of support it gets from the people of this
countty and its influence in the political life
of the country. Recognition should not be
given on the basis of the accounts published
or published by a political Party. As far as
the activities of political Parties are con-
cerned and as far as their funds are con-
cerncd, there are several other ways in which
the funds and accounts can be scrutinised.
fn our country, so far as all democratic
parties are concerned. their members are
quite entitled to check up the accounts. The
funds and accounts of these Parties are also
audited by the firm of auditors. If there is
any suspicion on their part regarding the
mobilisation or sources of funds of the
Parties, they can freely criticise the Parties.
But, Sir. it should not be the activity of the
Election Commission to scrutinise the ac-
counts of a particular political party. Sir,
it may be that in the mind of the Jana
Sangh this has created some trouble as the

Then again, Sir, the Election Com-
mussion of India will have to look after the
activities of the candidates who are actually
given tickets by a political party The
Representation of the People Act provides
that a candidate if he stands for election,
if contests an electron, under a party ticket,
then he will have to submut his accounts
to the Election Commussioner. For ths,
the Repiesentation of the People Act and ‘
the Rules made thereunder provide that
a certamn amount can only be spent for the
election. If he exceeds this limit, provisions
are there in the Act which say that hs
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may be suspended from contesting any

election for two years or three years or four

years as the Commussion thinks fit. T should,

therefore, think that there 1s no utiity 1n

bringing forward such a legislation so as to

curtail the activities of the Election Com-
musston of India which 15 a constitutional
body and whose function 1s to see that the
people’s right of franchise 15 exercised and
that the election in the country 15 conducted
in the way in which the Constitution wants
1t to be conducted

Therefore, Sir, through tlus Bl 1if any
attempt 1s made 1n this way or 1n any other
manner to see that the Election Commuission
1s turned into an mstitution hike an auditing
firm, for that simple reason I cannot be
one with Shri Piiamber Das who has launch-
ed this Bill The basic question is, Sir,
whether a political paity 15 formed by
people who show sincenity and devotion to
the 1deology of the Party which 1t professes.
The main criterton should be the human
element that the party comprises and so,
S, by this way, by bringing forward some
legislation, you cannot check any activity
of a party that can be criticised from a
moral stand point So far as this Parhament
goes on legislating for the whole country,
to curtail the activities of the pohtical parties
and, 1n fact, to cuttail the activities of the
people at large, this Bill should not be
accepted by this House

So, therefore. Sir, T submit that Mr
Pitamber Das will be much more generous,
1 think, to withdraw hys Bill
