Govern-
ment would not like to shirk its responsibi-
lities as far as the Super Bazar is concerned.
Personally I feel thatin the present drought
situation and the price increase a consumel’s
organisation and aninstitutional framework
like this will go 2 long way in proteciing
the consumer. Thercfore, these organisa-
tions have got relevance in the present
context and also in the long run.

The hon. Member made a reference—
in fact, T did not deliberately mention
what Shri Kulkarni mentioned—to the
non-official character of the movement.
I think in this country the cooperative
movement in certain parts is not coming up
well. There are two reasons, to my mind,
for that—too much dependence on Govern-
ment official machinery; in some places,
there s even too much interference from
the Government. It should be necessarily a
non-official movement led by non-officials
and organised by non-officials. Therefore,
Shri Kulkarni was referring to that aspects.
And in this countiy ultimately cooperators
and non-officials will have to take the res-
ponsibility of leading the movement and

organising this movement. To much de-
pendence on Government machinery will
never be helpful so far as the cooperative
movement is concerned. It is all right—
Government’s duty 1s to help and assist
the cooperati\e movement, to render fi-
nancial assistance where necessary. But
ultimately the future of the cooperative
movement in India including the Super
Bazar lies in non-official leadership and in
non-official initiative.

As far as some af the other points rarsed
by the hon. Member are concerned such
as over-staffing, the high rate of rent, reduc-
ing the pitferage rate, ete, all these points
have been looked into. And Government's
effort is now to see that pileferage is reduced
further. From 3 per cent to | per cent it
has come down. But even 1 per cent is not
justified.

SHRI ANNASAHEB SHINDE : Why
don’t you listen to me ? Ultjmately,
the prices are a larger economic
phenomenon. A number of factors go
into the price level-—monetary expansion,
availability of goods, agricultural pro-
duction and so on. All that Super Bazar
has been claimiprg is that it is a pace setter
in the prevailing set of circumstances. If
the Super Bazar sells commodities or goods
at a reasonable price, naturally there i’
some restraint on the trading community.
And it i1s to that extend that the Super
Bazar or any consumer store or, as a matter
of fact, any consumer movement for that
matter, can claim credit. As a matter of
fact, in India the consumer movement is not
so powerful. But certainly it is a pace
setter for prices, and it has a sobering
effect. 1 am sorry that Dr. Bhai Mahavir,

l my collcague, always finds fault with the

Super Bazar, but not with the private traders.
He thinks that the only guilty organization
is the Super Bazar and there is nothing
wrong with piivate trading as such ..
