THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE

(SHRI F. H. MOHSIN): (a) Daily
averages of the last three years and
of January, 1973 are:

1970 1.46
1971 1.14
1972 . 1.37
1973 (January) 1.16

(b) No separate survey has been
conducted. Statistics of road accidents
are mamntained by the Delhi Traffic
Police and each case of death due to
traffic accident is investigated,

(c) Roads and road inter-sections
are being improved to ensure a
smoother and conflict-free flow of tra-
ffic. During the year 1972, intersec-
tions have been. installed at 32
places, blinkers have been installed at
7 places. Upto 31st December, 1972,
100 inter-sectiong have been signaliz-
ed and blinkers have been installed
at 123 places.

Constant efforts are being made to
impart road safety, instructiong to
various categories of road-users with
a view to minimise accidents. Road
safety instructiong are imparted to
school children also through lectures
and demonstrations. Delhi Traffic
Police has recently organised a School
Road Safety Corps in a large number
of schools in which cadets have been
trained in elementary itraffic control
and observance of various road safe-
ty rules. Lectures are delivered by
the Delhi Traffic Police _Officers to
students, teachers, drivers of commer-
rial vehicles and other road users.

MICROWAVE RADIO—-T.V. LINK-
ING OF MAJOR CITIES

THE MINISTER OF COMMUNI-
CATIONS (SHRI H. N, BAHU-
GUNA): (a) Yes Sir.

(b) An order has recentlv bheen
placed for purchase of microwave
equipment from Hungary against
Rupee Payment Agreement at a cost
of Rs. 445 crores, This equipment
will be utilised over a distance span-
ning about 2000 Kms. connecting the
cities of Bombay, Panjim, Mangalore,
Mysore, Bangalore, Madrag and
Mangalore, Kozhikode, Ernakulam and
Trivandrum. The equipment will also
be utilised for carrying live T.V. pro-
grammes between Bombay and
Madras.
