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and organise general elections. Government
welcomes any plan acceptable to both sides
which would bring early peace to Vietnam. As
regards the reconstitution of the International
Control Commission, nothing definite is known
as yet and India has not been for mally apprised
of the matter.

It is a matter to be decided by the common
consent of the parties to the agreement and the
Government of India have no views to express
on it.
