(SHRI T. A. PAI): (a) Yes sir, As
against 487 train accidents during the
first half of the last year fe  Apul to

September, 1971 there were 409 train acci-
dents during the fiist half of the current
year i.e. April to September, 1972.

(b) There was a decrease of about 109,
53%, 342%, 31.5%, 349% 8.3%,
16.3% and 10.9% in the number of train
accidents on the Eastern, the Northern,
the North Eastern, the Northeast Frontier,
the Southern, the South Central, the South
Eastern and the Western Raiways respec-
tively. However, on the Central Railway
the number of train accidents inureased by
about 20.6%.]
