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against me in the Memorandum that they have submitted to the 
President in which absolutely false things have been said.

Concern over the spread of meningitis in the capital 

SHRI ANAND SHARMA (Himachal Pradesh): Mr. Deputy Chairman, 

Sir, the National Capital of Delhi is confronted with the menace of spreading 

Meningitis, which has assumed alarming proportions. Hospitals in the capital 

are inundated with an unusually large number of "Meningococcemia* (bacterial 

meningitis cases). A cause of serious concern is that this disease is a highly 

infectious form of meningitis caused by a bacteria, "Neisseria" meningitides 

and mortality rate is very high. It has already claimed 8 lives, and a large 

number of people have shown symptoms, and are suspected to have been 

infected.
