This opportunity for us calls for skilful,
judicious and prompt action to establish our claim as a big power in this region
on a comparatively firmer footing. Our role towards contributing effectively for
strengthening political stability, economic development and ultimately
establishing peace and tranquility in the region, would certainly pay dividends
for our collective fight to combat terrorism initially in this South East Asia
where recent terrorist acts have dampened the enthusiasm of many countries
for all round development. This calls for vigorous diplomatic efforts both at the
bureaucratic and political levels to achieve, to begin with, this commanding
position for India in South East Asia. Thank you.
