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1971 migrants as had returned from Bangla 
Desh might be admitted to the Mana Group of 
Transit Centres .near Raipur provided they had 
been living in camps or rehabilitation sites and 
had deserted those sites in the wake of the 
liberation of Bangla Desh. Steps are 
accordingly being taken to move all such 
families to Mana where necessary relief 
assistance will be given.]
