1549. SHRI RAM SAHAI : Will the 

Minister of STEEL AND MINES be pleased to 
state : 

(a) whether it is a fact that there was low 
production of urea during 1970-71 in the 
fertilizer plant set up for this purpose in March, 
1960; 

(b) whether the production has increased 
during the current year; if not, the reasons 
therefor; and 

(c) what steps are being taken by Govern 
ment for stepping up the production ?] 

 

f[THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF STEEL AND MINES (SHRI 
SHAH NAWAZ KHAN) : (a) The only 
fertiliser plant under the administrative control 
of the Ministry of Steel & Mines which 
produces Urea has been set up by Neyveli 
Lignite Corporation and it commenced 
production in March, 1966. The designed 
capacity of the Plant is 1,52,000 tonnes of urea 
per year. The actual production of urea during 
1970-71 was 68,588 tonnes against the revised 
target of 75,000 tonnes. 

(b) The production of urea during the 
current year 1972-73 is now estimated at 
about 70,000 tonnes. The main reasons 
for low production have been process diffi 
culties in the fertilizer plant, back log of 
maintenance and deterioration of static 
equipment during the last six years of 
operation. 

(c) Steps have been taken to eliminate 
the process difficulties and to rectify the 
defects in the plant. A detailed programme 
has been drawn up for the improvement 
modifications and repairs to be carried out 
to improve the production. About 45% of 
the works have been completed and the 
rest are in progress. Production in the plant 
will be stepped up as soon as all the impro 
vements/modifications and repairs are com 
pleted.]
