THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE (SHRI
.1AGJIVAN RAM) : (a) to (d) A statement is
laid on the Table of the House
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STATEMENT

(a) Except where exigencies of service
so require, every effort is made to grant the
entire annual leave to which the Officers
and OR are entitled.

Information regarding the percentage of
officers and Other Ranks not granted their
annual leave is not readily available; and time
and labour involved in collection of this
information will not be commensurate with the
results likely to be achieved.

(b) Annual leave or balance thereof not
commencing in the calendar year to which it
pertains lapses. However, as a special case
sanction was accorded to carry forward the
unavailed annual leave for 1971 to 1972
or 1973 because most of the officers and
other ranks of all three Services were not
permitted to avail themselves of annual
leave in 1971.

(¢) Gorkha personnel of Nepalese
domicile and subjects of Bhutan and Sikkim
may avail of 120 days accumulated annual
leave every alternate year; all Other Ranks
serving in Indian Missions abroad may also
accumulate annual leave up to 120 days.

(d) In the Central Government service,
whether civil or military, there is no scheme
to encash unavailed leave.
