STATEMENT

Self-sufficiency in the sense of reducing
dependence on aid financed imports within a
definite time schedule was included as an objec-
tive of policy for the first time in the Third
Plan document. The Fourth Plan quastified
it and set the target of reducing foreign aid net
of debt servicing to half the pre-plan level by
the end of Fourth Plan and to eliminate it
altogether as speedily as possible thereafter.
As a first step all concessional imports of food-
grains were to be completely stopped by 1971
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and consumption requirements met from do-
mestic production. In other arcas sell-reliance
was to be progressively increased through a
iwo-pronged drive of export promotion and
import substitution. Domestic savings were to
finance an increasing proportion of domestic
investment and reliance or external assistance
was to be reduced.

2. The progress achieved in reducing the de-
pendence on imports in respect of a number of
crucial commodities during the three-year
period from 1968-69 to 1970-7! is indicated in
the Table below. It shows that the precentage
of imports to total estimated supplied has gone
down substantially in most cases. This s indi-
cative of the progress towards self-reliance selfs
sufficiency.
