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tourist centre. The water falling in the falls can be exploited for drinking
water.

The integrated drinking water scheme at Hogenakal, which would entail
considerable expenditure, will solve the drinking water problem of
Dharmapuri and Krishnagiri districts. Since the State was reeling under
drought and recent tsunami disaster, the State is not in a position to invest
the money. But the State is taking all steps to implement the project.

Only with the assistance of Central Government, the project can be
implemented. Although the matter was raised in Parliament several times
by me, yet no action has been taken by the Central Government.

There are no major industries in the Dharmapuri and Krishnagiri districts
and, as such, there are no employment opportunities. Agriculture is the
main occupation there. Since there is no water, agricultural operations
have been affected. People may be forced to migrate to other places.

It is estimated that about Rs. 1300 crore will be involved in the
implementation of this project. | urge upon the Central Government to fully
assist the State Government in this regard or obtain the World Bank loan
at the earliest. Thank you, Sir.

. STATUTORY RESOLUTION

Seeking approval of the proclamation issued by the President in
relation to state of Bihar.

THE MINISTER OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL): Sir, |
rise to move;:
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That this House approves the Proclamation issued by the President on
the 7th March, 2005, under article 356 of the Constitution in relation to the
State of Bihar.

Before | explain the circumstances in which the Government has had to
bring this Resolution to this august House, may | state that the Constitution
framers had recognized that the provisions of article 356, among others,
were necessary to meet the exceptional situation where the break down
of the constitutional machinery occurs in a State.

Now, may | take this opportunity to narrate briefly the circumstances
prevailing in Bihar which led to the imposition of President’s rule in the
State.

Elections to the Legislative Assembly of Bihar were held on 3rd, 15th
and 23rd of February, 2005. The number of seats won by different political
parties in the State, as emerged after counting on 27th February, 2005 are
as follows:—

Smt. Rabri Devi tendered her resignation as Chief Minister on 28th
February, 2005. She was asked to continue by the Governor till alternative
arrangements were made. The Governor of Bihar kept a watch on the
political situation. He assessed the claims made for formation of a popular
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Government by two major coalitions and finally sent a report to the President
on 6th March, 2005. As per the Governor's report, the RJD and its alliance
had the support of 92 MLAs, whereas the NDA alliance also had the support
of 92 MLAs.

Adelegation of the members of LIP met the Governor on 28th February,
2005 and submitted a letter stating tha: they would neither support the
RJD nor the BJP in the formation of the Government in Bihar. In a subsequent
meeting with the Governor, they reiterated their stand. The Governor, in his
report already tabled in this august House, along with the President’s
Proclamation, gave a detailed account of his meetings with representatives
of various political parties/alliances and some independent MLAs, and an
analysis of how no combination of political parties or a coalition was able
to form a Government, which would have the confidence of the majority of
the members in the newly-constituted Assembly.

Briefly, due to claims and counter-claims of various parties and alliances,
without any supporting evidence, the Governor in his report stated that he
had explored all the possibilities and he was fully satisfied that no political
party or coalition of parties or groups was able to substantiate a claim of
majority in the Legislative Assembly. According to the Governor, it was a
case of complete inability of any political party to form a stable Government
commanding the confidence of the majority of the Members. Therefore,
the Governor recommended that the newly constituted Assembly be kept
in suspended animation for the present and requested the President of
India to take appropriate action, as required.

The Budget of the State of Bihar for the year 2005-06 was yet to be
passed. It would not have been appropriate for the caretaker Government
to take any action regarding the passing of the Budget or a Vote-on-
Account. There would have been serious financial and constitutional crises
if the Budget or the Vote-on-Account were not passed before 31st March,
2005.

The Union Cabinet, therefore, in its meeting held on 7th March, 2005,
considered the report of the Governor and the situation prevailing in Bihar,
and decided to recommend to the President to issue a Proclamation under
article 356 of the Constitution for imposing the President’s rule in the
State and keeping the State Legislative Asserhbly under suspended
animation.

On 7th March, 2005, the President was pleased to issue a Proclamation
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under article 356(1) of the Constitution imposing the President’s rule in
relation to the State of Bihar and keeping the State Legislative Assembly
under suspended animation.

With these words, | commend, Sir, that the Proclamation issued on 7th
March, 2005 under article 356 of the Constitution in reiation to the State of
Bihar be approved by this august House. A copy of the Proclamation, as
stipulated under the Constitution, along with consequential Order, is placed
on the Table of the House. In keeping with the conventions, a copy of the
Governor's report recommending issuance of the Proclamation is also
placed on the Table of the House.

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It gives rise to a very serious question. And what is that question? The
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question is one of infraction, the glaring infraction, of the weli-settied
principles of collective responsibility. Sir, the hon. Home Minister is a
learned man. Not only with his wide administrative experience, but also
with his expertise in law as an academician, he truly understands the
meaning of ‘collective responsibility’ in a Cabinet system of Government.
He has wide experience of what are the contours, what are the implications
and what is the consequence if there is an infraction thereo?. | am sure, he
would have read a lot of literature on this. But | wouid lie to place for his
kind consideration a particular passage from ‘Parliament Functions:
Practice and Procedure’ by Prof. J.A.G. Griffith, Emeritus Professor of
Public Law, University of London. Sir, | am reading from page 23 of this
book the portion on ‘Responsibility and Accountability: Collective
Responsibility’. It says, “The principle of collective responsibility, as applied
to Cabinet Ministers, means that each Minister accepts responsibility for
the decisions of the whole Cabinet. Inside the Cabinet, a Minister may
argue for a different course of action but he is expected not to express
public disagreement with the course decided on though a dispensation
may be given to a Minister on a matter particularly affécting his
constituencey. If he feels veiy strongly on a matter, he may resign in
which case he will have an opportunity to make his statement in the
Parliament. This version of the doctrine applies to the simplest case where
Ministers are present at the Cabinet meeting and decision is taken. But it
aiso applies te Cabinet Ministers who are not present and so could not be
said to participate in the making of a decision; and to those decisions of
the Cabinet Committees which are not required to be endorsed by the full
Cabinet and the existence of which some Ministers may be aware”. This
is a well-settled parliamentary convention. Sir, this matter also came before
the hon. Supreme Court of our country. Sir, in the famous case of Common
Cause, which is reported in 1996 Supreme Court Cases, page 667, and |
am quoting paragraph 31 of this judgment of ¢*:r Supreme Court.

“Collective responsibility has two meanings. The first meaning which
can legitimately be described as that all Members of the Government are
unanimous in support of its policies and would exhibit that unanimity on
public occasions, although while formulating the policies, they might have
expressed a different view in the meeting of the Cabinet. The other meaning
is that Ministers to speak against the policies in the Cabinet are thereby
personally and morally responsible for its successs". Therefore, Sir, the
contours of collective responsibility are well-known. What we have
experienced in the context of Bihar, as far as the imposition of President's
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rule is concerned, is this. A senior member, who is not only a member of
the Cabinet, but also a member of different Committees of the Cabinet,
including the Cabinet Committee on Political Affairs and the Cabinet
Committee on Economic Affairs, publicly says, “| will not attend the Cabinet
meeting because | am opposed to this”. Not only that, we are treated not
only to unprecedented, but bizarre scenario where there was a walk-out in
the other House, not only by one but by six to seven Minister of this
Council of Ministers. Sir, what is this? Is it not a case of clear infraction of
the principle of collective responsibility? | have got paper-cuttings about all
those statements, Sir, but | don’t want to take the precious time of this
hon. House in reading them. Those things have come on the television,
and they have come in the print media.

Sir, in the light of this, my very respectful request, through you, to the
hon. Minister is this. | wish the hon. Prime Minister could have been present
here.

SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: May | request the hon. Member to yield fora
minute? You are referring to the principle of the coliective responsibility of
the Cabinet. What is the collective responsibility of the Cabinet? You
yourselves have read some passages from a book which say that the
people may have different views, and yet they may be bound by the decision
of the Cabinet and this is exactly what is happening. Now, with this principle
of collective responsibility, you are trying to create cleavage between the
parties which have formed the Government which should not be done.

SHRI C. RAMACHANDRAIAH (Andhra Pradesh): Cleavage is there.
You have to admit it. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRIARUN JAITLEY (Gujarat): Sir, the hon. Member has raised a very
important point.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He has just intervened. That is not...

SHRIARUN JAITLEY: The hon. Home Minister has said that members
of the Cabinet may have different views. Members of the Cabinet must
necessarily on various issues have different views. But, once the Cabinet
takes a decision and in this case the decision is to impose President’s
rule under article 356, because there is a deadlock in the Assembly, we
don’t expect Ministers who are members of the Cabinet to publicly say, “|
did not attend the meeting because | disagree with the Cabinet.”

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: Therefore, Sir, this is an issue of
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Constitutional importance which has taken place for the first time in the
annals of our parliamentary democracy, unprecedented. We would like
the Prime Minister to assert his moral authority, because that is very
important, because | have shown that it is a clear case of infraction of the
principles of collective responsibility.

Sir, now Bihar is in your hands. The notification clearly says that through
article 356, the President has taken over the administration of Bihar. Have
already stated with a strong caveat that it should not be permanent.
Attempts have to be made for a proper and alternative popular Government
in Bihar. But, Sir, the second concern which | want to express to you is on
the state of affairs of my State , namely, Bihar. You must have heard about
the extent of decay. But the decay is so alarmingly enormous is barely
known to you. In brief, | would only highlight four points.

Sir, Bihar's education record is the lowest in the country. There are 295
districts in the country which are educationally backward. All the 37 districts
of Bihar are part of that. Bihar’'s female literacy is the lowest in-the country.
Bihar has got the lowest power consumption in the entire country. Out of
1,47,00,000 households, hardly 14 lakhs, that is, 10 per cent, is illuminated
by energy. Sir kindly just check it up from the Power Ministry. They had
commissioned a consultancy from CRISIL, to have a comparative estimate
of Electricity Boards. Bihar's Board came second from the bottom, only
above Arunachal Pradesh. Sir, the lowest expenditure on heaith in the
country is in Bihar. There is a UN study. Fifty per cent of our leprosy
patients are in Bihar. Vaccination of children, which is compulsory, is only
10.6 per cent in Bihar, the lowest in the country. Against one million
population, the density of road is only 9.5 km. whereas in other States, it
is 25-27 kms. In U.P,, itis 19.67 kms., whether in roads or in energy or in
health or in power or in education, this is the alarming situation. Therefore,
on every account, today, unfortunately, Bihar is at the bottom of our
development index.

That is indeed a challenge. Therefore, the overpowering quest of the
people of Bihar for a real change and development is too strong which the
Union while exercising power under article 356(2), would readily respond
to by having a transparent administration, a responsive administration for
whatever time the President’s Rule is there. Thatis my very earnest request
to you. Therefore, the non-appointment of the advisors for such a long
period is giving a serious cause of concern. Sir, the President’s Rule is an
extreme step. Normally, none of us like it. The Bommai Judgement has

already explained the contours and limitations of this whole obligation to
impose article 356. | think all of us in one way or the other have been
opposed to the imposition of President’s Rule. Your party also of late
learnt that frequent use or abuse of article 356 is not Constitutionally
permissible. Therefore, | would again like to remind with profound respect
and caveat that any decision to postpone the resumption of a popular
Government in Bihar and continuance of President’s Rule for enormous
period shall be opposed strongly, eloquently, and that is not what the
people of Bihar want. They want indeed a popular Government. Here, Sir,
may | request that the Union would also be a facjlitator in a costructive
way for the installation of a popular Government.

Sir, it is indeed a very strong yet a constructive warning by the hon., the
Supreme Court. | am quite sure you are also aware that this has to be a
temporary phase. It has to be a temporary phenomenon and sooner or
later there shall be sincere efforts for restoration of a popular Government
in the State of Bihar. Sir, | am deeply grateful to you for the time you have
given. Thank you.

the concept of Cabinet system of Government, the system of Parliamentary
Democracy, cannot have another viewpoint.

Eiectoral rhetoric has centred around what is
secular, non-secular, forward, backward, etc., and conflicts between castes
and sub-castes. So, that is the case. What exactly is the responsibility of
the indian polity, not.the Government alone? This situation might not have
been contemplated by the farmers of the Constitution. Sir, the reality is
that national politics has failed to deliver the goods in this country. Thatis
why, the regional parties have cropped up, and people have reposed
confidence in regional parties so that they can live up to their expectations.
Resultantly, a number of regional parties have cropped up, and getting a
structured mandate has become a stupendous task in this country.
Coalition Governments are the order of the day, whether one accepts it or
not. So, how to make these coalition Governments more effective to subserve
the interests of the people of this nation; that is the problem this nation is
facing.

Sir, | quote a political scientists who said, “The punishment suffered by
the wise who refuse to take part in the Government, is to live under the
Government of bad men.” Sir, the political parties have to ponder over it
and arrive at a solution so that the President’'s Rule is not continued for
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long, and, an eiected Government is established. I don’t mind because all
the poittical parties have been convenient with this; you fight the elections
separately, and, join after the elections, totally negating the spirit of the
democracy. You give us the reason that it is the political expediency, and,
under the guise of political expediency, you are totally negating the spirit
of democracy.

Mr. Dipankar Mukherjee has been quoting the Preamble of the
Constitution. How democratic we are — honestly | am questioning — how
democratic really we are in the spirit. Are we not subverting the spirit of
democracy in this country just to grab the power? You have united here to
share the power. You fought the elections there exclusively to grab the
power. You are united here to share the power, you fought the eiections
exclusively fc grab the power, and, that is the only cementing factor. What
is the ethicalness in it? What is the democratic spirit in it? That is al!
convenierice game we are playing, and, let all the political parties ponder
over this matter and arrive at a conclusion as to how to face situations like
this

What has happened in Bihar? What happened to the leader’s image? So,
for Bihar's interest, kindly do it. There are so many things we can say. |
am saying honestly, | do not know whether | should use these words. This
august House shouid not be used for washing dirty lines. ... (Interruptions)...
That is why | am not seeing them; | am seeing you only because you are
a puritan. By saying that those people have done it at that time, so now
we are doing, you cannot justify it. Can you justify it? In what way you are
different from other parties? You claim to be very altruistic. Let us share
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the responsibility. You claim yourselves to be a party, which has had 100
years’ history; which has brought freedom to this country. it is well and
good. You have been arrogating to yourself so many things, then arrogate
this thing also. But you try to live up to the expectations of the people and
try to install a stable Government. How best it has to be done, you have to
do it. Convene a meeting of all poilitical parties. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI B.K. HARIPRASAD (Karnataka): Sir, | rise to support the Resolution
moved by the hon. Home Minister for approval of the proclamation of the
Presideni’s Rule in Bihar. Sir, it was a strange situation in Bihar where,
after the recently concluded elections in February since no political party
got the numerical strength to form a stable Government, article 356 had to
be invoked.

Sir, this time the situation in Bihar was not one where there was a
scope for any misapplication of the article in the literal sense. There was
no dismissal of an elected Government. It was simply a Government refusing
to be born in Bihar. Our colleague, Shri Ravi Shankar Prasad, was eloquent
while expressing his views on the need for Prasident’s Rule in Bihar.

He was saying that it is a mandate against the Lalu Prasad Yadaviji, or,
may be, he was claiming as if it was a victory for the NDA. Shri Dipankarji
was saying that it is a fractured mandate. Sir, iet me make it very clear
that it is not a fractured mandate. It is a mandate for the formation of a
secular Government in Bihar. There is no doubt about that. Shri Ram Deo
Bhandaryji was quoting the vote percentage of different political parties in
Bihar. Shri Ravi Shankar Prasadji was saying that the Congress was the
most confused political party in Bihar. Let me make it clear that our stand
in Bihar was very clear. We were unitedly fighting 120 seats with the RJD
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in Bihar Because in 108 seats, there were sitting Members, and there
were 12 Congress Members in the previous Assembly, in rest of the 80-
odd seats, where there were NDA candidates, it was free for all. He was
saying that we had invented a new code by calling it a ‘friendly fight'. As far
as Bihar is concerned, ‘friendly fight' is not new. We had witnessed it in
1995; we had witnessed it in 2000. It is not a new phenomenon in Bihar
politics.

Sir, let me put it in other words. The mandate was clearly against
communalism; that the communal forces shouid not stake any claim to
form the Government in Bihar. That was the mandate given by the people
of Bihar. Hats off to that. Sir, the NDA was making the law and order
problem as a major issue in the Bihar elections. According to the NDA,
the number of unhindered crimes is a cause for worry. No doubt. We have
expressed our reservations on that. But, the NDA should know that effective
policing is only a part of the solution. Respectfully, | submit in this august
House that this is only a small part. The bigger element responsible for
this problem is the sociological aspect of it, the rate of illiteracy and the
rampant unemployment in Bihar. Shri Ahluwaliaji was rightly defending
Bihar by saying that it is not illiterate; it is not poor, but it has been projected
as illiterate and poor. Of course, the majority of population which is illiterate
i represented by Lalu Prasad Yadaviji. The majority of population which is
literate, which has migrated from Bihar 1s represented by different political
parties. it is a sociological aspect to which each and every political party
should put their heads together for the deveiopment of one of the ancient
States, which was a model State in this country.

Sir, Lalu Prasadji may have been defeated; he might not have got the
numbers to form the Government, he might not have achieved the biggest
thing; he might not have brought the Moon to the ground; nor had he given
big slogans like ‘shining Bihar’ or ‘feel-good-factor’. But, definitely, he never
allowed even a single communal riot in Bihar in the past 15 years. It is the
greatest achievement for any Government. That was the necessity of Binar.
Sir, for ng reason, Bihar was projected as jungle raj by some of the
members of the NDA in their campaign against the RJD and its allies.

Sir, Shri Ravi Shankar Prasad who is known for oratory was saying that
the per-capita income of Bihar is the lowest. The number of people living
below the poverty line is the highest in Bihar. Fine. No industries have
come up in Bihar in the last few years. Itis accepted. The NDA Government
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at the Centre had the largest number of Cabinet Ministers representing
Bihar. What were they doing for the last eight years? Bihar has got a great
irrigation potential. But, iet me bring it to the notice of this august House
that no new irrigation project for Bihar was supported by the Central
Government.

No new power project was sanctioned to Bihar and they were talking
about the collective responsibility of the UPA! Sir, let me bring it to your
notice that we have watched the head on collision between the Petroieum
Minister and the Disinvestment Minister. There was a head on collision
between the two on the disinvestment of petroleum companies, and it was
an open secret. Their dissent was in the newspapers, everyday. Where
was the collective responsibility? Now, here, the two might have dissented,
or may not have agreed on the proclamation of article 356 in Bihar; but
they have accepted the decision of the UPA. Absolutely, UPA is a very
disciplined group; they know the responsibilities. To this day, no one has
behaved irresponsibly as we have witnessed during the NDA Government.

Bihar is that holy a State which has given birth to two great religions,
Buddhism and Jainism 2,500 years back. We have read that in history.
We remember the Great Ashoka, even after 2,500 years. And what has
happened to this State? Sir, Bihar's total geographical area is 93.6 lakh
hectares. Out of this, 56.03 lakh hectares area is cultivated. And out of
this 56.03 lakh hectares, only 43.86 lakh hectares receive irrigation from
different sources. Bihar's irrigation potential is 102.5 lakh hectares, but
only a part of the potential is now being utilised. The rest flows into the
adjoining States and inundating the residential areas during monsoon.

Sir, now the UPA Government has provided a special package to Bihar
for the all round development of the State with emphasis on optimum
utilisation of the natural resources. Under the President's Rule, the
Government has the onerous responsibility of seeing to it that the fruits
reach the common man. With eight crore population in Bihar, despite
being the most politically conscious State in India, with the highest density
of population, it has lagged behind in every conceivable aspect of
development. The NDA is touting that Bihar is a major victory. The result
clearly shows that the NDA has been firmly rejected and the electorate
has been clever enough to give a thumping mandate for those candidates
who contested on secular platform.

Sir, even the percentage clearly shows that secular forces or the UPA
is far ahead of the NDA in terms of percentage of votes, or even number-
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wise. What | feel is the people of Bihar should get a popular mandate and
the Governor of Bihar has rightly done; | compliment the Governor who
tried his best to find a solution, to install a popular Government. When he
has failed, he has recommended to the Centre to invoke article 3566. So,
he got a little time and the can again try to bring a consensus, may not be
from his office, but he can give time and the political parties may try to
bring a stable Government. The leadership can get together to form a
stable Government for the welfare and the betterment of Bihar. | think,
before the end of five months, Bihar could get a stable and strong secular
Government for the people of Bihar.

SHRI SHANKAR ROY CHOWDHURY (West Bengal): Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, we are today talking about Bihar and imposition of
President's Rule. Last Saturday, | think we were talking about Goa. A
few Months ago, actually last year some time, we were talking about
imposition of President's Rule in Manipur and a couple of years ago,
some of us were demanding imposition of President’s Rule in Gujarat.
Now, the problem is that President’'s Rule is an emergency measure.
It is not meant to be for normal Governments But it has been seen
time and time again that what elections have thrown up in these rather
fragile States are opportuniistic coalitions, which provide Governments
but not governance. As a result of political calculations, Governmental
coalitions are formed more or less above the heads of the people. In
some cases what are ultimately emerging are not Governments but
really some kind of political self-help groups, not for the help of-the
people but for the benefit of the Government itself. These Governments
with very small majorities have been fragile, short-lived and unstable
and that, Sir, is the major contradictio that we as a political class are
required to resolve. Whether we are today discussing about imposition
of President's Rule in Bihar or any other State is not the point. {low do
we fix the system? Whatever we may say today from the Government's
side or from the Opposition's side, the fact of the matter i1s — whether
in Bihar or in Jharkhand or in Goa — that the people have welcomed
President’s Rule.

St what is the final solution to
be delivered at the end of six months? | sinc erely hope and pray, for-the
benefit of the people of Bihar, that the resuit has o be a stable Government
that will benefit the people.

Sir, a question, sometimes, is raised as to where is the specific line
where the Constitution can be considered to have broken down Where
does it break down? Does it only break down when not-enough political
parties are voted to power to provide a stable Government or does it break
down when the law and order situation deteriorates to such an extent that
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people’s life and property are not secure or does it break down under other
circumstances where governance cannot be exercised? To guard against
these —these all have been debated in Parliament — our founding fathers,
in their infinite wisdom, have included certain Articles in the Constitution
itself. Article 356, of course, is the ultimate Article. But, before that, there
areArticles 355, 256 and 257.

As a resuit, what has happened
is, even when they are required to be used, they are not used. The people,
who are looking for good governance for a breathing space, do not get that
breathing space. It is meant to give people a breathing space. To that
extent, | support very strongly the imposition of President’s Rule in Bihar.
in this case, it is inevitable because of the fractured mandate, as we all
have discussed. | think, in these six months’ time — of course, itis a very
transient period — if governance is {o be given, our system of governance
should come up with a cozliticr, a combination of political factors, of
political parties, who will work for the benefit of the people of Bihar and give
thern a long-lasting stable Government. What we require, at this stage, if
we have to take advantage of these six months, is to quickly appoint good
and capable advisers. This is where we are losing time and through you,
Sir, | urge upon the Government and the hon. Home Minister to see that
good advisors are appointed at the earliest so that this break of six months
can be used to stabilise, firm up the situation in Bihar so that the Government
which comes to power after six months may get off on ‘a sound-footing.

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SHRI SHIVRAJ V. PATIL: Sir, | have heard the speeches made by the
hon. Members quite carefully. | would not like to go by their words and a
few points which they made in their statements. | would like to go by the
sum and substance and the essence of their speeches. In my opinion,
almost all the Members have said that there was no alternative in the
situation in which Bihar found itself after the elections, and that is was
necessary to impose the President’s Rule over there. They have said that
let not President’s Rule continue for a very long time. After the elections,
it is necessary to form the Government with the help of the eiected
representatives.

And it is not good to let President’s Rule continue for a long time. They
have also said that Advisors must be appointed. They have said that the
Government there must be a good Government. Then, they did not approve
of the idea of imposing President’s Rule every now and then under article
356. )

All these points, which have been made, are very vaild points and it is
not necessary for anybody to quarrel with them. | am certainly not going to
guarrel. But { am going to say, at the beginning itself, that | accept all the
statements which have been made by the hon. Members in this debate. It
is not necessary for the House to get divided on these points and | do
accept their statements.

Sir, elections took place and, unfortunately, no political party could get
a majority. It was also not possible to see that more parties could come
together and form the Government. | think, one or two hon. Members
made a mention about a minority Government. Yes, in some cases, minority
Governments were formed in the past and were continued, t00. Butwhen
we think of minority Governments, one of the most important points which
we have to bear in mind is that the difference between the requisite majority
and the minority should not be too big; only then it becomes possible.
And, unfortunately, this situation also did not prevail in Bihar and, that is
why, a minority Government could also not be formed.

Sir, we would like to submit that in this situation, it became necessary
for the Governor to recommend to the President that President’s Rule be
imposed in Bihar and President’s Rule has been imposed in Bihar. But, |
would like to make one point very clear. We are not very happy to impose
President’s Rule in Bihar. Let there be no doubt in the minds of any of the
Members of the House; we are not happy. After the elections, we would
have been happy if Government would have been formed by the elected
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representatives. That was not possible and, that is why, President's Rule
was imposed. But we cannot take pleasure in saying, ‘look, we did this’.
We are not happy about it. | wish to assure this House that we would not
like to see that President’s Rule is continued for a long time. The sooner
it disappears, the better it would be, for Bihar, for democracy and for the
system that we are following in our country But, who is to take the steps
in this respect? It is the elected representatives who have to take the
steps in this respect. The Governor can ask them and request them, and
| would also iike to request in this House, that the elected representatives
should talk to each other and create a situation in which it becomes possibie
for them to form a Government. Even if it is a minority Government with a
slight margin, there is no problem. But if there is a big difference between
the numbers of the minority and the requisite numbers, then there would
be a problem. That is why, we would expect that the elected representatives
of the people would see that itis necessary for them to form a Government,
would agree to form a Government, and would form a Government.

Certainly, the Governor there could heip and we all will be happy about
it. Sir, we have been asked to provide good governance for the period for
which President’s Rule is there. Well, we would certainly like to see that
the governance there is a governance which is acceptable to the people,
and in this respect, | would like to make a submission: all the good things
which were done by the previous Government, will be continued. We will
not undo those good things, but there is always a scope for thinking and
doing better. Now, wherever it is possible, attempts would certainly be
made to see that every moment, at every level and in every Government,
there is a scope for improvement and we will certainly try to take the help
of the people who have the experience of governing in that State, experience
of the officers and experience of the elected representatives and would
like to see that the governance there becomes more and more acceptable
to the people.

One of the points, which were made by many of the Members here in
the House, related to the appointment of the Advisors. We wouid certainly
appoint the Advisors and we would like to see that the Advisor, who would
go there, would not also give an opportunity to some of us to say that he
should not have gone there and he should have gone there. That does not
help. There is no law which says that the Advisor should be appointed.
There is no provision in the Constitution for the appointment of the Advisors.
Atleast, | have no knowledge about the provisions of any of the laws which
require the appointment of the Advisors. Advisors are appointed if they are
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necessary. And Advisors, sometimes, come from the same State,
sometimes come from outside the State and when they come from the
State, people have opinion about them and when they come from outside
the State, they say that they will take some time to understand the situation
over there. Someocne will say that he should not have gone there; someone
will say that someone else should have gone there. Advisors, themselves,
should not become a bone of contention, a point on which a controversy
can be created. But, we would like to see that whatever is necessary in
this respect, is done and there is no controversy, at least, there is no
scope for a real controversy in this respect.

One of the points, which were raised by the hon. initiator of the debate
here, related to the ‘collective responsibility’ and | am happy that on this
point, at that moment also, many Members got up from their seats and
they did make their views clear. What is collective responsibility? If any
decision is taken by a Government, that decision, whether it is acceptabie
or not to all the Members, the consequences of that decision cannot be
denied by, those who are in the Government. That is collective responsibility.
Any decision taken by the Government will give rise to certain
consequences. Something will emanate out of that decision and nobody,
who is in the Government, would be required to say, ar, would be allowed
to say that he is not responsible for it. That is collective responsibility. The
essence of democracy is that we hold different views and we express our
different views and 1t is not always possible for us to hold the same kind of
views, identical views and yet, when the decision is taken, whether the
decision is based on the views expressed by Aor B or C, or, A,B,C, if they
are in the Government, they are saying that they are responsible for that
decision. This is exactly what is happening. But, some people are trying
to make use of the situation, and | am very happy to say that the Members
of the Government are experienced politicians; they understand the realities
that exist; they understand the realities that exist in Bihar and in other
places also. '

And, if they are in a position to form the Government, we would be
happy, they would be happy. But, supposing, the Government is not formed,
and, supposing, they thought that the Government should have been formed
there—can we find a fault with them? If, as mature, experienced and wise
politicians, they say that in the circumstances, this was to be done, and,
this is done, and, if they are saying that, can we find fault with them? If the
political parties are trying to make use of this unfortunate situation, or, this
difficult situation, if not unfortunate, well, that is politics and that is not
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constitutionai provision. That is not real, correct politics also, and, that 1s
why, | am saying that the members of the Government, present Government
at Delhi, at the national level, have made it very clear that whatever may be
the situation, we will try to find a sclution out of it, but we will not allow that
situation to create problems for the Government at the national level. They
have made it very clear, and, nobody can appreciate more than we who
are there and who are given the responsibility to carry the obligation of
providing governance in the country.

| do not want to go into the academic discussion on the problem of
collective responsibility. People are trying to find a point on which they
can express their views as the Memters of the Opposition. Weil, that kind
of pleasure shouid be allowed to them. But that is not creating problems
for us, and, we are not facing any problem. If you have any pleasure in
thinking that you can criticise in this fashion, we would not like to deny
you that pleasure.

Sir, now, | come to President's Rule, article 356 of the Constitution of
India. Why is article 356 there in our Constitution? The framers of the
Constitution visualised that there could be a situation in which the
Government would not be run by the State. And, in those situations, it
should be possible for the Government of India to step in and carry on the
administration in the State. That is what they had visualised, and, that 1s
why article 356 was provided.

Our experience of the last more than 50 years shows that situations of
this nature did arise many times in our country, and, it became necessary
for us to provide President's rule in the States. You take this case. In this
case, what could we have done? After the elections, if the Government
couid not be formed, if the Budget that were to be passed and if it could
not be passed by the Legislative Assembly of Bihar, there would have
been a constitutional crisis, and, to overcome that constitutional crisis,
article 356 has come very handy. It was necessary. This point was
discussed by many, and, those who have the experience of governing at
different leveis have also in one voice said, use this articie very sparingly,
very carefully not in all cases but don't see that this article goes out of the
Constitution. They are for retaining this provision in the Constitution; they
are not for giving it up.

So, Sir, | would say that we are one with all the hon. Members who say,
don't use this provision every now and then without applying your mind to
the consequences wt ~h can flow out of using this provis' -~ of the
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5.00 p.m.
Coristitution. We would bé véry eareful, and, only when it is necessary, it
wolLild be lised.

We have used this provisién in the Constituion ahd probably all the
Meribers in this House, that Housé, afd, outslde alse have cofie to a
conclusion that we have not used too éften. Oné of the mest ifMpertant
points which weré made Reére, and, to which someé objeétions were also
raised by some Members on béth sidés, relates to secularisi. What is
the result givén in Bihar? Is it nét in faveur of sécularism? Pesple may
belong to difféfent parties but the parties, which subseribe to the philosophy
of secularism; have gét electéd i Majority.

Letthis not be forgotten. What is seeularism? Péople are taking objection
to thi& werd 'sacularishn’, this philesophy, and this attitude towards life.
What I8 ségularism? In my opihioh, secularisfi is in the athos of India; it
is in the &thos of the people of India. ‘In the ethos of the pécple f India,' |
am making it very clear. Thése whi6 think that the ultimiate essenee of all
noh-livihg thifgs and living things is oné and the aaiieé, de subséribe, in
thé ultimate analysis, to the priheiple of seculdrism. It is iR the éthos of
India; it i8 eartainly in the Constitution of India; in vefy elear terms, in the
body and thie Preaffible 6f it. The principle 6f seculafsm has beenh a6capted
and it i§ not poésibie for us to say that we will not §o by what is provided
in the Censtitution itseélf. Can any Meémber sitting here say that he dees
not accept thé principle of secularism, éven if it is in 8peeific térfms
meéntioned in the Preamble of the constitution and the bedy of the
Constitution? Nébody cah say that. Even these who are eriticising, who
are cynical about the world ‘'secularism’, those who aré not in their Raart of
hearts aecepting If totality the principlé of sesulariem, have been stating
that they are élso secular. Théy also say that they are secuiar. But then
they say that they aré ‘secular’ and we aré '‘pseéudé seéular’. | do not
understand why this kind of trick is being playad on. ...(iAtérfuptions)..

SHRI RAVI SHANKAR PRASAD: That is the ‘politics of secuiarism,’ |
talked about. | also believé in secularism, but wé are against the ‘pelitics
of secularism’. ...(Interruptions)...
