in Kerala have been received. In the case of 
rubber, due to low offtake by the manufacturers, 
the State Trading Corporation was directed in 
October 1970 to enter the rubber purchase 
operations. In December, 1971, Government of 
Kerala were also given a loan of Rs. 2.5 crores 
for rubber purchase operations and two 
instalments of Rs. 50 lakhs each have since been 
released for the purchase of rubber from the 
small growers. The entry of the Kerala State 
Government in December, 1971, in addition to 
S. T. C. in the Rubber Market has helped the 
rubber industry and is expected to stabilise 
prices of rubber. As regards cocount, to study 
the position in regard to its prices and its 
products and related issues, a team of Officers 
was sent to the State. The team has submitted its 
Report and the same is being examined.
