commodities from Ceylon by India. Questions
relating to cooperation in regard to tea exports
did not figure in these discussions. But a two
man Government Delegation which went to
Colombo in March 1972 discussed matters of
mutual interest in the field of tea exports
including possible collaboration.

And in that some
kind of an understanding can be brougth about,
I cannot say at this stage, but we know that we
have got competition from Ceylon, but there
are other African countries and other countries
which arc really competing with US.
