THE MINISTER OF STATE (DEFE-
NCE PRODUCTION) IN THE MINI-
STRY OF DEFENCE (SHRI VIDYA
CHARAN SHUKLA) (a) and (b)
The Department of Defence Production
already have a comprehensive plan for the
achievement of self-sufficiency in the matter
of arms and ammunition. This plan is
revised annually on the basis of the ‘Roll-
on’ concept, taking into accout the revised
requirements of the Services,

We have achieved adequate self-suffici-
ency in respect of small arms, light artillery
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and their ammunition. For medium artil-
lery weapons and ammunition, which are
replacing our traditional weapons and
ammunition in this range, indigenous cap-
acity is being progressively established in
the country.

(¢) No time limit can be fixed for
achieving self-sufficiency in the matter of
arms and ammunition since the require-
ments of the Services keep on changing
with the rapid advances in Defence techno-

logy.]

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKILA :
This is a completely different question that
has been raised. I am answering the questi-
ons ragarding Defence production and he
is asking about Defence supplies. Any way
1 shall give him some information about
this As far as the Department of Defence
Supplies is concerned, as he has rightly
said, we have large amount of orders placed
on various indigenous manufacturers for
equipment which were hitherto imported.
The total value of this---I am speaking sub-
ject to correction---goes over hundred
crores within the space of 7 years that this
Department has been in existance. Our plan
for next year isto place orders for various
items which will total us to about Rs. 50
crores which will be placed for development
on our indigenous industries and we hope
that out of this we hope to get supplies of
materials to the extent of Rs. 24 crores.

of Defence electronics also.

But we have our own electronic research
establishments and electronic production
facilities which are specially directed to and
which specialise in defence production
Regarding the second question about nucl-
ear submarines etc , first we have to go in-
to production of Con-ventional submarines
and only then the stage of consideration of
other kinds of submarines will arise.

1 would
say that the defence workers have by and
large behaved with a great sense of respon-
sibility and we have not had much problems
with them. As far as recognition 1s con-
cerned, any union which meets with the
norms that we lay down for recogmtion Is
generally given recognition.
