This point was also
brought before the Judge and after a very
careful study he came to the conclusion
that the crash was as a result of navigational

negligence.

permitted, except in very special cases like
anti-cancer drugs. The total value of drugs
and pharmaceuticals, including drug inter-
mediates, imported during the last three
years was as under :

(b) In accordance with Government’s
policy to progressively reduce and eventually
eliminate import of drugs, all possible
assistance is given to the drug and pharma-
ceutical industry for taking up production
of bulk drugs as well as intermediates from
indigenous raw materials wherever practi-
cable. Further, parties applying for licences
for production of formulations based on
imported drugs are advised to undertake
production of bulk drugs on a phased basis,
This policy has helped in stepping up
indigenous production and thereby reducing
imports. The proportion of imports to
indigenous production has steadily declined
and wide variety of drugs are now being
produced in the country from basic stages.

(¢) The Central Council for Research on
Indian Medicines and Homoeopathy has
undertaken research programmes with a
view, among other things, to locate indige-
nous substitutes for imported products.
