STATLMENT

A number of sicps have been taken since
3-11-1971, when the D, T. C. was formed, to
streamlinc the working of the city transport
service. Somie of the important steps are as
under :—

(1) The average daily number of buses
on road rose from 1089 in Scptember 71
to 1237 in January ‘72,

(2) Schedules have been readjusted to
extract increased  hilometerage fiom the
existing flect.  The total kilometerage
operated was 73,01 Jakhs n January 1972
as against 58.95 lakhs 1n September, 1971.

(3) The number of nussing trips has
been reduced from 34.7%, 1n September *71
to 19 9, curiently.

(4) Twentynine buses have been hired
from the U. P. Government Roadways.

(5) Orders have alrcady been placed for
294 additional buses (including 30 mini-
buses ) which will start coming by May,
1972.

(6) Special squads have been formed to
detect cases of ticketless travel and other
fregularities.

(7) Strict measures have been adopted
to ensure stopping of buses at regular bus
stops.

(8) Special arrangements have been
made to clear buses at important termlm/
changeover pomnts,

(9) A Public Relations Officer has been
appointed for handling public complaints
expeditiously.

(10) Proper display of destinations in
front of the buses and route numbers on the
sides has been arranged.
