THE MINISTER OF WORKS AND 
HOUSING, HEALTH AND FAMILY 
PLANNING (SHRI UMASHANKAR 
DIKSHIT) :   (a)   Yes. 

(b) and (c) Ninety officers of the Central 
Health Service (including 5 lady doctors) were 
asked to report for medical examination and 
duty in the Armed Forces Medical Services 
under the Compulsory Service Liability Scheme 
Twenty-eight doctors (27 males and one female^ 
were declared medically unfit. Twenty-two 
doctors 20 males and two females) were declared 
medically fit and have joined the Armed Forces 
Medical Services. Information in respect ol the 
remaining 40 officers is still awaited. 

(d) There is no proposal to reduce the period 
of service in the army by the doctor! who 
joined Army Service during the perioc of 
hostility. Officers of the Central Healtl Service 
are liable to be seconded to the Arm; Service
