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CHINA INCITING PAKISTAN

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE MINISTRY
OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI SURENDRA
PAL SINGH) : (a) China has given political support
to Pakistan in the latter's anti-Indian postures and
supplied weapons to her.

(b) The Government has noticed that the Soviet
journal. PARTY LIFE (PARTIINAYA ZHIZN) in its
No. Il issue for 1972, as released by the Novosty
Press Agency on February 15, has stated that China
"for a long time exploited the internal crisis in
Pakistan, caused by the reactionary anti-popular
policy of the military junta, to incite Pakistan to war

against India"".

(c) The Government of India is taking all
necessary measures to defend the national interests of
India and her territorial integrity and sovereignty. No
protest has been lodged as this would not serve any
useful purpose.
