is increasing incidence of idol thcits. However, the 
involvement of international gangs has not so far come 
to notice. 

(b) Government is greatly concerned and has taken 
a number of steps such as increasing the number of 
monuments attendants available to the Archaeological 
Survey, provision by State Governments of police 
guards at selected museums and monuments and 
increased vigilance at air and sea ports to prevent 
smuggling of stolen antiquities. Government is also 
considering further legislative measures.
