PRESIDENT'S ADDRESS

SECRETARY Sir, I beg to lay on the
Table a copy (1n English and Hindy) of the
President’s Addre s to both the Houses of
Parhiament assembled together on the 13th
March, 1972

(Text of the President's Address in English)

Hon Members of Parliament, the nation
has come through a great test It has
shown unity and courage, compassion and
clarity of vision 1n the face of the external
threat  The world now has a clearer 1dea
of the quality of our people. The life and
liberty of 75 mtlfion people were at stake
in Bangladesh  While the world wavered,
India gave refugee 1o ten million fugitives
from tyrannv, and when attacked, met
aggression stoutly, defended her own free-
dom and went to the aid of Bangladesh in
defence of human freedom

Our armed forces fought with valour,
abihty and a sense of purpose The co-
ordimation among the three services and
other para military forces was exemplary, as
was the spirit of comradeship betueen
officers and jawans Many jawans and
officers made the supreme sacrifice  Many
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more will bear for life the muarks of their
partriotism  As Supreme Commander of
the Defence Forces | salute them and offer
the nations’s sympathv to their families [
acclaim the spirit of the people of our
border areas who showed calmness and
fortitude 1n the face of danger and the dis-
ruption of their normil lives We are
aware of our responstbility for the welfare
and rehab fitation of those who have been
displacea from their homes due to aggres-
sion Civilian  elsewhere also remained
untted and ros to the occasion

The guidan e of Parhhament, the judge-
ment and leadership displayed by the
Government 1n its political, diplomatic and
military policies and decisions, the effective
functioning of the adnunistrative machi-
nery at all levels and the morale and
determination of the people as a whole have
contributed to our success This has given
the country a justifiable sense of confidence
and pride

When [ addressed you last year, I called
upon you to give undivided attention to
economic and soctal transformation We
could not ha.. foreseen that a war would
be forced upon us But every great
challenge met, everv risk taken for a high
cause, every task well done, generates new
capacity and strength  Our unity, sirength
and resolve bave grown during the year

We should use these now to enlarge our
programmes of social justice and equality,
to forge ahead in our quest for self-rehance,
and to pursue even more dctively our basic
polcy of response to friendship, relistance
to pressure and dedication to national inte-
rest and wo-ld peace

In the list twelve months, self-rehance
made gains n spiteof widespread floods tn the
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north and east and drought 1n the Deccan
and the tnflux of Bangladesh refugees wn ch
c.usey all manners of stres, and strain and
brought 1n 1ts wake staggering administra-
tive and organwsational problems The
defence effort to meet Pakistan’s unpro-
vohed aggression imposed further burdens
on the econonty  The peacz on our borde s
1s still uneay and wigilance cannot be
relaxed With the liberation of Bangla-
desh we have to extend 1ep to the new
nation 1 1S economic reconstruction
These factors have led to a re-aligning of
our priorities tn the short run as well as 1in
the longer perspective

Our economy showed resilience In
coping with the unexpected strains of the
ycar The tempo of growth and develop-
ment was maintamned Production of
foodgrains rose by more than 8 per cent,
reaching a record level of 108 million tonnes
in the agricultural year 197071, In the
current year production 1s expected to be
even higher.  As a result the Government
has stopped concessional 1mports ot food-
£rams Exports are Jookinz up  Special
measures for the creation of additional
employment 1n rural a-eas and for the
urban unemployed have mide some progress
It 1s proposed to intensify these measures
The nternim report of the Committee on
Employment has just been received and is
betng studied The Planning Commission
has b-en reconstituted and the plan as a
whole re-appraised

The r1mplementation of land reform
measures has gained momentum  Assam,
Bihar, Kerala and West Bungal have made
headway 1n providing secarity of tenure and
en uring g eater m2tsure of equity n
rentals  Assam  Rajasthan, Tamnl Nadu
and West Bengal have enacted legislation
lowering the previous ceilings on land hold-
mnjis A national pobicy providing for
lower ceilings on agricultural holdings has
baon enunciated, based on the reeo 1menda-
tions of the Ceatral Land Reforms
Committee. The S ate Goverrmoents have
been advised to amand ther laws suitably
n the hizght of these recommendations

Programm s for providing water, electri-
city and credit to farmers have made head
way Credit from public and co-operative
mstitutions 1s flowing (nto  development of

source The Rural Ewectrification Corpora-

tion has sancttoned Rs 105 crores, of which
Rs 43 crores have been advanced to buck-

Slow progress in the mdustrial sector,
however, has been causing concern A number
of remedial steps taken to promote better
utibisation of capacity and to improve the
pace of licensing of new units Special
attent on has been given to the claims of
new and medium entrepreneurs The lending
policies of financial 1nstitutions have been
specially oriented in favour of backward
areas The output of the small-scale sector
has been Increased significantly through
larger allocation of raw matenals and
liberal .mports

Government have provided for greater
outlays 1n the public sector, since such
outlays largely govern the pace of indust-
rial activity in onr economy Task Forces
have been set up :n each Mninstry to assess
progress, identify short-falls, and svggest
changes to accelerate Plan Schemes  The
Industries (Development and Regulations)
Act has been amended to give additional

powers to Government to take over
c o0yl inlustrial un ts. A Plan
Investment Board will soon be set up to

provide a forum for the scrutiny of major
public sector rnvestment proposals through
jomt discussions

My Government have been particularly
anwous to revive mndustrial activity mm West
Bengal P ogress has been made in imple-
menting a sixteen-potnt programme drawn
up for this purpose

In the wake of the recent emergency, I
gave a call for a moratorium on strikes and
lock-outs to ensur» that industrial unrest
does not slow down industrial prograss The
Prime Minister has also mitiated a dialogue
w.th the leaders of the trade umon move-
ment I bave no doubt that workers will
fully contribute to the mantenance of
industrial peace They may rest assured
that Government will ensure that the gains
of ncreased productivity are equitably
shared

The tendency on the part of aid giving
countites to use their credits as a lever to
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influence owr policies adld, urgen y to our
attainment of sef-relhiance. It 1s imperative
that we should fili agricuitural gap,, achieve
full utilisation of 1nstatled ¢ pacity, avoid
strikes and lock-outs and achieve increased
i roductivi'y all round. Increased produc-
tion of steel and ferulisers 1n the industrial
secior and of commercial crops such as
cotton and oilseeds 1n the agricultural
sector and enhancement of our own techno-
logtcal competence hold the kev to Arthik
Swaroj  We should give the highest priority
to effizlency in production and cost com-
petitiveness  Export promotion and import
substitution should be pursued with grim
determination

Pieliminary work 1s in progress on the
new steel plants at Salem, Vishakhapatnam
and Vijaynagar Government have taken
a decision to set up a holding company for

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Simultaneously, with reduced reliance

requires greater mooilisatton of domestic
resources and stricier financial disciphne
all rouid Steps are being taken in con-
sultatto1 with State Governments to brirg
about reluction 1n their overdrafts by he
close of the current financial year Measures
need to be devised to tap for national
development part of the addrtional incomes
which are accuring to the affluent sections
of the farming community Government
have appointed an Expert Committee to
examine the problem

1t 1s a matter for some satisfaction that
despite the enormous tncrease 1n  the
Govejnment’s commitments on account of
refugee relief and hostilities with Pakistan,
the price situation did not get out of
control However, Government are not
complacent, and will maintain a close watch
over prices and distribution of essential
commodities The public distribution system
will be strengthened and credit policy kept
under constant review

The Mid-Term Appraisal of the Plan
has shown that social welfare schemes tend
to be given low priority 1n  the course of
implementation  This 1s being rectified

A scheme has been approved to piovide
Central assistan~e for house sites for Jand-
less rural workers This will supplement
the measures taken by State Governments to
protect tenants facing eviction by landlords
Govarnment have also approved a scheme
for the improvement of urban slums. The
urban reconstruction and renewal pro-
gramme for the Calcutta Metropolitan area
continued wvith Mll vigour  In the current

year over Rs 40 crores are expected to be
spent o1 water supply, transportation,
housing and other developmantal activities

The Government gave effect to the
reorgantsation of the north-eastern region
The new States of Manipur, Meghalaya and
Tripura and the Union Territories of
Mizoram and Arunachal Pradesh have come
into existence  The nation’s good wishes
go to the people of these areas. The
North-Eastern Council will be established
soon I hope that the States and the Union
Territories of the North-East will make
rapid progress through close co-otdination
of their development effort,

Elections have just taken place In six-
teen States and two Union Territories
The peaceful manner 1in which they were
held has again demonstrated the maturity
of our people and their enduring faith 1n
parliamentary democracy The new Govern-
ments which will take office in different
States 1in accordance with the choice made
by our people will receive 1he whole-hearted
support of my Government in our common
task of eliminating poverty and achieving
social justice

The emergence of Bangladesh under
the leadership of Sheikh Mujibur Rahman
1s 2 landmark in the histcry of our sub-
contmnent, 1ndeed m man’s search for
freedom  We share the happiness of the
people of Bangladesh 1n thair triumph  We
are gratified that our armed forces have
been able to return from Bangladesh so
speedily  Sheikh Mujibur Rahman and his
colleagues have had a series of discussions
with our governmental leaders on matters
of mutual interest  Qur Prime Minister 1s
visiting Dacca for further discussions, and
to convey the greetings of the people ot
India to the heroic people of Bangladesh
My Government are giving Bangladesh the
fullest possible co-operation 1n the enormous
task of rehabilitating 1ts uprooted people
and the reconstruction of its economy  We
look forward to un.nterrupted growth of
co-operation 1n all fields between our two
countries The simlarity 1n our ideals
and outlook holds a good augury tor the
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growth of such relations A strong, peace-
ful and friendlv Bangladesh will add to the
strength and stability of +he sub continent as
well as of Asiy We are confident that the
new nation will be enabied to make an effec-
tive contribution to the community of
nations

We extend a hand of friendship also to
the people and Government of Pakistan
We have taken the 1nitiative in proposing
direct talks between our two countries with-
out any pre conditions We hope that
Pakistan will accept the changed situation
on ti e sub-continent and re<pond to our
mitiative in a spit of goodwill  India
has no territorial designs on Pakistan or
any other country Our unilateral and
voluntaty declaration of a cease-fire on the
Western sector, once the Pakistan forces

surrendered in Bangladesh, confirmed this,
if indeed confirmation were necessary
Our foreign policy encountered, and

successfully overcame, complex challenges
in the pcst year The correctness of our
analysss of the t7 ces at work on the sub-
continent, and the restraint we showed 1n
dealing with them, have been widely

recogmsed There has been a screngthening
of our relattons with most of our neigh-
bours

The signing of the Indo Soviet Treaty
of Peace, Friendsh'p and Co-operation n
August last year <et the seal on a friendship
that has been tested by time It is a treaty
of peace against war It 1s not aimed
against any country

We welcome the entry, though belated,
of the People’s Republic of China 1nto the
United Nations, a step which we had been
consistently advocating ~ We hope that this

will promote peace and stability in Asia
and the world
There was great disappointment in our

country at the lack of sympathy displayed
by the Government of the United States of
America towards the struggle of the people
of Bangladesh for their democratic rights
and {fundamental freedom  Public opinion
in the United States of America has
this sympathy 1n abundant
measure and has been critical of the policies
of the erctwhile military regime of Pakistan
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This gives us hope that our relations with
the United States of Amozrica, based on
mutual respect and understanding, will not
be allowed to deteriorate

One of the important nternational
developments of the year was the move of
the United States of America and China to
rearrange their relations We hope that
this will lead to a true refaxation of tensions
and not to a sharpening of divisions

The configuration of world forces 1s
changing rapidly Relations between super
powers and between them and other powers,
are also undergoing a change However,
there are certain basic points which have to
be borne in muind by all States, big and
small  There should not be any attempt
to carve out spheres of influence by the
application of the doctrine of balance of
power in this region or to dictate to coun-
tries, big or small, regarding ther
relationships with other countries India
does not seek leadership or domination
Nor will 1t tolerate domination by any
country We want this sub-continent and
indeed the entire South Asian region and
the Ind an Ocean area to be free from power
rivalries or domination and to develop into
an area of peace and co-operation rather
than one of confrontation India would
also like to encourage and foster greater
regional co-operation, particularly in the
fields of technology, trade and transit,
science and culture, first and forcmost
between the ccuntries of the sub-continent
and then with other countries of South
Asia, South Fast Asia and West Asia

My Government wclcome the Foor-
Power Berlin Accord and hope that the
process of detente in Europe will continue,
leading to stable agreements among the
countries concerned

The emergence of Bahramn, Qatar and
the United Arab Emirates as free nations 1s
a welcome development.

My Government deeply regret that the
conflicts 1n West Asia and Vietnam are
continuing My Government hore that
the attempts to arrive at a peaceful settle-
ment 1n both these areas will bear early
frurt  The intensified bombing in Vietnam
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1s not consistent with the desire for
ful negotiations.

peace-

With the steady implementation of the
Indo-Ceylon Agreement on Citizenship and
increased  economic  co-operation, our
relations with Ceylon have been strength-
ened The successful conclusion of a new
Trade and Transit Treaty with Nepal has
removed a source of misunderstanding bet-
ween the two countries and paved the way
towards an era of co operation to our
mutual benefit

The sudden demise of His Majesty King
Mahendra of Nepal has been a matter of
deep sorrow to us. We extend our good
wishes and co-operation to the new Kipg,
and the Government and the people of
Nepal, We should like to assure them of
our continuing friendship and co-operation
for strengthening peace, progress and stabi-
Ity 10 this region.

We have close relations with Bhutan
and it was a matter of deep satisfaction
that Bhutan was admitted as a member of
the Umited Nations in September 1971
Qur co-operation with Bhutan has been in
keeping with our earlier assurances and s
bound to grow 1n the interests of both
countries and peoples.

A survey of our nternal and external
affairs must inevitably include a reference to
the legislative and other business which
will coma up before vou.
