There is a scheme for the dispersal of 8 lakh
refugees outside West Bengal, Already 1.32
lakh refugees have been dispersed to Madhya
Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar.

Another place was that with regard to the
appointment of Shri Siddaratha Shankar Ray
the division of powers should be functional,
and not territorial. 1 absolutely agree with
Shri Pitamber Das ji when he raised that
point, I personally am convinced that this
power is functional. and not territorial, If any
Member in the House today think that Bengal
is a particular territory and does not consider
the Bengal problem to be an All-India prob-
lem, I do not agree with him. It is of na-
tional importance. That is the point that has
been made. I would not, therefore, say that
it is territorial; it is purely, really and logically,
too, functional.

With these words—I would not take much
of the time of the hon. Member—1 would like
to appeal once again to the Members of all
political parties that the problems of Bengal in
general, and of Calcutta in particular, really

SHRI U. N. MAHIDA (Gujarat): Mr.
Vice-Chairman, after an exceptionally long
recital of demands, I do not know whether
much substantial can be added with which
Government can comply. Itisa very simple
task for one to goon making demands, but
the task of preparation of budget is a difficult
task. I shall, therefore, restrict-myself to a few
items on which special attention may be
necessary.

While we look forward for development,
more works and more capital projects, it is
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cqually necessary that we do take advantage
of projects that we have already constructed.
Much more attention than what is being given
should be given to the development of projects
that we have already constructed. I will quote
one example. With great fanfare and gusto,
they opened the Kakarapara canal as early as
1953-54, saying that five lakh acres of land
will be irrigated by that canal. Sir, now
seventeen years have passed. Even today the
area irrigated is much less. to a very large
extent, because itis without filled channels.
Mus€ we go on constructing large project,
sinking crores of rupees, when agriculturists
are denied the advantage of water that you
have brought to their villages, but not to
their fields ? This is not a solitary example,
It is happening in many projects, I, therefore,
draw the attention of the government and
specially the engineers and appeal to them that
they must pay special attention to this aspect.
This will yield better results. Not that I will
be slow in making demands for larger and
bigger projects. But that should not amount
to neglect of the assets already created.

The next question would be a supplemental
one and that is regarding the village water
supply. Asearly as 1947 or 1948 the govern-
ment of Bombay under the premiership of the
late Kher started a scheme at the instance of
the Father of the Nation, Mahatma Gandhi
so that each wvillage should have at least the
minimum facility of drinking water. For two
or three years the scheme was worked with
enthusiasm. Inthose days money was scarce
and still about Rs. 80 lakhs were spent and
then the thing was forgotten. Today I am
glad that the Gujarat government has taken up
village water supply with great interest. It
is a very simple matter to bring water through
long pipelines, build a reservoir and take
water to the villages that are prosperous. Not
that these areas should be denied water, but
the interior, hilly areas where Advasis live
and in areas where Harijans live, should also
get water. In these areas, where it is difficult
to find water by the efforts of the people
there, the Government must pay greater
attention. These areas are not receiving much
attention now, This task should be undertaken
with missionary zeal and not for purposes of
publicity and garlands. When you dig wells
even today after so many years of independence
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Harijans are being deprived of water facilities
by the village people. The law is there andit
should be enforced. We must not encourage
too much segregation by giving too many
wells, not that people should be denied this
facility. But do not create segregation.
Harijans must be permitted to use the same
wells used by other people in the villages.
When Harijan population is large in a parti-
cular village, they can be given separate wells.
Government must see that the law is enforced
in such a way that superior classes of people,
the caste Hindus do not obstruct Harijans from
drawing water from the common wells. I am
not saying this for proposes of propaganda.
I live in villages and stay in villages. This s
5p. M.

being done even today. They have not got
the facilities which the law has given them.

Then, Sir, I come to the same question of
water supply. While we are trying to bring
water from places miles away through pipelines
and from reservoirs, in the same areas we are
not seeing how trouble arises or has increased.
In the whole coastal area, right from the Surat
District up to Jamnagar and Kutch areas, the
phenomenon of invasion of salinity is taking
place. Wherever possible, sweet water is
being extracted and exploitation of the under-
ground water is going on without much regu-
lation. The result is that the villages like the
village Sonawadi meaning the village pro-
ducing gold and many other villages in the
Surat District and also in Bhavanagar,
Jamnagar, Junagarh and other areas are
being ruined because of the invasion of salinity.
There is a solution to this problem and the
solution is not as difficult as is made out.
Waters that are running waste can be utilized
for, what they call, re-charging. In the coastal
and other areas, waters are being abstracted
and measures must now be taken to see that
we are not starved of water in the next twenty
years. Re-charging of aquifers that is, injecting
water artificially to underground strata is a
thing which must be commenced. Also the
idea of “spreading basin” is not a new idea.
We have not devoted enough attention to this
subject. So, merely drawing water and for-
getting every thing is not enough. Re-charging
of water by “spreading basins’ is very necess-
ary. While you do construct check-bunds,
mere construction of check-bunds is not enough,
It is thesame question that we are dealing
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with, whether it is the underground water
or surplus water, or spent water. The house
will be discussing this at the kind of the Pre-
vention of Polution Bill and I, therefore,
will not take any more time on this subject.

Then, Sir, there is the question which I
would refer rather reluctantly, because it has
been discussed a little earlier. And that is the
question of investment, the large investment,
on the capital project of Gujarat. I would not
have reverted to the subject, But I find, on
scanning the Press which I have done quite
seriously, that even the authoritative statements
of Ministers even the written statements and
written requests are, to put it mildly are
formed into political propaganda. The only
statement that is important, as far as I am
concerned is that—and I repeat it—that the
method and the manner in which the work or
the projectis proceeding is a colossal waste,
Another thing is that it has been “a plunge in
the dark.” The one thing that I have been
advocating is that there should be a full-fledged
investigation into it, into what you are doing
and what you have landed yourselfin, Itis
only a question of focussing a powerful
searchlight on the steps that have plunged the
State of Gujarat into this financial morass. And
it is the duty of the Government to investigate
into this matter and that is all that I have been
pleading for. T am grateful to the present
Government for having done one thing and
that is, when the last Government went out,
they left us with a fait accompli which may not

= unfortunately for them remain a fait accompli
and that is this. The total Fourth Five Year
Plan provision for the Capital project has been
Rs. 18.25 crores. With the expenditure already
incurred during the first two years and the
proposed expenditure for the current year of
the order of Rs. 3.03 crores, the balance from
Plan provision for the future years would be
only Rs. 3.25 crores. And over 757 of the
work in terms of physical requirements is yet
to be done for the whole scheme. Balance
from the Plan provision is only Rs. 3.25 crores
for the next two years but the funds are not
there. The balance from the Gujarat Capital
Construction Fund has been ‘nil’ even before
the commencement of last year 1970-71. Here
is a Budget publication—Budget Publication
No. 10 of this year—I am again speaking only
from the budget point of view. In spite of the
“Gujarat Capital Construction Fund” being
completely exhausted, and there being “minus”
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balances, a provision of 5 crores had been
made. Iam glad that the present Govern-
ment’s budget has substantially cut it down
and kept the provision only to ‘Completion of
Works in progress’—what sometimes engineers
call ‘bringing the works to a safe stage’. I am
grateful to the Government that no new works
are to be started. Is it not the stage at which
re-thinking is possible ? After all what is the
greatest need of a Government at a new seat ?
A Legislature ; a Secretariat. Nothing of
construction of that kind has been done. Great
bungalows have been constructed. Estimates
have been made up to Rs. 2.25 lakhs. You
have spent Rs. 6 lakhs and that too more on a
single bungalow. And you preach that you
are having a socialist pattern. Then again,
you push through the project with the promise
that cheap methods of construction will be
evolved. You have spent public money on
experiments, saying that cheap housing schemes
will be evolved or that the rate of construction
will be brought down, that efforts have been
made to reduce the cost and to add to the
living comforts, That cost per sq. ft. of plinth
area had worked out to about Rs. 9and
Rs. 8.6 for the two types studied, That is the
promisc you made to the people. And you
construct works that are as costly as any
where else, cost ranging from Rs. 25 to Rs, 35
per sq. ft, and even more. Did you not tell the
people that you were starting this project with
different types of ideals? You have promised
that cheap housing schemes will be evolved.
And in spite of that promise you have em=
barked on schemes likely to cost Rs. 60 crores
or more. Is it not the duty of the Government
and the enginecrs concerned to evolve modern
methods of construction so that construction
can be cheap ? Even when your estimates get
beyond your financial competence, you do
not look back and examine things. A recital
of requirements is easy to be made but where
are the funds to come from? And, therefore,
it is my submission that unless you want all
the development programmes of Gujarat to
suffer for a generation, for 10 to 20 years, look
back and examine your facts. The project as
now conceived will on completion cost Rs. 70
crores—interest added, it may be Rs. 80 crores;
some authorities may put it at Rs. 100 crores.
Then, you have no money, and yet to persist
in the folly of continuing the colossal extravag-
ance that you have once taken up, just because
it has got started. This is not correct, is not
fair to the poor people. I come from an
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agricultural class. The agriculturists have to
pay annually Rs.6crores as land revenue.
And to undertake an additional burden of
Rs. 8 crores for mere luxury of a New Capital
is a folly.

AN HON. MEMBER:

SHRI U. N. MAHIDA : Thisis a figure
for the future annual burden, I shall exchange
notes with him and I shall cooperate in the
review of the figures. These figures are not
wrong. My figures have only been revised
yesterday in co-operation with the engineers
from the same State. Of "course, all these facts
and figures will be slowly published. Then I
have spoken of the experiments, I have spoken
of the accounts of the “Gujarat Capital
Construction Fund.” The Planning Commis-
sion will also have to take note of this. How
long can we go on with this type of extravagant
financing, putting the State in this type of
financial quagmire ?

Then, much is said about the facilities. It
was promised that it will be a very promising
resort with excellent transport facilities. People
are dying due to lack of transport and you
promised that a metre gauge railway of 12
miles and a broad gauge railway of 10.5 miles
will be constructed. It was a promise. You
led the people to acquiesce. The people did
not acquiesce ; but what can they do when the
Government is powerful. And yet today after
12 years there is no possibility of the railway
coming. The Railway Board has persistently
refused to oblige. And the cost that you have
been speaking about does not include the cost
of these railways.

Then, Sir, after all Budgets can be improved
if you look into the economy and examine the
same. Again, please do not interrupt by saying
that figures are wrong. I am quoting from the
very Budget publication before you. The
establishment charges on construction of this
project are 14 per cent. When the works are
worth a crore of rupees the establishment
charges are 14 lakhs of rupees. The year’s
work is to cost about Rs, 2.5 crores and the
establishment charges are Rs. 35 lakhs. A 14
per cent on establishment charges is a colossal
waste. When the works expenditure figures
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get more and more, the establishment charges
must be less and less. When you have huge
projects, the establishment charges must be
much low. Therefore, I draw the pointed
attention of this Government and those in
power that this matter be very urgently
investigated. Even a few lakhs of rupees saved
will be a good saving for a poor State like
Gujarat.

Again reverting to the contradictions regard-
ing figures, I will only take a couple of minutes
to say that while I am here on the floor of this
House to present the figures, what is criticized
outside is entirely different and imaginary. I
am deeply grateful and I feel gratified that the
efforts that I have made, have brought
excellent response from the Minister. But
again, it is misquoted and sometimes misinter-
preted. I will take the opportunity of quoting
only two lines and that, I take, is the decision
of the Government because the hon. Minister
has said so. And this is exactly what I pleaded
and nothing more, What I pleaded is more
than conceded. And that conceding is that not
only new works have already been stopped but
restarting or “continuation of work® is now a
difficult process. I am speaking of what the
Government has said. I quote: ‘‘regarding
continuation of ‘work’.” I am only emphasis-
ing the words “continuation of work”. But to
resume the quotation: “Obviously any deci-
sion regarding the continuation of work or the
question of shifting cannot be taken during the
President’s Rule. It will have to wait till the”
formation of a popular Ministry as such, an
important decision can only be taken by a
popular Ministry in which the people of
Gujarat will have confidence.”” This is exactly
what I pleaded, Sir, in a memorandum that I
have submitted. I have eirculated the same
to the people and I am grateful to the
Minister for this pronouncement. I am sure,
after this the facilities required for investiga-
tions, the facilities required for study will be
afforded to those who are co-operative in the
matter and that no attempts will be made to
suppress expression of enlightened public
opinion and that there will be willingness on
the part of all concerned to cooperate in the
efforts to see that the State of Gujarat is saved
if from nothing else, if not from all public
difficulties—at least from this great financial
morass.

SHRIMATI SUSHILA ROHATGI: Mr.
Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is indeed an irony of
fate that the State of Gujarat, which has pro-
duced the Father of our nation, the Father who
got us independence, should be under the Pre-
sident’s rules today, and that the Budget which
should have been debated on the floor of the
State Assembly is being passed by Parliament
to day. But that is a matter of stability and
stability is absolutely essential for running any
administration. As such there was no other
way out and in order torun itin accordance
with the provisions laid down in the Constitu-
tion, the Budget has been brought forward
here.

I am extremely thankful to the Members
for making speeches in a dignified manner and
I congratulate the Members for their construc-
tive suggestions. Apart from that, some very
relevant points have been brought out.
I would confine myself strictly to the Budget,
leaving the other political side.

Sir, the Budget shows a deficit of Rs. 1,29
crores which should be covered up in normal
course of time by improvement in income and
savings during the year. Revenue surplus of
Rs. 14.35 crores; capital expenditure of
Rs. 46.43 crores; Central assistance is to the
tune of Rs, 31.60 crores; 11 per cent will be
spent on industry, mining and transport, 28 per
cent on power, 39 per cent of the outlay on
agriculture, cooperation, community develop-
ment. And a specific provision of Rs. 25 lakhs
has been made for Scheduled Castes and
Tribes.

Regarding matters which have been high-
lighted by all the Members here, I would say
about irrigation projects that a number of pro-
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jects are being continued and they are in the
process of completion. The Kandana Project is
expected to be completed by June 1974 and
Rs. 353.75 lakhs have been kept for Kandana.
For the Mahi Canal Project Rs. 124.34 lakhs
are proposed. Since extremely slow progress
of the work is registered by Sahakari Mandli
Limited, the Governor has decided to carry on
the work departmentally, having taken away
the work from them. About the Narmada
Project, you know that a tribunal under the
Chairmanship of Mr. Justice Ramaswami, ret-
ired judge of the Supreme Court, has been set
up and the decision of the Tribunal will be
final and binding on all sides and the Supreme
Court will have no jurisdiction over this dis-
pute. And we are awaiting the publication of
the decision of the Tribunal.

Regarding electricity, certain schemes have
been taken up and they have been expanded.
There is the expansion of the Dhuvaran
Thermal Power Station which will generate a
capacity of 280 MW and of Ukai Hydro
Project with 300 MW capacity and this is in an
advanced stage of implementation. By March
1971 it is expected that 3951 villages and
66159 wells would have been electrified.

About industrialisation hon. Members were
very keen to know. About the steps taken for
industrialisation, I would just quote certain
figures, The State has good commercial indus-
trial bias. The Indian Petro-Chemical Corpo-
ration Limited has started its work. The Airo-
matic Project will be commissioned by the end
of 1972 and naphtha cracker costing Rs. 30
crores is expected to be completed by 1974.
The fertiliser project in the cooperative sector
is to be established at Kandla Kalol. It is
expected that a sufficient employment potential
will be generated by this to the new projects
and help relieve unemployment.

About agriculture, foodgrains production is
expected to be 35 lakh tonnes as against 30-89
lakh tonnes in 1969.70. The Governor has now
directed the appointment of an officer-on-
special duty for attending to preliminary work
for setting up the Gujarat Agricultural Univer-
sity.

Absyt land reforms I realise the difficulties
associated. I would only say that the Finance
Minister on the 20th March had made a general
statement announcing the Government’s inten-
tion thatland revenue should be abolished so
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far asthe small holders are concerned. But
this was a policy matter and it was left to the
future clected popular Ministry to take the
initiative and to follow it up. Hence this
remission of land revenue could not be imple-
mented during the Governor’s regime. There
is another factor as to why it has not been
undertaken. Even for the Panchayats which
received grants-in-aid from this land revenue,
it will be difficult to finance them. And addi-
tional taxation may be necessary. Morcover,
implementation of this decision would also
require an amendment of the Bombay Land
Revenue Code.

The Industries (Development and Regula-
tion) Act provides for a Committee of Investi-
gation to be appointed by the Government of
India on whose recommendation the sick mills
can be taken over by the Gujarat State Textile
Corporation. This is a very vital matter and I
think this will help the problem. Then regarding
distribution of land to adivasis and other back-
ward classes, which was raised by a number
of Members here, the Government have issued
certain orders for allotment on a permanent
basis of certain forest lands to adivasis and
backward classes persons. The Governor has
confirmed this decision and regularised the
possession of forestland which wasin possession
of these persons for over 10 years.

The right to work was stressed by Mr.
Mathur. I am happy to say that the Govern-
ment has taken certain steps in this regard.
The 12 Ambar Charkha Centres will provide
employment to 1,550 persons during 1971-72.
1 would like to say very categorically that there
is no intention of benefiting the Congress Party
in any way whatsoever, The basic idea is to
provide employment to the poor and needy.
The Central Sector Scheme announced by the
Prime Minister under which Gujarat’s share
is Rs, 14 crores is distinct from the above
scheme. Apart from this, there is an additional
provision of Rs. 30 lakhs in the Budget for
providing employment to educated unemployed.
In the Fourth Plan, there is a provision of
Rs. 1.5 crores, So, the Gujarat Government
has a scheme for ‘the right to work’ and I hope
in future this scheme will be expanded further,

About gas and oil, itis a vital matter con-
cerning not only Gujarat but the country as a
whole, The Prime Minister’s award on the
28th Décember 1968 had fixed the royalty on
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[ Shrimat: Sushila Rohatgi ]

crude oil payable by the Government of India
to the Government of Gujarat at Rs 10 per
ton. This award expires on the 31st December
1971. In the meantime, a committee has been
appotnted to adwvise the Government about
the new rate after the expiry of the present
award. Sumilarly, about the State Fertilizer
Company, the Siate Government’s share of
51 per cent 1s under Government’s considera-
tion.

Regarding Education, one of the Members
had mentioned the controversy that has been
raised over secondary education in Gujarat.
The Governor had reviewed the decwsion of
the former Chief Minuster. This deciston was
taken just a couple of days before the Chief
Minister laid down his office, that secondary
education would be made free in the State of
Gujarat commencing from this academic year.
But this was reviewed from various points of
view. I understand that this deciston was not
taken after consulting the full Cabinet as
required under the rules of business.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI A. D.
MANI) : You want to answer all the points
or you want to wind up the debate ?

SHRIMATI SUSHILA ROHATGI : Just
as you hike. All these points have been rased
by Members and I thought I was duty-
bound to reply to all those ponts. If there 13
any hurry. .

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA (West Bengal) .
Sir. I submut to you that when the Mimster
1s sertously replying, point by point, whuch is
a good habt she 15 cultivating. .

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI A. D.
MANTI) : It is a very good habit. I compli-
ment her on answering all the points.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: I appeal to
you also not to get 1nto the habit of compli-
menting ladies too much.

SHRIMATI  SUSHILA ROHATGI :
Since the Members have raised certain points,
I think it would be in the fitness of things
thatI reply to them. May be, they are not
sausfactory, but I would like to reply to all the
points.

[ RAJYA SABHA ]
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Sir, about Education, there is a lot of mis-
uderstanding. But the basic fact remains
that the decision was modified with the result
that full freeship is now adnussible to boy
students the income of whose parents does not
exceed Rs 3,600 per annum Earlier it was
only Rs. 1,200. Now it has been raised to
Rs 3,600. And half freeship 1s now admis-
sible to boys whose parents are not earning
over Rs 4,800 per annum, This has also been
increased from the earliet limit. During 1971~
72 Rs 216 crores would be spent on this
scheme and it will benefit about 3 lakh students
and up to 1973-74 it would be further extended
benefiting about 4 lakh students,

Now Shr1 Rajnarain is also here, the other
time also he said that about 20 per cent of the
State Exchequer should be spent on education.
Gujarat 15 a State which s making about 20
per cent. I think this Budget would beina
posttion to give 20 per cent on education 1n
the State of Gujarat,

One point was stressed about ammal hus-
bandry, perhaps by Shrimati Pushpaben
Mehta. I would like to say that for amimal
husbandry an allocation of Rs. 675 lakhs has
been made in the Fourth Five Year Plan and
a provision of Rs. 111.88 lakhs has been pro-
posed for 1971-72 which can be divided into
cattle development, poultry development,
sheep development and veterinary  services.
And there are several schemes under each of
these above heads. I think what she wanted
1n this direction is recewving full attention and
the Budget would be 1n a position to meet the
requirements as desiced by her.

About family planning also she has expres-
sed her doubts and there 1s a view which 15
shared by many Members and I think the
correct tume will come when family planmng
as a subject 1s discussed when I think we can
go 1nto greater detail because this 15 an all-
India matter, not relating only to Gujarat,
Famuly Planning 1s a Centrally sponsored
scheme and in the Fourth Plan we expect to
spend Rs. 17 crores on this. During 1971-72
an amount of Rs, 1.42 crores has been speci-
fically set aside for this.

There 1s another pownt regarding drinking
water faciities and I quite understand the
concern of the Members ia that. I think this
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Budget makes encugh provision for that, A
programme of Rs. 395.86 lakhs has been drawn
up for the year 1971-72 the total break-up of
which is as under :

(Rs. in lakhs)

Urban Water Supply Scheme 75.25
Rural Water Supply Scheme 287.36
Urban Drainage Scheme 13.00
Rural Drainage Scheme 1.00
Others 19.25

All these make a total of Rs. 395.86 lakhs.
Drinking water is the basic thing and itisa
vital factor and I am glad that this provision
has been made, and I am sure all honourable
Members of the various political parties will
agree to that.

Then ahout land ceiling in Gujarat they are
expressing their doubts that there may not be
some ceiling on land and so on. We find that
different land ceilings have been fixed accord-
ing todifferent classifications of land in Gujarat.
Land ceiling has been fixed in such a way that
it would yield an annual net income of
Rs. 3,600.

With these points I would like to say that
this is a State of which we are extremely proud.
We see great future in this State.

Then there is one point which has been
harassing especially a Jan Sangh Member and
that is about the coastal border line. And this
is a point which is shared not only by the Jan
Sangh but by the whole country. I would like
to tell him that he need not be panicky about
that issue, Let there be no phobia, no fears,
about it. The country is absolutely alive to the
situation, And for his information I may say
that coastal defence, thoughit is a matter of
the Defence, is the main concern of the Iudian
Navy and it will take care of it. About our
efforts and the morale of the people, there is
a village defence scheme known as Sagar
Rakshaka Dal where in the villages the pezople
are given training so far as the protection of
their coastal line is concerned.

With these words, I am sure the Budget
will receive the commendation of the entire
House.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI A, D.
MANI) : The question is—

“That the Bill to authorise payment
and appropriation of certain sums from and
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out of the Consolidated Fund of the State
of Gujarat for the services of the financial
year 1971-72, as passed by the Lok Sabha
be taken into consideration.””

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL : Under Ministers’
Residences Rules, 1962, a ceiling has been
laid down on furniture that can be kept by a
Minister free of rent. This covers items of
furniture and electrical appliances. These are
