(SHRI I. K. GUJRAL): (a) and (b) According 
to the orders issued by the Ministry of Home 
Affairs, winter uniforms in blue colour and 
summer uniforms in white colour are supplied 
to certain categories of class IV staff like 
Jamadars, Daftries Record Sorters, Junior 
Gestetner Operators, Peons and Messengers. 
All other class IV employees including 
scavenging staff and Chowkidars are provided 
both summer and winter uniforms in khaki 
colour. Summer uniforms are made of khadi 
and winter uniforms in mill-made serge for all 
employees. The  difference is thus only in      
the 

[   colour   of   the   uniforms   and   not   in
