SHRI SURLSH J. DESAI (Gujarat) : Mr,
Depuly Chairman, Sir, T rise (o support the
resulution moved by my friend, the Deputy
Home Minister. Six months is a very small
period to judge the merits of any administra~
tion. However, the report which has been
cuculated shows that a lot ol good work has
becnn done, It must be said to the credit o' the
Governor that not only has he pursued the
projects which has been already on the anvil,
but he has successfully concluded quite a
nunber of them, The report shows that the
State Planning Advisoly Board was re-con-
stituted and a number of working groups were
appointed and all of them have submitted their
reports by the end of November. It has also fur-
ther stated that a mid-term  appraisal ol the
State’s resources for the Fourth Plan, carried
out recently in consultation with the Planning
Cormmission, has revealed that the State’s
resources have gone up by Rs.15 crores, from
R4.455 crures to Rs.500 crores. It would, there-
fore, be possible to step up the size ot the State’s
Foutth Pian to Rs.500 crores. s agaiust the
ariginally approved size of Rs.405 crores. This
15 ,also a very good achievement. It has further
stated that the Stale has made a remarkable
progeess in realising some of the physical targets
of the Fourth Plan. In foodgrains production,
the State has achieved the I'ourth Plan taiget of
41 lakh (onnes in the second year of the Foumth
Plan. The State is now very near to becoming
self-sutficient in foodgrains. In oil seeds produc-
tion, the Fourth Plan target of 17.78 lakh tonnes
has been substantially exceeded in the second
year of the Fourth Plan. In Coopetation also
the Stane s made notalle progiess. This shows
thai suie ol the targets which were to be  achi-
eved at the end of the Fourth Plan have already
heen achieved in the second year of the Fourth
Pl Tt has also further stated that the State
has< taken an initiative in evolving the scheme
‘Right to Work’ lor which a provision of Rs.2.5
caores is included in the State’s Fourth Plan.
Twelve Ambar Cbarkha Centres been
sanctioned under the scheme this year so that
even the old and infinn whose mobility is seve-
rely restricted, can take advantage of the scheme
‘Right to Work®, This is also a notable achieve-
meut.

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As far as Public Works Departmient is conce-
rned, while discussing the Kadana Rescivoir
Project the report states that the Dam  work s
in progress and unless the hydro-electric Project
is cleared, there will be botilenecks in the
construction of the dam work which is a project
financed by the International Development
Association. The State Gevernment is now
informed in Qctober 1971 that the Planning
Commission would give clearance in principle
to this project very soon. 1 hope that the Home
Ministry would pursue the matter becauss in
this project the International Devclopment
Association is also a partner and the Home
Ministry should pursue the matter further so
that the Planning Commussion’s approval is
granted very soon,

As far as the financial position is  concerned,
it has been very satisfactory and I must say that
we are proud to mention 1hat Gujarat is one ol
the few States in the country which have not
taken an overdraft [rom the Reserve Bank.
Wher the Budget estimates were presented in
March, 1971, they showed a deficit of Rs.8.25
crores. The Budget was recast and the revised
cstimates as presented to and passed by Parlia-
ment in July, 1971, showed only a sinall deficit
of Rs.1.29 crores. And this is also proposed to
be miet by the economists in the nondevelop-
ment expenditure.

In the ficld of industries, mines, power aund
petroleum also the State has made notable
prog.ess, The aluminium complex has been now
practically finalised. As a rvesult of the efforts
made by the Governor, he was alle to persuade
the Union Minister for Steel to agree Lo the
formation of a separate company for exploiting
the Bauxite Ores in the State through Rs. 130
crores giant aluminium Complex consisting of
units for production of alumina, an aluminium
smelter and fabrication units, The Government
of India has already been requested to initiate
project planning for this aluminium complex.
This is also a very notable achievement of the
Government of Gujarat.

Further, all the policies of the Govcrmnent
of Gujarat have been progressive and quite a
lot of progress has been done though a lot of
things remain to be done in the field of indu-
stry. in the field ol shipping and also in the
field of adequate power supply. For tustance,
the output of the basic products and their
utilisation by user industiies has to be coordin-
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ated so that problems tegarding excess produc-
tion or lack ol timely and adequate demand
are avoided. At present the output of ethylene
is expected 1o Dle 1.3 lakh tonnes whereas the
capacity planned for consumption is 1 lakh
tonnes, 30,000 tonnes remains to be plan-
ned. This opens up prospects for plants manu-
facturing vinyl chloride and styrene or polyst-
yrene. This is \ery necessary development and
it must be attended to not only by the Govern-
ment of Gujarat. but something has to be done
by the Potroleum and Chemicals Ministry here
at Delhi. 'The capansion of the Gujarat refinery
should be so planned and execute as to reach a
capacity of 10 1nillion tons, Lt can then serve
as a centre both for proressing crude oil
ohtained locally as also from our off-shore ficlds
and from abroad.

Another impoitant thing which should be
done very soon iy the supply of adequate electric
power at reasonable cost. In {act the per capita
consumption of power in Gujarat is already
very low. As compared to other States the per
capita consumpticn in Gujarat is very low. In
Delhi it is 273 KWH, in Punjab 159 KWH, in
Maliarashtra 153 KWH and in Gujarat it is
only 135 KWH. The cost of electric power in
Gujarat is also very high. This hammpers develop-
mont of industiics there. 1{ we compare the
cost of power pci KWH, it comes 1o 2.50 paise
in Maharashtra under Tata installation and
under other installations it is 3 paise ; in Punjab
it is 2 paise : in Bihar it is 4 paise ; in West
B-ugal it is 4 paise ; in Tamil Nadu it is 4
paise ; in Madhya Pradesh it is 4.30 paisc and
in Gujarat it comes to 5.80 pzisc. If the price
of RFO i raiscd as demanded by the Oil and
Natural Gas Commission, then the cost will
rise to @ paise per KWH, It will be a great
impediment 1o the development of dustries
in Gujarat. There is no reason why thee
shoul! not be a uniform electric power taifl
system all over the countrv. Just like cement,
; pepet  has a uniform price, why not
electritity also ?

of a major all-weather, alon-side berthing port

at a sitc ncar the mouth of River Narmada
must be undertaken at the earliest. Already
commercial organisations such as the Chambers
of Commerce in Gujarat have represented to
the government about the construction of the
port. The location is ideal because the wind,
wave and other marine conditions arc most
favourable for navigation, etc. An oil port can
also be established with close proximity to

Gujarat refinerv, our off:shore fields and major

foreign sources of imported crude. Nowadays

tankers are about 24 to 3 lakh tonnes, but any
tankers of 60,000 to 80,000 tonnes can be brought
if this port is constructed at the mouth of

River Narmada and it should be an all-weather

port. The Indian Institute of Foreign Trade

has already carried out a survey and they have
made an assessment of a conservative naturc
that the hiterland would provide a iraffic of
over 3 million tonnes in the initial stage. This
is a very hopeful development and if this port
can be developed it will not only helo the back-
ward district of Broach and other parts of

Gujarat, but it will also open up the big

hinterland behind this port which extends up to

Madhya Pradesh. With these words, Sir, [

SHRI K. P. SUBRAMANIA MENON
(Kerala) : Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, while
discussing this Resolution on the continuation
of President’s rule in Gujarat, we have to take
into consideration some of the realities of the
situation in Gujarat. A number of speakers
have spoken about the progress being made Ly
the State in the industrial, in the educational
and other fields. But there is one sphere in
which Gujarat is in dismal depiths. You will be
surprised to know this,

I have recently had an occasion to visit ihat
State and saw the most harrowing things the
scheduled castes and scheduled iribes are suffer-
ing from. The indignities to which they are
subjected, the harassment they are victims to
and the humiliations they suffer from, have no
parallel elsewhere in this country. Itisa
strange fact that a State in which Mahatama
Gandhi was born, a State which is supposed to
be very progressive, shows the worst kind of
untouchability and such other practices, which
should shame any citizen of this country.

Now, Sir, you will be surprised to know that
in Gujarat there is still a sort of, what is called
bonded slavery. There is a section of 50,000
families known as halpathis, and these holpathis
are nothing but slaves. Twenty-two years after
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the Constitution is enacted, if we cannot get
rid of this slavery, what sort of progress we are
making in this country ? It is a shameful thing
that 50,000 families are still livir g under slavery
as the bonded slaves of the zamindars in the
districts of Broach anr Surat in the State of

Gujarat. And what does this Government do?
We have had all sorts of sanctimonious Cong-
ressmen ruling the Stat..

SHRI PITAMBER DAS (Uttar Pradesh) :
What do these fifty lakhs do ? . -

SHRI K.P. SUBRAMANIA MENON:
They are called halpathis.

MR. DEPUTY CHATRMAN: What do

they do ?

SHRI K.P. SUBRAMANIA MINON :
They are cultivators in the sense that they live
under the landlords and they are indebted 1o
them and they have to work for the landlords.
They have absolutely no independence of their
own. And do you know, Sir, what is the wage
they get ? Their wage ranges from 60 nay>
Paise to 150 naye Paise. This is the sort of
progress which the State has made. Of course
it has made some progress, some of the big
fellows have become richer and a iot of indus-
tries have sprung up and a few banias are
making a lot of money out of it. But a large
percentage of the rural population, especially
the landless labourers, the Harijans and the
Adivasis are the worst sufferers.  Then, Sir, is
the problem of their indebtedness ; T shall give
only one or two instances. Wherever there
has been the mixed population of Aduises and
the plains people, the Adwses have lost the
land, Wherever the Adiwvasis themselves consti-
tute the panchayat, and all, they have been able
to withstand the onslaught of the plains people.
But where there has been a mixed population
and the panchayat has been dominated hy the
plains people, they have lost their land. Tn the
Naswadi 1aluka for example, 1500 acres of land
have been alienated by the moneylenders for a
paltry sum of Rs. 1,506,000, which means Rs. 75/-
per acre. The Adivasis were thus cbheated.
They are given paltry sums in  times of some
sort of famine or there is no  work, as
loans. They are given some grains and all, and
the monevlenders charge 150 to 200 per cent as
interest on these things. This goes on accumu-
lating and slowly their lands are taken away,

when
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Then, Sir. it is being said that a lot of land is
being allolted to the Adivasis and the Harijans
Bur what are the [acts > The facts are thal,
cven where the Collector has allotted some
lands, the panchayati institutions, which are
controlled by the landlords and the thakurs, they
set apait these lands as grazing lands, and rot
a cent of land is given to the Harijians and the
Adivasis. The Collector issues orders that sach
and such a plot of land is given to so and so,
but the order is never given effect to, and the
Adivasis and the Harjjans do not get even a cent
of land.

Then, Sir, you will bhe surprised to bnow
that the most blatant exhibition of untouchabi-
lity exists in Gujarat, the land of Gandhi. You
will be surprised also to know that Porbunder,
where Gandhi was born. is the worst place for
untouchability. And they arc ihe bhaktas of
Gandhiji. Such a hypocritical folk I have never
seen anywhere in the world, people who call
themselves Congressmen,  All of them are
Gandhi-bhaktas.  Anybody in Gujarat, any
Clongressman, they all salute Gandhiji, but they
practise untouchability in the most blatant and
unashamed manner.

SHRI SURESH J, DESAT:

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SHRI SURESH J. DESAI: The khalpathi
system was prevaiiing some ten years back, and
the system is more or less extinguished now.
Then the hon. Member speaks of untouchability
being in the worst form in Gujaral. Perhaps he
kas not visited other parts of the country. You
will see that the worst untouchability is there
in vour State.

SHRT K P. SUBRAMANIA MENON: 1

understand the spirit - -we must have it better.

SHRI ST'RESH J. DESAT : Untouthability
is a malady all over the country. It is not that
it is there only in Gujarat and other States do
not have it. It is prevalent all over the country
and we have to try to remove it, we are trying
to remove it as far as possible,

So many other matters he has mentioned
which are completely irrelevant. He is out of
date by ten years. :

SHRI JOACHIM ALVA (Nominated) : My
hon, friend forgets that the Jana Sangh carried
off a lot of votes in Gujarat on account of the
cow agitation.

SHRI K. P, SUBRAMANTA MENON : Mr.
Desai unfortunately lives ten  years back; he
lives ten centuries back. Whatever has heen
said is according to the Reports of the Schedu-
led Castes and Scheduled Trikes Commissioner
of the last few years, and how do yousay I
am out of date ? In any case, I have visited
Gujarat only last month.

In other States there is untouchability defi-
nitely, but there is a sly manner of doing it,
they may do it in private homes. But very
rarely do people practise it blatantly, publicly
and unashamedly in public places. In Gujarat
for example, in the Mehsana district, in the
district headquarters town, there are two
restaurants—Rajputana and Igbhal restaurants.
You will be surprised to know—I went and saw
and 1 feit ashamed—that the Harijans have to
sit on the road side. They keep separate posts
for them. They have to give them by washing
them themselves, go to the shop, get the tea,
come back and sit there and drink it. And
the district authorities do not do anything
about it. This is the case, I am told, every-
where in Gujarat, including Rajkot. Well, 1
have seen if.
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Another instance is in the Rajpipla munici-
pality where one of the bania girls fell in love
with a Harijar boy. She was employed as a
teacher in that municipality and that Harijun
boy was employed in some Government office.
There all the Government and public  services
are being used to victimise people who do not
practise untouchability. It so happened that the
girl was dismissed {rom her teacher’s job in the
Rajpipla municipality and that girl has not
got a job just because she marsied that Harijan
boy. Not only that she is dismissed from her
job—a job for which the State pays the money-—
but also she is ostracized by her own commu-
nity and other communities. This is the most
backward State.

The lasi thing is about the Panchayati Raj
institutions. These Panchayati Raj institutions
are a curse to the FHarijans and “Adivasis. The
puwers 1ested in these panchayats are being
used relentiessly to oppress the Harijans and
Adivasis. Unless the Government does some-
thing to safeguard the interests of the Harijans
against the depredations of these Panchayati
Raj institutions, these things will become much
worse in Gujarat.

i

SHRI F. H. MOHSIN: Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, I am very much thankful to
the Members who have taken part in the
debate and who have also given very useful
suggestions. The lady-Member who spoke first
went in detail about the various achievements
made by the Government and also the work
to be taken up under the several heads. Some
of my friends have Iaid stress on the state of
affajrs as regards the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes in the State of Gujarat. Sir,
they constitute about one-fifth of the total
population in Gujarat. The Scheduled Tribes
are said to be nearly 13.35 per cent of the total
population and the Scheduled  Castes  aczount
for 6.63 per cent but their economic condition
has not remarkably impoved in spite of the Five
Year Plans and o many measutes that the
State Goverament had taken so far. The Siate
Government are now taking more measures in
this direction. They intend to set up a Tribal
Development Corporation which will enable
the Government to take measures for social and
economic amelioration of the Scheduied Tribes,
They want to set up an authorisea capital of
Rs. 5 crores and bring forward a Bill in this
respect. This may go a long way in improving
the conditions of the Scheduled Castes and the
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Scheduled Tribes. Over and above that, the
State Government wants 1o establish a Rural
Housing Board to accelerate the tempo of
house-building for the Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes in the whole State. There
has not been a separate Rural Housing Board
for house-building activities specially intended
for the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes. Now they are intending to set up such
a Board to see that most of the houseless Hari-
Jans, i.e. the Scheduled Castes and Schedu'ed
Tribe population get housing facilities.

Mr. Subramania Menon has stated about
the severity of the untouchability probl-m in
Gujarat. Sir, in spite of many meausres that
have been taken to remove untouchability, it
is really a matter of concern for the Government
and {or all of us 1o se¢ that even at the present
moment untouchability prevails in some parts
of the country. It may be a matter of degrees
in several States, hut we cannot altogether say
that untouchability has bheen removed. I do not
say that no work has been done in this direc-
tion. There has been a marked improvement
in this direction. What the situation was about
20 or 10 years back_ is notnow at present. Un-
touchability has heen removed to a large extent
and at the same time we cannot achieve more in
this direction by passing only legislations or by
making the penalties more severe, This could
achieved by social workers, by educating the
people on the eivils of untouchability. T think
the social workers and the people at large can
do alot in removing untouchability rather then
passing more and more laws in this respect. Sir,
I do hope that the people will think in this
prespective and see that this social evil which
has been a black mark on all the Indians
disappears sooner than what we expect.

Sir, in this brief period, Tam very glad to
that the State has made remarkable
progress. In the mid-term appraisal of the
State’s resources, it has been revealed that
the State’s resources have gone up by Rs. 45
crores, i. e. from Rs. 4505 crores they have
gone up to Rs. 500 crores and additional reso-
urces have also been added. They want
to raise the size of the Plau to Rs. 500
crores instead of Rs. 455 crores. Various
achievements have also been made in the case
3r.M,

of food output and the irrigation facilitics that
have been provided. In the Industrial sector
also so many licences have been given ard so

siate
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many expansions have been assented to. There
has becna marked improvement in the deve-
lopment plans of Gujarai State and Iam sure
that the House will appreciat: whatever has
been done in this short span of President’s
Rule. As T have already stated the Govern-
ment of India wants a popular and democratic
rule there as carly as possible as we want it
elsewhere t0o. As I have already announced we
propose to hold the election in Gujarat also in
the third week of February and we expect that a
popular Ministry would come up and continue
this development work in the future also.
Hence 1 would appeal to the House to accept
the Resolution.

DISCUSSION ON THE PRIME MINI-
STER’S STATEMENT RE HER TOUR
OF FOREIGN COUNTRIES

SHRI BHUPLSH GUPTA (West Bengal) ;
Sir, I raise a discussion on the statement made
by the Prime Minister in the Rajya Sabha on
the 15th November, 1971, about her tour of
Belgium, Austria, the United Kingdom, the
United States of America, France and the
Federal Republic of Germany. e

Sir, we are discussing the statement the
Prime Minister made on her foreign tour in
this House but since then much water has
flown down the bridge and I think the situation
is far more serious today then when the
statement was made in the House. But still
since we have to discuss the statement, I should
like to make some observations about what she
said by way of giving an account of her
achievements or lack of achievements which
of course is not mentioned in her statement
in the House. We were also, Sir, keenly
waiching the results of the Prime Minister’s
talks with the leaders of the Government of the
western countries she visited. We had never
