As stated in reply to
Unstarred Question No. 241 on May 27,
1971, Nepal has introduced Import and
Export Control in her trade with India and it
is learnt that export is not permitted from
Nepal to India of a number of traditional
items including timber. The reasons for the
ban on exports are not known to the
Government of India.

It is however reported that, in the last few
days, the ban on export of soft wood (Simal)
has been lifted.]
