BAH UG UNA) : (a) There were 284 tele-
phone exchanges working in the State of 
Madhya Pradesh as on 31-3-1971. It is 
expected that 22 new exchanges may be 
opened during the year 1971-72 subject to 
the availability of stores such as SAX units, 
power plant etc. 

(b) Total number of applications for 
obtaining telephone connections pending on 
31-3-1971 was 3,940 out of which 2,765 were 
waiting for more than one year against a total 
of about 35,000 working connections. 

(c) The waiting lists at the exchanges are 
continually reviewed with a view to provide 
additional connections, keeping in view the 
availability of financial and material 
resources. During 1970-71, 2,485 new 
connections were provided. It is hoped that 
about 3,000 new connections may be 
provided in 1971-72.]
