cussed various aspects of the financing
of small scale industries and the exist-

ing institutional arrangements, in the
different countries of the region. The
main areas of discussion, however,

related to the need for evolving a com-
mon definition of small scale industry,
inter se priority of financial assistance
in the overall programme for develop-
ment of small scale industries public
and semi-public financing including
equity participation co-operative financ-
ing and regional co-operation.

The principal objective of the semi-
nar was an exchange of experiences of
the various countries of the region in
matters of financial assistance to small
scale industries, which might lead to
suggesting a plan of action at the
national, regional and international
level sp as to achieve a balanced growth
of small scale industries in the different
countries, consistent with their overall
socio-economic objectives, The Indian
experience and our programme for the
development of small scale industries,
particularly in matters of financial
assistance, was highly appreciated by
the participants in the Seminar. The
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plan of action at the national level sug-
gested for the various developing coun-
tries in the region was to a large extent
basgzd on Indian experience. As for
regional and international co-operation,
the Indian suggestion for increasing
financial and technica] assistance from
the Asian Development Bank to promote
! small scale industries in the region was
accepted by the Seminar. The Semi-
nar also recommended that opportuni-
ties for training in the small Industry
Extension Training Institute in India
should be availed of by the participating
countries of the region.

(a) to (c¢) The rainfall over the
country and the flows in the rivers vary
from duy to day and vyear to vyear.
Actual observations of these hydrologi-
cal data have therefore to be carried
out on a continuing basis,

State  Governments are  observing
ramnfall, river gauge and river gauge-
discharge data at about 3700, 900 and
1000 sites respectively. Central agen-
cics like the India  Meteorological
Department, Central Water
Commission, Ganga Basin Water
Resources Organisation are also making
observations at some important loca-
tions and the corresponding figures for
Central Stations are about 600, 20 and
240 respectively.

It has been roughly assessed that the
average rainfall volume of the country
is 3000 m.a.ft. Qut of this 1000 m.a.ft.
are lost due to evaporation; about

650 m.a.ft. seep into the soil ; and the |

remaining 1350 m.a.ft. flow in the river
systems on an average.

. Potentia] sites for major and medium
irrigation projects were investigated in

the past and continue to be investiga- |

ted by the State Governments for exploi-
tation of the country’s water resources.
Since the initiation of the Plans, 3560
major and medium schemes have been
laken up so far and the irrigation poten-
tial from major and medium irrigation
projects, which was 24 million acres in
1951 15, as a result of this, 49 million

acres now. The total surface water
utilisation,  including the  smaller
schemes, is  assessed to be about

180 m.a.ft. against 76 m.a.ft. in 1951,

The Department of Agriculture carry
out research mn cxperimental farms to |

find out the water requirements of
various crops. In the
projects, the research data collected by
the Agriculture Department as well as

the actual performance of existing
canal svstems is taken into account
while constructing new canals. The

crop patterns are fixed according to the

{1 English translation,
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advice given by the Agriculture Depart-
ments, who examine the soil and other
conditions. Such advice is continuously
obtained from the Agriculture Depart-
ment in fixing finally the areas to be
brought under irrigation in each village
under the project.

Wherever necessary, ayacut develop-
ment works are also organised by the
two Departments in close collaboration.
The Agriculture Departments also set
up demonstration farms and field
research stations in the command of
large irrigation projects so that scienti-
fic information is disseminated to the
farmers through extension services, in
addition to organising the supply of
adequate inputs, in order to enable
farmers to obtain maximum production.

District and State level irrigation
committees are set up in the States for
supervising the operation of irrigation
projects; in these committees, the
Departments of Agriculture and Irriga-
tion together review the functioning of
canal systems and effect improvements
wherever called for.]
