(SHRI Y. B. CHAVAN) : (a) The w hole-sale
price index (1961-62=100) for industrial raw
materials has declined from 206.5 for January
1971 to 191.3 for April, 1971, while the index
for food articles has remained steady over this
period. Wholesale price indices are not
compiled State-wise or region-wise. The
consumer price index for industrial workers
(1960=100) for the country as a whole has
declined from 186 in December 1970 to 184 in
March 1971 ; for Delhi, the index shows a
marginal rise during this period.

(b) The index numbers of wholesale prices
for the various industrial raw materials and
consumer goods are published on a weekly
basis in the publication entitled "Index
Numbers of Wholesaie Prices in India," copies
of which are supplied to the Parliament
Library. Monthly averages for the principal
groups and sub-groups are also given in this
publication from time to time.

(0)The Government is taking all possible
steps towards maintenance of price stability,
and policies and measures for checking price
increases are kept under continuous review.]
