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especially the view of the new Minister in 
charge of Education with regard to this 
question of giving representation to students on 
the management bodies of the universities. It is 
well known, Sir, that all the world over there 
has been the trend in recent years to associate 
the representatives of students in the 
management bodies of the universities because 
that is the only solution to the present problem 
of student indiscipline, because there are 
certain genuine grievances which only students 
could represent and get redressed. Therefore, I 
would like to know the view of the Minister on 
this question, the view of the Committee apart, 
because the committees are actually appointed 
by the Government and they take any amount 
of time to come to a decision. But, if the 
Ministry is inclined to the view that the 
students should be represented, then I think it 
makes matters much easier. The Committee's 
report can be taken up later. 

SHRI SIDDHARTHA SHANKAR RAY : 
I appreciate the contentions put forward by the 
hon. Member, but I feel that it would be highly 
improper for me at this stage to make any 
statement when a committee is going into the 
matter. 

SHRI A. D. MANI : May I ask the Shiksha 
Mantri whether the Committee which has been 
appointed by the University Grants 
Commission has taken evidence in depth from 
students' organisations on this subject because 
there is a feeling among students' organisations 
that their views have been neglected and 
completely ignored by the authorities ? May I 
ask him whether the Committee perhaps has 
gone out of the way to get. . . 

SHRI SIDDHARTHA SHANKAR RAY : 
The Chairman of this Committee is Mr. P. P. 
Gajendragadkar, ex-Chief Justice of the 
Supreme Court, and I have no doubt 
whatsoever that in coming to a decision, the 
Committee will look objectively into all 
matters. Whether or not any particular students' 
organisation has been called before this 
Committee, I am not in a position to say at the 
present moment, but I understand the views of 
the student representatives have been taken in 
some cases.

SHRI J. S. TILAK : Sir, may I know 
whether : (i) the expenditure on these Schools 
is entirely borne by the Centre or it is shared 
between the Centre and the States ; (ii) the 
Government has any phased programme for 
the opening of these schools in all important 
cities and places where new public sector 
projects are coming up ; and (iii) how far the 
results of these schools compare with the 
results of some of the best schools in our 
country ? 

PROF.   D.   P.   YADAV   :    So   far as 

fThe question was actually asked on the floor 
of the House by Shri J. S. Tilak. $ [ ] English 
translation. 
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opening of the Kendriya Vidyalayas are 
concered, preference is given firstly to the 
defence personnel and then to the transferable 
Central Government employees. The cities 
where these schools are to be opened are : B. 
S. F. Jodhpur, Delhi, Bombay, Dharangadhara, 
Dundigal, Hashimara, Chandi Mandir, 
Narangi—all these places and mostly the 
important cities of India have been covered 
under this scheme. Regarding the phased 
programme, we have already 130 Kendriya 
Vidyalayas now and we are going to have 13 
more. Out of the 13 more, we shal; be giving 
preference to the defence personnel and then 
some will be coming to our public also. 

SHRI J. S. TILAK : What about other two 
questions, (i) whether the State Government 
shares some expenditure of the schools; and 
how the results compare with other schools ? 

PROF. D. P. YADAV : No, the State 
Government is not sharing any expenditure. 

SHRI SWAISINGH SISODIA : What are 
the criteria of the policy under which new 
Central schools are opened ? 

PROF. D. P. YADAV : I have already 
detailed it. We give first preference to the 
places where there are assemblies of the 
defence personnel and second preference is 
given to the Central Government employees 
and so on. 

SHRI T. V. ANANDAN : Sir, from the 
statement submitted to the House, it is found 
that there are about 130 schools in the country 
controlled by the Centre. Is the Government 
aware that there is a school in Tiruchirapalli, 
that has started with the assistance of the 
Southern Railways is under the orders of 
closure ? If it is the intention of the 
Government to spread education, especially 
Hindi, particularly in an area like Tamil Nadu, 
where already so many protests are going on, is 
it not your duty to spread these schools ? 
Instead of closing them down, you must open 
these schools. May I know whether these 
schools with a primary section where children 
below 10 years of age of the Central 
Government employees are being imparted 
education, are going to be closed in the 
academic year 1971-72 ? I want a categorical 
answer whether this school is going to he 
closed or not. 

PROF. D. P. YADAV : So far as this 
question is concerned. I may mention that till 
today we have been imparting education in 
these schools through the Hindi and English 
medium and the suggestion of the hon. 
Member will be taken into consideration and it 
is a policy matter. I am not in a position to 
answer immediately. 

SHRI A. P. CHATTERJEE : As the hon. 
Minister stated before the House, as far as the 
Central Schools are concerned, may I know 
whether they are established on the ground of 
separate favouritism for Government servants 
and defence personnel ? If so, what are the 
reasons ? Why can't the defence personnel and 
the Government servants integrate themselves 
into the regional schools and the different 
regions in which they have been situated ? 

PROF. D. P. YADAV :    So   far as the 
defence personnel are concerned, they are 
mostly transferable or remain on tour owing to 
some important duties. So we have given a 
preference to them. It is not a fact that we are 
giving favours to them but we give preference 
to them. 
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SHRI K. P. MALLIKARJUNUDU :The 
Minister stated that he wanted to set up schools 
in all important cities of India. May I know 
whether there is any proposal before the 
Government to set up a school at Vijayawada 
which is the second biggest city in Andhra 
Pradesh ? Secondly, I want to know what 
language has been adopted as the medium of 
instruction in these Central schools. 

PROF. D. P. YADAV : So far as opening 
a school in Vijayawada is concerned at some 
places we open a school if we get 15 acres of 
land free of cost and about Rs. 16 lakhs. If 
some voluntary organisation comes forward 
then we shall examine this case. Otherwise on 
our part we are examining it very carefully. So 
far as the medium it concerned I have already 
narrated that Hindi and English is the medium 
and later on when the policy matter will be 
decided it will come.
