(a) No. However, in June 1970, a shortage of
stores in respect of tin ingots etc. was
discovered. On verification of stocks, a
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shortage of non-ferrous stores worth about
Rs. 2.41 lakhs was discovered.

(b) Yes. The Enquiry Committee have not
been able to fix responsibility in an un-rebut-
table manner on any person or group of
persons. They have, however, commented on
the regligence and lack of supervision of
certain staff contributing to the possibility of
the loss. Disciplinary action is being taken by
the Railway Administration against them.

S. Pad-Locks are fixed on all doors from in-
side except one door which is pad-locked
from out-side and is within the view of
the Sentry on guard duly.

6. Keys and seals are kept in safe custody
and are not handled even temporarily by
any one who is not authorised to do
SO.

7. Staff of Crime Intelligence Branch of the
Railways is deputed to keep watch on
stores depots to collect intelligence re-
garding culprits and receivers of stolen
property, and to organise raids on them.
