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of the good decisions remain to be im-
plemented. The Government should tell us 
which are the decisions which they have not 
implemented. 

SHRI   BHAGWAT JHA   AZAD : As 
I said, the Government of India is one of the 
few countries which are adhering to the largest 
number of Conventions. I do not know which 
good one the hon. Member has got in mind. • 
If he will tell me, I shall try to look into it.

Q 
ate large areas of this country come und r dry 
farming, as has been mentioned b^ my 
colleague. Areas which have a rain&ll range 
of 151035 inches come under this category. 
About more than 40 per ent of the area comes 
under dry farming As to what effort is being 
made, how the conditions in the dry farming 
are is can be improved, etc., the intention of 
the pilot project is to demonstrate n practice 
how in the dry farming areas yields ran be 
raised and income can bo obtained by first of 
all introducing drought resistance varieties of 
seeds, by introducing aerial spraying of 
nitrogen and by introducing various soil and 
moistuic conservation measures. As far as 
farmers are concerned, once they see the tiling 
themselves they would take to it. These are 
projects taken up in specified areas and after 
sufficient experience we can multiply  them 
later on.
