_SHRI : NNASAHEB SHINDE
Sir, may I ssure the hon. Member that
in a matter 3f this nature, as far as I am
concerned and my Ministry is concerned,
there will 10t be any effort to conceal
facts, becaus: this is too serious a matter,
and our app-oach in this matter has heen
to take the House and hon. Members
into confidince. But I would like to
recall, beca ise this pomnt is being made
by the hon. Member a number of times,
we had in the last few years different
party Governments ruling in different
States. On the floor of the House alle-
gations were made of stravation deaths.
Governmen' of India has no indepzndent
machinery. Normally, we have to refer
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these matters to the State Governments. We
have 10 rely on the reports submitted
by the State Governments. On a number
of previous occasions we had referred
this to the U. P. Government, Bhiar Go-
vernment, Madhya Pradesh Government,
when the Congress Party was not in power,
when different parties were in power.
Even the hon. Member’s party was a
partner in the United Front Govern-
ment for some time. No State Govern-
ment has corroborated any starvation
death report even in the most difficult
period. About Rajasthan, we have re-
ferred this list to the Rajasthan Govern-
ment, and that Government has indi-
cated that there have been no deaths
due to starvation. As far as deaths due
to disease are copcerned, as the hon.
House is aware, in our country there is
considerable malnutrition, under-nourish-
ment, even in normal period because of
poverty. In the case of Rajasthan of
course there have been some deaths due
to diseases like chglera, dysentery. etc.
At the instance ot desire of some Members
of the House I requested the Health Mi-
nistry to deput~ a representative to look
into the matter. The (ul]l facts werz
looksd inte and necessary medical faci-
litv, whatever was within the purview
of the Centra! Government. was rendered
and assistance was given to the State
Government. New. as far as disease
and other things are concerned they are
fully under control Even the food supply
position ic comfortable. Even the price
level in Rajasthan as far as the foodgrains
are concerned is at a reasonable level
as compared to other areas, and the State
Government is doing everything 1o pro-
vide relief to the people. The situation
is very difficult as has been pointed out
by the hon. Member himself, and more
than 10.000 villages are affected by dro-
ught. Unfortunately some of the western
Rajasthan areas have not seen rains during
the last four or five years. I think it
requires the sympathies of all of us. There
should not be any misunderstanding on
that score.
