(a) whether ii is a fact that second class 
seats or bo 'ie> are not provided in the trains 
rum ing on certain branch lines, e.g., from 
vlansi to Purnea via Sahrsa and from Mansi to 
Supaul etc.; and 

(b) if so, whe her Government will 
provide the faci ties of second class seats and 
bogies for the passengers travelling on thot: 
branch lines and if not, what are the reasons 
therefor?] 

 

t[THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI 
GULZARILAL NANDA) : (a) Yes, in 
accordance with the Government's policy, 
Second Class accommodation was withdrawn 
from all branch lines other than important 
branches and links between main lines, in 
July, 1956. Mansi-Saharsa-Supaul and 
Saharsa-Pur-nea are among those branch line 
sections from where Second Class acco-
mmodation was withdrawn. 

However, on Mansi-Saharsa-Supaul 
section, Second Class accommodation has 
been made available on Nos. 401 Up. 408 Dn. 
Passenger as a result of inter-linking of rakes 
with main line trains for operational 
convenience and with a view to ensure better 
utilisation of coaching stock. 

(b) Second Class accommodation is not 
being restored on the sections and the trains 
from where it has been withdrawn.] 
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
