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(b)Y whether it is a fact that the British Government is entertaining a doubt on
the ownership of the diamond; and

(c) if so, what measures are being taken by Government to ensure the return
of the Kohinoor, which rightfully belongs to India?

THE MINISTER OF TOURISM AND CULTURE (SHRI ANANTH
KUMAR): (a) to {c) As per the information provided by the Ministry of External
Affairs, the Culture, Media and Sports Committee of British House of Commons,
which is chaired by Gerald Kaufman is presently conducting an enquiry entitled
“Cultural Property: Return and llicit Trade™. The objective of the enquiry is to
make recommendations with regard to issues relating to claims for return of
cultural properties, which were historically removed and policies of museums
on such claims including soluticns other than return. The Committee is not,
however, expected to make any recommendations on individual claims.

The Indian High Commission in London discussed the matter with Kaufman
Comnittee.

Funds for Guwahati Airport

THE MINISTER OF CIVIL AVIATION (SHRISHARAD YADAV): (a)to{c)
No, Sir. However a sum of Rs. 70 crores has been allocated in the Ninth five
Year Plan for upgradation of Guwahafi airport. Airports Authority of India
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(AAl) has incurred an expenditure of Rs. 31.30 crores during the first three
years of this Plan, on expansicn and modification of terminal building and
strengthening of runway. The work of the werminal building iz expected to be
completed by December, 2000 and runway by December, 2001.

(d) Airline operators are free to decide about the purchase, stationing and
operation of their aircraft, subject to the Route dispersat guidelines which
specify certain minimum operations to areas like the North-East.

{e) Guwahati airport has already been declared as international airport. No
foreign airline has so far requested for Guwahat airport as a point of call.

Night Landing facility at Visakhapatnam Airport
