THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA): Although the
State Governments of West Bengal and
Kerala were not provided any assistance
specifically to curb the activities of the extre-
mists, 49 Coys of CRP and 18 Coys of BSF
and 16 Coys, of CRP and two of BSF were
stationed during 1969-70 at convenient central
locations in West Bengal and Kerala
respectively, for maintenance of Law and
Order in aid of Civil authorities. Besides, as a
part of the general scheme of modernising
police equipment in States with a view to
making the force more effective, more mobile
etc. West Bengal and Kerala were given Rs.
1:25 lakhs and Rs. 4 lakhs respectively as
financial assistance during 1969-70. Twenty
five percent of this assistance was grant-in-aid
and the rest was loan.
