SETTLEMENT OF EX-SERVICEMEN

* 103. SARDAR GURCHARAN SINGH
TOHRA: Will the Minister of DEFENCE be
pleased to state :

(a) whether there is any proposal under
Government's consideration to settle the ex-
servicemen permanently in NEFA and
border areas of Punjab and Jammu and
Kashmir in view of the increasing threat and
anti-India  propaganda by China and
Pakistan ; and

(b) if so, the broad features of the
proposal ?

THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE
(SARDAR SWARAN SINGH): (a) Go-
vernment have a scheme to settle ex-
servicemen in NEFA. There are no special
schemes for settlement of ex-servicemen as
such in border areas of Punjab and Jammu
and Kashmir at present.

(b) A statement giving the broad features
of the proposal, is laid on the Table of the
House.

STATEMENT

The scheme provides or the re-settlement
of 650 families of ex-servicemen on vacant
land in NEFA during the 4th Plan period, at
an estimated cost of about Rs. 100 lakhs. The
salient features of the scheme are :

(i) Each family would be given a
minimum of 10 standard acres of land for
agricultural purposes and one acre for
homestead and kitchen garden.

(ii) The selected settlers will be trans-
ported from their residence to the
destination at Government expense.
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(iii) The settlers will be provided with full
free ration at scale approved by the
Government of India for the first year, at 75%
of such scale i, the second year and 50% of
this scale in the third year. The settlers would
be expected to attain self-sustained economy
after a period of three years”.

(iv) Each family will be given a cash
grant upto a maximum of Rs. 2,500/-
for providing themselves with the
necessary household  equipments,
utensils, etc. In addition, each family will also
be provided with a grant in the form of
agricultural tools, implements, seeds and
livestock upto Rs. 3,000/- this being only in
kind.

(v) The scheme envisages the provision of
basic amenities such as single room
tenements, water supply, dispensary school
etc.

This
includesparts of Western  and Northern
India.What was Palestine is shewn in
black.
The caption of the map says "This
isPalestine in the heart of the Islamic World.It
is the responsibility resting upon
theshoulders of every Muslim on the faceof
the earth until such time as it is freedfrom the
aggressive usurper ".

(b) Government of India do not agree with
such religious bias being given to political
questions. We do not like parts of our country
being shown as appendagei to any religious
grouping. This is well known and, therefore,
we have not considered it necessary to take
specific action in this regard. It is understood
that the book is out of print and that its latest
edition does not contain the map in question.]
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
