Over and above discussing the report of
the Commissioner for Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes, as a matter of
fact it should be discussed annually.
There are already three reports to be
discussed and now the fourth report also
is coming up. It is surprising that these
reports are not discussed in this honour-
able House. Nothing has been done for
these people and even discussiop of
these reports is not being allowed,
though every time I have given notice
for discussing it. This should be dis-
cussed over and above everything else.
