THE D JPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF EDUCATION AND YOUTH

STATEMENT 

(a) Yes, Sir. 

(b) The growth of literacy in India is slow, 
less than 1 per cent per year. The population is 
increasing more rapidly, at more than 2 per 
cent per year. As a consequence, although the 
percentage of literacy is increasing from year 
to year, the number of illiterates is also 
increasing. 

(c) No. Sir. 

(d) Does not arise. 

(e) The responsibility for the eradication of 
illiteracy rests upon the State Governments. 
The Government of India can at best stimulate 
action in this field through research, pilot 
projects and clearing house functions. The 
major Central or Centrally Sponsored 
programmes included in the 4th Five Yeer 
Plan are (i) Farmers' Education and Functional 
Literacy Projects; (ii) Scheme of Assistance to 
Voluntary Organisations working in the field 
of Adult Education; (iii) The National Board 
of Adult Education; and (iv) Pilot Projects for 
spread of Literacy.

(b) While generally increase in Shipping 
eight rates would tend to reduce the com-
etitiveness of our export products, ship-ing 
freight is only one of the several ictors 
which influence the foreign trade of le 
country. It is therefore, difficult to olate the 
effect of a single factor on the se and fall in 
trade. However, the gene-il effect of the 
increase in freight rates l Indian Shipping 
will be beneficial be-iuse the earnings of 
Indian shipping commies who are members 
of the Confe-nce will also increase. 

(c) As a result of pressures brought by the 
All India Shipper's Council and other 
Shippers organisations and the Government 
of India, the Conference was persuaded to 
bring down the quantum of increase in July, 
1970 from 15% as originally proposed to 
12.5% and the Suez surcharge from 15% to 
13.5% and also to give special treatment to 
certain specific sensitive commodities of 
export.
