(B) and_ (c) According to the esti-
mates of the State Government, the
number of Pakistani infiltrants who
entered Assam after partition till 1969
is about 3 lakhs. The establishment of
the B.S.F., the stepping up of the fre-
quency of patrolling along the border,
the establishment of a network of watch
posts covering not only the border
areas but also areas affected by such
infiltration inside the State so as to
maintain constant vigilance, issue of
quit mnotices to illegal infiltrants and
setting up of tribunals for dealing with
cases of infiltration are among the mea-
sures taken to detect, deport and prevent
unauthorised immigration of Pakistani
nationals into Assam. As a result of
these measures, a substantial number of
such persons either left on their own or
were deported. As a result of constant
vigilance, infiltration of Pakistanj Mus-
lims into Assam has been substantially
controlled.
