1421. SHRI K. L. N. PRASAD : Will
the Minister of DEFENCE be pleased
to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that about 200
rebel Mizo and Kuki armed guerillas
have entered deep into Assam’s Mizo
Hills district during the last few weeks
and clashed thrice with the Indian Se-
curity forces;

(b) if so, whether these guerillas sneaked
into the district through its north eastern
borders with the Chin Hills of Burma
and Swamps adjoining the East Pakistan
border; and

(c) if so, the details of the clashes that
took place between the security forces
and guerillas ?

THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE
(SHRI JAGJIVAN RAM) : (a) Acco-
rding to the ineormation available with
the Government, about 200 underground
Mizos in small groups infiltrated into
Mizo  Hills district during June-July
1970.

(b) Yes, Sir.

(c) There were six clashes bhetween
the Security Forces and these underground
personnel in which six hostiles were killed,
one was wounded and five captured.
Security Forces recovered 19 weapons
including 2 LMGs, 2 Sten Guns, 1 pistol
and some ammunition. Two Other Ranks
belonging to the Security Forces were
wounded in these incidents.
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
