“That the Bill to amend the Delhr
High Court Act, 1966, as passed by

Sir, under Section 5(2) of the Dellt
High Court Act, 1966, the Delli High
Court has ordinary original civil juris-
diction in every suit the value of
which exceeds twenty-hve thousand
rupees. Under Section 17(3) of that
Act the Delhi High Court has such
original jurisdiction in respect of the
Union territory of Himachal Pradesh
also. After the establishment of the
Delh: High Court it was found that
the Imit of twenty-five thousand
rupees for civil suits was too lew a
figure for such a big metropolilan city
like Delhi, and that the High Court
had started accumulating arrears It
was therefore considered necessary, in
the interests of speedy disposal of
work 1n the High Court, that the pre-
sent limit of twenty-five thousand
rupees for original suits should be
raised, and the High Court should
have ordinary original civil jurisdic-
tion only in suits whose value exceeds
