SHRI K. CHANDRASEKHARAN
(Kerala) : Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, I

stand to speak on this Bill very briefly
just touching on two aspects. This
Bill, Sir, proposes to constitute a Con-
sultative Committee consisting of
Members of Parliament of both Houses
for the purpose of being available for
consultation by the President in regard
to laws that have to be legislated upon
during the period of the Proclamation
under article 356 of the Constitution.
Sir, since 1967 we are having quite a
lot of instances in which article 356 of
the Constitution is being resorted to
and it would appear from the present
trend that there are likely to he occa-
sions in future when on account of ins-
tability in some of the States and want
of legislative majority for the ruling
party Proclamations under articie 336
would have to be more often issued. f
do not propose to go into the political
aspects at this stage but I want only
to state the necessity for having a pro-
per and effective forum for legislaticn
for the States under President’s rule.
The Consultative Committees that had
been formed earlier and had function-
ed earlier had not been really effec-
tive. I myself had the privilege of
working in the Consultative Committee
regarding the State of West Bengal
and my own feeling is that it has been
more or less a formality being com-
plied with by Government hefore legis-
lations are made. I have found, Sir,
in practice—and in my own State twice
or thrice there have been Consultative
Committees constituted while Presi-
dent's rule was in force—that Govern-

ment have not taken seriously the
necessity to make effective consulta-
tions with these Committees. It has

often been found that the agenda for
‘the meetings of the Consultative Com-~
‘mittees are issued while the meeting
is progressing or while the meeting is

just about to begin and in practice
members of these Commitiees are
taken absolutely unawares by the

large bulk of papers handed over 1o
them and it has been impossible for
them to give any proper, correct and
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conscientious advice in regard to these
legislations. I would therefcre suggest
to Government that the work of these
Consultative Committees should be
taken more seriously.

Again, Sir, we have got to make an
approach and a decision as to what
exactly is the scope of the legislations
to be made during President’s rule.
There is an opinion, particularly in
States where there is instability and
where Proclamations under article 356
are being issued more than once Qur-
ing the normal life of the legislative
Assembly which is five years that Pre-
sident’s rule should be taken as a bles-
sing so far as that particular State is
concerned, and opportunity should be
taken for better and progressive legis-
lation. However much in practice that
may be necessary, in principle I am
not prepared to uphold that view
because under the Constitution it is
the primary duty of the State Govern-

ment and the State Legisiative
Assembly to have these legislations
made and therefore I would submit

that only emergency legislations and
legislations of an absolutely non-con-
troversial nature should be made dur-
ing the period of President's rule.

The second point that I would like
to stress is the necessity for revoking
President’s rule in any State in which
President’s rule may occur—and parti-
cularly now we are referring to the
State of Bihar—as early as possible.
President’s rule has come to Bihar
after the mid-term election. The rul-
ing party, which formed the Govern-
ment after the mid-term elections, did
it with a large number of defectors and
these defectors were largely gathered
from some of the non-Congress par-
ties. When these defectors and a sec-
tion of the Congress itself failed to get
the necessary legislative support to
the Government, the Government had
to go. I submit that after the periad
of the present Proclamation, a chance
should be given to the non-Congress
Opposition parties in Bihar to form a
Government and if that Government
again fails, no doubt President’s rule
may have to be imposed. I would also
state that the interim period, when the
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State of Bihar i1s under President’s
rule, should not be utilised—I say it
because there 1s an apprehension 1n the
State of Bihar—to pressurise the non-
Congress parties and increase the Con-
gress legislative strength If that
happens, once agamm what happened
earlier, would be repeated and, there-
fore, when President’s rule 1s revoked,
the first chance should be given to the
non-Congress Opposition parties 1n
Bihar to form and attempt at a stable
Government
