856. SARDAR RAM SrNGH : Will the 
Minister of TOURISM AMD CIVIL

lines are put 10 periodic test to check their 
air-worthiness, particularly the com-
munication system; 

(b) whether the Friendship plane which 
crashed near Khulna, Pakistan wa» also so 
tested, if so, when and with what results; 

(c) whether it is a fact that according to 
aeronautical experts, the communication 
system of Indian Airlines aircraft need a 
thorough renovation; il so, whether Gov-
ernment have drawn up any scheme in this   
regard;   and 

^d) if the answer to part (c) above be in 
the affirmative, the   details thereof ? 

THE MINISTER OF TOURISM AND

:   (a)   Yes,   Madam. 

(b) Yes, Madam. The aircraft was 
inspected before the renewal of the Certi 
ficate of Airworthiness on 17th December, 
ig68. The last 100-hour trip inspection 
was carried out on 17th April, 1969 and 
the last Transit 'B' (daily) inspection 
was done on the night ol 20/21st April 
1969. The aircraft was certified as air 
worthy  after  these  inspections. 

(c) No, Madam. Government is not 
aware of any such opinion having been 
expressed   by   aeronautical   experts.
