(b) The construction of technical
building and tower foundations at Tin-
sukia has been completed and installa-
tion of the equipment is in progress.
The work on microwave system has al-
ready been completed from Calcutta to
Dibrugarh. The completion of works
in the remaining section viz. Dibrugarh-
Tinsukia has been delayed due to change
in the routing of the microwave link
from Jorhat to Tinsukia, which required
construction of new radio relay stations
between Jorhat and Dibrugarh. The
balance works are expected to be com-
pleted in about six months’ time,
