STATEMENT

(a) Yes, Madam. Yields of major food-
grains in India are below the world
averages.

(b) Low irrigation percentage is one of
the factors influencing the consumption
of fertilisers, With the expansion in irriga-
tion facilities and wuse of high-yielding
varieties of seeds- fertiliser consumption is
expected to go up considerably. This will
have the effect of increasing the crop yields
per acre.

{(c) A very high priority is being given
to increased agricultural production so as
to meet the growing requirements of the
country’s population as also the needs
of industries and export. A new strategy
for agricultural development has been
adopted since 1966-67 and is proposed
to be continued during the Fourth Five
Year Plan. The main planks of this
strategy are : cultivation of high-yielding
varieties of foodgrains, multiple cropping,
minor irrigation for intensive cultivation,
organised provision of inputs like fertilisers
and pesticides, timely and liberal provi-
sion of credit facilities, farmer’s educa-
tion and training and intensification of
research.]
